SIBLEY TAKES A BOOM.

Talk of Geo new Fred

\u25bclaw* Will Be Deterred to

by the Convention.

Chicago. July IS.?*n»e ntght session of
the convention adjourned almost Immedi-
ately after convening, the leader* decid-
ing that H was not advisable to go ahead
with the nomination for vice president to-
night. The vice presidential situation is
very complicated. John R. McLean, «jf
Ohio, proprietor of the Cincinnati En-
quirer; George Fred Williams, of Massa-
chusetts; ex-Congressman Sibley, erf Penn-
sylvania; Senator Daniel, of Virginia, and
ex-Congressman Flthlan, of Illinois, are
the candidates whose names are being can-
vassed Mr. McLean has for some day#
been conceded a strong leader for the
honor, but some dissensions have devel-
oped In cha Ohio delegation which compli-
cated the situation. Allan W. Thurman,
the son of the "Old Roman," sought the
honor, but when the question was sub-
mitted to the delegation tonight they de-
cided by a vote of 34 to 14 to stand by
McLean.

Of course the wishes of the presidential
nominee will be deferred to In this mat-
ter. and It was at the requeat of his fol-
lowers that action was deferred until to-
morrow. George Fred Williams made a
favorable impression fn the convention,
anrd some sentiment exists for him, es-
pecially In the South. Sibley took quite a
boom, while those Who believe a Southern
man should go on the tlckot are for Daniel.
Flthlan will not be placed In nomination
unless Gov. Altgeld decides not to support
McLean, to n*hom he Is favorably Inclined.

The silver leaders constituting the steer-
ing committee, which has until tonlxht
had no meeting since the convention
opened, again found after the nomination
of Mr. Kryan that It had business on its
hands In the selection of a proper candi-
date for vice president. A call for a con-
ference at the Sherman house was accord-
ingly passed around the convention hall,
and the meeting assembled a few minutes
before 11 o'clock tonight. Th* committee
found It had a wealth of candidates on lie
hands. Including John R. McL in and Al-
lan W. Thurman, of Ohio; Joseph C. Slb-
-1 >y, of Pennsylvania; ex-Congressman
Williams; ex-Congressman Flthlan and C.
K, Ladd, of Illinois; and Arthur S*w*|l, of
Maine. The names of Senator Turpi* and
Gov. Matthew*, of Indiana, acd Senator
Daniel, of Virginia, were also mentioned.

The conference decided after midnight
that It would be impolitic to take a man
from east of the Alleghanles or south of
the Ohio and Potomac. This cut out Sib-
ley. Sewell and Williams who were men-
tioned. The conference closed at 2 o'clock.
