THE FINAL SESSION.

Incldents Attending the Nomination of
the Vice-Preaident.

Chicago, July ilL—Although 10 o'clock
was the hour fixed by the convention to
assembile this morning, at twenty minutes

p. m. today. Fialey, of Ohlo, moved rati-
fication of the delegations’ selections of
national committeemen. Indlana and Mis-
souri had not made selections. il Shank~
lin and Gov. Stone were named respective-
Iy from those states.
