ed on this plant and on the other buiid-
Ings under the direction of the manager,
Mr. Aliski, who had been wvery successful
A8 A candy manufacturer in Portland He
had calculated on securing water from
the mine to supply the mill, but after
srecting the bulldings and hauling the
machinery to the ground, at a cost of 3
ctents & pound, and bricks, which cost $0
& thousand delivered, he found that there
Was nol enough water tapped in the mine
to supply the piant. Thus he had to
abandon the scheme and put the cost
down to experience. The town of loop
Loop, which oceupled a beautifnl site on
the mountain top, died of inanition after
a brief but lively existence. during which
it showed a flerce rivairy to Ruby. Sev-
eral hundred tons of ore had accumulated
and of this the best was concentrated
at the Washington Reduction Company’s
plant, of which more anon.

On the First Thought Mr. Bourne went
vigorously to work. He first ran tunnel
No. 2 80 feet, tapping the ledge at a
depth of 40 fest, and then up-raised a
shaft Jo the surface, 234 feet. He ran
another tunnel about 1,600 feet on the foot-
wall, and made a cross-cut 1124 feet, ail
throsgh ore. Another tunnel was
run 800 feet on the hanging wall, Fhich
Eave & depth of 200. A number of drifts
from the tunnel on the footwall to that
on the hanging wall showed the ledge
to be from thirty to sixty feet wide.
It averaged from six 1o ten ounces sii-
ver and § gold, though there were rich
streaks and pockets, showing native and
ruby silver, which ran up to 1,00 ounces.

Meanwhile the Washington Reduction
Company had begun the erection of a
concenirator at Ruby and built a cabie
bucket tramway a mile long, from the
First Thought mine. It has two rock
crushers, two Dodge pulverizers
Soreens, elght Frue vanners, canvass
sirakes and an eiectric dynamo run by
witer power, the whole costing about §79,-
0. It ran for about three months ia
1582, and after a suspension during the
winter, due to the freezing of the water
supply, started again in the spring of
1583 and ran until July. As silver then
fell beiow 70 cents, the mill was stopped
after producing about $40,000 in concens
trated, clear of freight and treatment
charges, and has not since turned a
wheal.

The Fourth of July was bought by
Judge Rees, of Tacoma, Jonathan Hourne,
Jr., and Thomas Lothian, of Denver, and
they sold 1v to Willlam A. Clark and
Joseph Clark, of Butte, and a Mr. Kauf-
man and other Bt. Louls people, who in-
corporated, leaving out Mr. Bourne's one-
eighth, as he refused to seill. The com-
pany sank about 78 feet, ran drifts for
some W0 feet and stoped about 50 tons
of ore. This was the richest ledge on
the hill, belng fifteen feet wide, with a
pay streak four feet wide, from which
one shipment of twenty tons paid $450 a
ton gold and silver, while specimens of
ore carrying native and wire silver were
carried away, which would aggregate
thousands of doliars in value. About 20
tons of ore were shipped and 30 tons
were treated at the Ruby concentrator,

Among the first locations on Ruby hill
was the Wooloo Mooloo, named after a
place In Australia, by Hugh McCool and
others, who found a ledge eight feot wide,
carrying biack sulphurets, the first two
assays from which ran 2,00 and 5,00
ounces silver. They sank a shaft 160 feet
on the ledge and then Jost It. The War
Eagle, owned by a number of St. Paul
men, who are still in litigation regarding
it, has an eight-foot ledge of low grade
on which a shaft has been sunk 150 feet.
On the ldaho, George Turner, W. N,
Drumbelier and William Pfunder have a
shaft about 10 feet doep en the same
ledge.

A Miner's Luck.

The discovery claim, on Anaconda hill,

Mineral HIIl Development.

The greatest development in this seo-
tion of the district, however, was on Min-
eral hill, where a party of Bridgeport,
Conn., peopie
Milling & Mining Company, and bought
the Thompson, Nevada, Montana, Colum-
bia and Frankie Boy. Doubls compart-
ment shafts were sunk 135 feet on the
Thompeon and 13 feet on the Columbia,
and on the latter claim a tunnel was
run 160 feet on the hill above the shaft
Shafts were also sunk on the Newvada,
A pair of
bollers, alr compressor
and two machine drills wers put on the
Columbia, and a sawmill on the Thomp~
son, besides the buflding=, the whoie prap-
ertly representing an expenditure of §0.-
0% on mines and machinery. Al the
claims have ledges three to six feet wide
of high-grade silvir-lead ore, of which a
ten-ton shipment ran-$300, $20 of this be-
ing goid and the balamnce siiver. Picked
specimens assayed as bhigh as 3§ goid,
129 cunces sliver.

