Like the
art of printing, it has had its greatest
growth within the century. To say that
it has grown with our growth would be
a misconception of iis influence. To say
that it has entirely caused it would be
extravagant., I should rather say that it
has been the greatest factor In the devel-
opment of the civilization In which we
iive. The world had indeed achieved great-
ness before the art of printing was
dreamed of. Here and there was an Intel-
lectual giant, a statesman, a philosopher,
towering above his feliow men.
