Clneinnatus Hiner Miler, more famf:
farly known as Joaquin Miller, was bora
in Wabash county, Ind, November l.l
1841 He removed with his parents in 15
to Lane county, Or., became & miner in
California, and returned to Oregon in
1880, whers he studled law under Hon
George H. Willlams. The next year he
was express messenger in the goid dis-
tricts of Idaho. After the suppression of
the Democratic Ragister for disloyalty,
he opened a law office in Canyon City.
In 18%6-70 he was judge of Grant county.
Or. He began his literary career, signing
the name Joaquin in suggestion of & pa-
per which he had published in defense of
Joagquin Murietta, a Mexican brigand. He
was abroad in 15% and published his first
volume of sustained wverse, which met
with warm pralse from English critics.
On his return he settied as a Jjournalist
ia Washington City, and in 1887 returned
to Cailifornia, which has since been his
home, g

His best known volumes are “Songs of
the Slerras” *“Songs of the EBuanland,”
“Songs of the Desert,” “Songs of Italy.”
“Songs of the Mexican Seas,” and in
prose, ““The Danites In the Slerras’”
“Shadows of Shasta,” and *°43, or the
Goid Seekers of the Slerras.” He has In-
corporated many of the most romantic
and poetic suggestions of tha Pacific coast
in his wild verse and unconventional
prose, His early life in Oregon has al-
ways given the Northwest a pecullar in-
terest In his work. He still has a brother,
George M. Miller, at Eugene, Or., who
came into some prominence a few years
ago by the Invention of a bloycle flying
machine which seems, however, to have
comse to naught.

“Outside of mines and whisky, thers i
only one thing more that ean be sald to
ba plentiful, and that !s laboring men
and mechanics, and T wouwld not sdvise
the laboring men of Eeattle to go there
simply to hunt for work, for the market
is pretty well gtocked and lving Is high
compared with Seattle.

“Thera is plenty of room, however, for
anergetio business maen with reasonable
capital, and for prospeastors with sufficient
means to equip themsslves for the sum-
