Just prior to nis arrest bs electrified the
lower part of the town by an aunounce-
ment that he proposed to marry a woidm
na:r,ed Mat Morns. who whm an inmate of
* Washington streft bagnio. *ud bis ulti-
mate intention of towg 10 Sew York, city
to rtv® with nia bride. Tne cards were is-
sued. and many of "Skagit's" irienda
were b I-Iden to the wedding- Preliminary
fesuviua* in tna way at a banquet were
arranged, and whan the feast was raady

tna discovery waa mad* that the bride-to-
be bad down, taking aiih her considerable
money and rnar.y presents that ahe hai
succeeded in wheeling out ©X the guiii-
fele aid man.

This u»»4ppointmcnt seemed to be so
poignant that Skagit immediately pro-
ceeded to get roaring drunk. Added to
to the excuement of the apree was tha
Shi man's appearance on the public streets,
behind a spotted bares which hs drove
furiously up and down the town, accom-
panied by a bull dog. His arrest took
place subsequently and he was then sent
to the county jail, when hie examination
a* to sanity was the logical result of an
attack upon one of his keepers. Hs was
& yean old at the time of hts death.

They are known from the
oth»ra by a eertatn melancholy air and the
deprecating tone with which they speak

of everything pertaining to Cook Islet.
They rwve a tale about the country that
Is moet discouraging. About seventy ot
the miners embarked oa tbe Topeka at
Sitka »'i a number only took passage aa
for aa Juneau.

A man named Dedd, well known or. fhe
eeaat as ifce former proprietor of the Cen-
tra"; hat el in Port "Fewnsend. me' this party
of miners at Sitka, where he was staying

while en route for the inlet. After hear-
in# their tale ef woe. Mr. PoJd at once
gave up the idea of going further.
It was learned from the Topeka that the

first mail for Circle Ol?y under the United
State* contract consisted of letters
and was taken from Dyea, June I®. A tele-
gram was received at the office of the Pa-
c£3s Coast Steamship Company yesterday
afternoon saying the Topeka would go
first to Tacoma, but on arriving off Alki
point the majority of the paaaengers ex-
prea#e-j such s decided 4e*ire to land at
Seattle that this port was at once mads
for.

Anchor Recover**! In Deep "Water,
After Three Y«Mir».

A large anchor and a fifty-fathom chain,
very much rusted, was lying on the Yesler
dock yesterday. It baa been lying in about
L3O fwst of water near the West Seattle
grain elevator for three year*, and waa
fished u»} yesterday morning by Donovan's
plledriver Mogul and the steamer A. R.
RvAlnson, which have been dragging for
it during the past week. The anchor and
chain weigh about three tons and are
worth ttoo or JSOO. The anchor waa for-
merly on the steamer City of Seattle, and
becoming fouled in the ground at West
Seattle about three years ago. the oh tin
was slipped and the anchor left attached
to a buoy. Th* buoy afterward became
water-logged and sank. Since that time
the Pusjet Sound A Alaska Steamship
Company, to which the anchor belonga,

have made several efforts to locate and
raise (he buoy, all b*tng unsuccessful
until yesterday.

The finding of thl* *ncbor recalls the
fact that another lies at the bottom of
the sound In about the same locality.