The Buckhorn, sdjoining the Frankie
Boy on the west, is owned three-quarters
by the Bridgeport company and one-guare
ter by A. C. Cowherd, one of the owners
of the Jvanhoe mine, and has a ledge
forty to fifty feet wide on the surface.

Among the noted rich claims on Min-
eral hill is the La Funa, located by R. R.
Hargrove, Robert Stokesberry and Jack
Lemmons, who sold it to T. L. Nixon, of
Tacoma, for $10,006. It has a small ledge
of very rich ore, of which a five-ton ship-
ment gave returns of 388 ounces per ton.
Mr. Nixon sank a shaft forty feet and
turned over the claim to his wife.

Mineral bill aiso boasts of the Mohawk,
for which H. C. Lawrence refused an of-
fer of $30.000 and on which a tunnel 20
feet has shown a three-foot ledge of high-
grade ore, running over 3 ounces silver,
On the Independence, John Stech, of Se-
attle, who paid $4,000 for it, has a 100
foot shaft on a four-foot ledge of simllar
ore to that in the Bridgeport group, and
is keeping up his assessment work. In
the Pointer, adjoining the Tough Nut on
the south, Messrs. Hargrove and Stokes-
berry have a five-foot ledge, running 130
to 150 ounces silver, on which they have
a 150-foot tunnel They are keeping up
their assessment work, and recently
struck some very fine ore.

It was about the time that the first
discoveries were made on Mineral hill and
in the other mountains bordering on the
Salmon river canyon just north of the
Conconully, that the late ex-lieutenant
governor, Charles E. Laughtgn, appeared
on the scene. He went to the different
mine-owners with a proposition to organ-
ize a company which should build a con-
centrator to treat heir ores if they would
deed It one-tenth interest in their claims
as a bonus. Then he went to outsiders,
and on the strepgth of this Interest in
the claims, secured money to put in his
plant. He erected a bullding in the can-
yon between the Tough Nut and Lones
Star mines and put up a plant consisting
of a rock crusher, a set of rollers to pul-
varize the rock, drum screens to size the
material, wooden jigs and wooden bump-
er-vanners. The plan of operation was to
take the ore from the screens and put-
ting It In the Jigs, shake the mineral to
the bottom and let the lighter material
wash over the ends. He then treated
the tailings from the jigs on bumper-
vanners and dried the concentrates in a
long iron chamber by means of hot air.
But much of the mineral escaped with
the tailings, #o that the latter were richer
than the concentrates, less than half the
value being savéd. About fifty tons from
the Tough Nut and a little from the
Homestake were concentrated, and then,
as the assay value falled to show up,
the mine-owners refused to furnish more
ore, and after & two weeks' run 1@ 1858
the machinery stopped, never to run
again. Bome time later the machinery
men foreclosed thelr morigage and Allen
C. Mason bought the mill, but has never
run it. He has sold some of the shafting
and parts of the machinery. Any person
visiting the mill can pick up a handful
of the tailings and see sllver all through
them with the naked eye. Mr. Laughton
bullt a nice house and stable adjbining
the mill at the mill company’'s expense
on property owned by himself, and his
giit sign, “Chas. E. Laughton, Mining
Lawyer,” may still be seen on the office
at one end of the bullding.

Along the Lime Belt,

In the lime belt the principal group is
the Stlver Bluff of ten claims, owned by
the Silver Bluff Mining & Milling Comse
pany, of which H. M. McCartney, of Sait
Lake, is manager, and In which D. G.
Chilson, of Loomisten, Is Interested. On
the surface the ore in this group runs in
great bunches of gh v ¢, and a large
amount of prospecting has been done in
the endeavor to find where 1t in the
country rock below. Work was going on
last summer, and one carload was ship-
ped which netted over §100. The Belcher
{s another claim on the lime beit, owned
by the Belcher Mining Company, t
one and one-half miles from the Silver
Bluff. A shaft has been sunk 275 feet and
drifts run at the 100-foot level and at the
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rising 200 feet on each
many bues, and piles of
siiding shell rock, reaching far up from
their feet. The valley is fertile In the
extreme, as corn, tomatoes, strawberries
and graim attest. At the head of the
valley the road winds around one end
of Fish lake winding around the moun-
tains, which has no visible inlet or outlet,
but is belleved to be fed by springs in
its bed. The fact that several miles
below, the volume of the Sinlehekin is
considerably increased without any ap-
parent cause, gives rise to the belief that
the water of Fish lake fllters
and enters that

the turf is brightened by tiger lilies In
great patches. This canyon cuts right
through the ridge, with hardly a percep-
tible rise and fall in u\; x;-nde u‘.r.h"&\::
passes the summit, an or

miles at its western end, its bed is oc-
cupied by Conconully lake, another mys-
terious body of water, with no visible
source or outlet. At its lower end the
canyon spreads out and makes room for
some good farms on the gentle slopes
at the base of the mountains. Then the
twice-ruined but stili living town of Con-
conully comes into view, with the noisy
torrent of Salmon river pouring through
its midst from mnorth to south.

Some years ago Conconully was Ze-
stroyed by fire, and was only rebuilt to
be wrecked again in 134 by a greal wave
of water which rushed down the canyon
from the north and carried all before it
The town was aiready under water and
the people had taken to the hills to wait
for the flood to give up possession, when
a cloudburst twelve miles up the river
gouged a hole in the mountain such as
might be made by the explosion of a
powder magazine, and sent a lquld bat-
tering ram dashing down the canyon,
snapping off trees, rolling boulders before
it, washing the rocks clean of soil at the
mountain's feet, It was a wall of water
convex on the surface and thirty-five feet
high in the center, and it spread over
the town, beating down buildings with the
logs it carried with it, delving a new
channel for the river and leaving a deposit
of rocks, sand and driftwood several feet
deep on the streets and trim gardens, so
that the site now resembles an abandoned
hydraulic mine, as one man expressed It
Only two or three buildings escaped, and
one structure, of which the lower story
was a store and the upper story a dance
hall, had the boards torn off its lower
half, the second floor torn off and the

r half dropped where it now stands
besfda the bridze, like a one-story bulld-
ing on stilts. But, disfigzured as it is by
its watery visitation, Conconully is still a
beautiful town in ({ts setting of green
mountains and with the rich valley of
Salmon river, glorious in fresh foliage and
rich-hued flowers stretching on to the
southward.

From Conconully the road climbs a level
bench overlooking the river, and after
coursing straight across it for a coupls
of miles descends into the valley and cuts
through the mountains to the west Ly
ascending a draw and going down a shady
valley to cut across one of the river's
windings. Then it enters the canyon
again and climbs to the main street of
Ruby, which stands high on {ts west bank,
Here one finds rows of neat residences
without an occupant, stores without
stocks, owners or customers; hotels withs
out host or guest, a handsome school-
house with neither teacher nor pupil.
Many of the houses have been sold for
sums ranging from $10 to $100 to farmers,
who have taken them apart, hauled them
away and put them together again on
their farmes, but there are still enough left
to make Ruby appear like a town If there
wers only more people there. But the
population has been reduced to fourteen
persons, so few that they can be named
in a paragraph, There arse Mr. W. H.
Brown, superintendent of First Thought
mine and the other Bourne properties;
Mrs. Brown, Miss Rena Wilcox and Mr.
Willlam Maratta, comprising one house-
hold; Uncle Ned Payne, who runs the sole
remaining saloon and who drove the first
staga from Portland to Salem, Or.. on
May 5 1859, and can tell many a story
of experiences with Indlans and stage
robbers: Mr. and Mrs. E. M. Hathorn,
who run tha hotel and restaurant; Judge
8. Barnhart, the mining recorder, who
has seen the town grow up and fade away
around him. County Commissioner Robert
Allison and Mrs. Allison; Mr. and Mrs.
T. D. Long, Mr. Ed Sutton, Mr. R. L.
Bennett and Mr J. W. Jawett. Up the
steep sida of Ruby hill winds the road to
Loop Loop, at the head of Toop l.oop
canyon near the summit of the mountain.
Here 1s another deserted village, whera
two old bachelors make their home among
tenantless houses which once rang with
These are Jack Haves. who
breeds horses on the bunch grass heights,
and A. J. Culver, a farmer who has re-
cently joined company with him In the
town. This is all that is left of a town
where hundreds of men once lived and
labored.
