F<ve bigh.y erudite and va.u-
able papers were read during the day.

John Arthur, of Seattle, expraised ad-
rogation for Judge Parker'* paper, and
offered a resolution that he be requested
by the a*so<t*t,ou to prepare bills em
bodying the recommendation* made, and
take steps to have them enacted into law
by the next legislature.

T!;e r. .-o.ution was amended so that the
judges in King, Jefferson, Spokane and
Kittitas counties might aid Judge Parker
in compiling the necessary changes to be
made and in drafting the bills, ani in this
form it was passed.

Ex-Corporation Counsel Don worth, of
£«attie, read the next paper, entitled
"Corporations." The most important
point brought out by the paper was em-
bodied in a criticism of the courts in ap-
pointing receivers of railroads and other
large corporations. He pointed out whers
dangers arise from the too speedy grant-
ing of the application for the appoint-

ment of receivers, and reviewed the his-
tory of the litigation of the Northern Pa-
cifij in ths federal courts, commenting
on the fact that the former receivers of
tha road had been relieved of their trust
without sn accounting being had. Mr.
Don worth expressed tha opinion that the
present practice of appointing receivers
upon the application of one creditor or on
that of the stockholders or officers was
injurious and bad. The paper was prepared
wtth much care, and its worth was recog-
nised and applauded by the association.

Of ail th« paper* delivered during ths
day that by Judge J. Z Moore, of Spo-
kane, caused ths most discussion. It was
entitled "Landlord and Tenant." Judge
Moore reviewed legislation relating to
the right* of landlords and tenants from
territorial days down, as well as suprems
court decision* bearing on the same. In
.tn aide manner he attacked the law of
l"t«l, parti ulariy s?ctions 10 and 11, which
r<dates to forcible entry and detainer.
Section W provides that after an action
in forcible entry and detainer is b?gun.
or at any time, the plaintiff may procure
a writ of restitution which is not execut-
ed till th-e* day 3 after notice and return-
able in twenty days. By section 11, the
tenant may file a bond, staying the exe-
cution of the writ till the trial of the
cause, thus depriving the landlord of the
ios??talon of his latid for an IndeUnit*
period, during which time he receives
no rent. Jud;e Moore said such a statute
was not general among the states and he
thought the equities demanded that a
much speedier remedy be given the land-
lord whera he seeks possession of his
land for breach of lease. Judge Moore
thought the superior courts should be al-
lowed to advance su h cases on the dock-
et so as to allow an Immediate trial, after
three days' notice.

To the speaker's criticisms of the statute
mentioned. Galusha Parsons ani Hon.
Orange Jacoba took strong exceptions,
while Judge Parker and others agreed with
the Spokan* jurist. The discu*s:on was
long and interesting.

E. McNeill
and W. W. Cotton as incorporators. The
capital stock of taa new company is fixed
at

The company is to operate awl conduct
the Itnee of the former Oregon Railway A
Navigation Company, both railroad and
steamship, and to build all the new lines
contemplated by the former company.
Tfce capital stock Is to be divided into two
claesee: First, preferred stock to the
amount of fll.W.GflO, second, common
stock to the amount of J34.Wi.4W. The
preferred stock is to be entitled to receive
dividends, if declare'!, to the amount of
4 per cent, per annum, non-cumuiatlve,
before any dividend shall be paid on the
common stock. The common stock is to

be entitled, after the payment of 4 per
cent, dividends declared during the same
year, to dividers* up to 4 per cent, per
annum, and, after the payment of such
dlvldeods to rhe common stock, all divi-
dends declared during the year are to be
distributed pro rata to the preferred and
common stock. The preferred sto-k is not
to be increased without the consent of
the stockholders of the corporation.

There Is Gold at Cook Inlet.
Tacoma. July 18.?The Ledger received

a letter tonight from Fred Xieeker, dated
at Six-Mil# creek. Cook inlet. Alaska, June
S?. He writes that while there are many-
dissatisfied miners who are anxious to
leave, there are others who propose to
thoroughly prospect the country before
quitting. He gives the first definite infor-
mation regarding gold finds. He says
there are claims in the Six-Mile district
which the owners clsim paid a.* high as
SSO per day per man last year. From one
on Canyon creek tI.SGO was taken In nine
days. The best claim there is supposed to
be the Mills claim, at the mouth of Can-
yon cpe-ek, which is claimed to have paid
$.» per day per man last season. He says
the best ground is not on Six-Mile, but Its
tributaries, particularly Mills creek, branch
of Canyon creek. The holders of seme
claims want JSj.OOO to $75,000 for them, but
there are no buyers at such figures. Some
of these yield $1 to 12 per ton. The miners
all got In too early, but four months then
remained for work. Most can be accom-
plished In August ami September, when
the water is lowest. Float Quarts is plen-
tiful in creek bottoms, and Mr. Meeker is
satisfied that gdod quarts leads will be
found. Prospecting is very difficult, as

the ground is covered with moss six to
eighteen inches thick, which Is too wet to
burn, and remains frozen in the shade.
When he wrote a party was about to
leave, taking thirty days' supplies, for a
trip up Twenty-Mile river, where good in-
dications had been found. If a single
rich creek bottom is found, there will toe
ground enough for all the miners at Cook
Inlet.

POPULISM IN PERIL

Fusion on Bryan Means De-
struction of the Party.

LEADERS SEE THE POINT.

Tba Sliver Party Seams Unanimous for

Bryan, bat Mlddle-oP»the-Road

Populists Are Alarmed.

St. (Louis. July 18.?According to tot*'*
views had by a representative of the As-
sociated Press tonight with a number of
prominent Populists and silver men from
different parts of the country, the con-
sensus of opinion seemed to be that the
conventlcns which meet here on the 22d
will not work in unison, as had been
expected. They will r.o: be able to agree
as to the selection of a presidential candi-
date. Silver men seem to be unanimous
for the nominee of the Chicago conwntlon,
while the Populists now here want a
distinctively Populist candidate. How-
ever. it is too early to predict what the
conventions will do. for only a few of the
large number of delegates expected are
here.

The "middle-of-the-road" Populists are
making a strong fight againstsetther In-
dorsement of Bryan and the Chicago
platform, or the nomination of the Nebras-
kan on a Populist platform. They are
mucin encouraged over the act fen of Vh%s
Arkansas Populist convention, which yes-
terday refused to Indorse Bryan, an!
they propose to crystals© the
sentiment by a public; meeting of the
"middle-of-the-road" followers Sunday
afternoon, when the campaign against
him will be opened. All the delegates and
"Populists who want a sep»rate ticket and
an independent Populist organisation are
expected to be present. Chairman Taub>-
neck, of the People's party national com-
mlstc-e. heads the "middle-of-the-road"
part of the party, and with him are those
who signed the manifesto issued after the
Republican convention declaring for Teller
for president. Sergeant-at-Arms McDow-
ell. who went to Little Rock to present an
argument against the indorsement of
Bryan, returned today and reported his
success.

The proposition presented by Mr. Mc-
Dowell to the convention was hi the form
of an address reviewing: the two sides of
the question of Indorsement of the Demo-
cratic ticket. It stated that in order to re-
store sJiver to its lawful place and mako
a combination with the Democrats, the
Populists must do one of two things:
First, indorse the Democratic ticket ntuned
at Chicago and merge into the Democratic
party; or, second, nominate a ticket of
their own and enter into an agreement
with the Democrats on one set of electors.
The address then says:
"If the first policy is pursued, the Peo-

ple's party will lose its Identity and be-
come an annex to the Democratic party.

Whenever on* party Indorses the national
ticket of another It has no further excuse
to exist. All the state. congressional. leg-

islative and county candidates in the Peo-
ple's party, with the exception of a few
Western states, will have to resign be-
cause it would be impossible for the Pop-
ulists to make a hi?ht for their local tick-
ets when the party natlonaiiy indorses the
Chicago nominees. The Populist and Sil-
ver parties will lose their organisations,

as they will go to pieces after tiio Novem-
ber election and became a part of tho
Democratic machine. The Pepulist press,
which is a powerful factor with an organ-
isation beiiind It. would disappear and be
displaced by a Democratic press, and the
Populist editors be turned down. Should

the Populist party indorse the Democratic
nominees and the ticket is successful at
the polls November, the Populisis

would not be In a position to deraaiftl any-

thing except what a Democratic adminis-

tration may dole out to them.

READY TO REOPEN ATOLD STAND

A Frosty Reception From His Doearted

Family -Hi* salary Too Good

to Give Up.

William Caldwell. justice of the peace,
returned to the city late yesterday after-
noon. and today will reopen Ma ofllee in

the Roxweil builc.ng ready for the dis-
pensation of justice.

Lsttie was beard from the m.ssing Jus-
tice of the peace after his escapades in
New York city until yesterday afternoon,
when Frank K. Stras. who is by no means
aa In.im.ita friend of Caldwell. receiwd
a dispatch dated Mission Junction, stat-
ing that Caldwell would arrive on the Z:W
Canadian Pacific train. When the train
pulled up at the Great Northern station
CaMw. I , dusty and travd-besrimed. sun-
burned and wnh a four days' beard con-
cealing his features, stepped from ths
platform. He was greeted by Sims. Con-
stable Fitxgerald. Frank Bro*n, and sev-
eral other acquaintances. He at one®

sought out a barber shop, where he was
accompanied by Fitzgerald, with whom ha
conversed quite freely, but to *ll other
persons he made extremely guarded state-

ments or none at all.
"Well. I'm back again," he remarked.

"I'm going to resume my ofß.e In the
morning. Everything is going to be
straightened out R.I right, and there will
be no more trouble. By the way. I saw
in a New York paper that I was accused
of getting awaj- with sl/*# of the county's
money. Now. untrue. Th« y hive
gone through all of my th%>ks, and there
la not a shortage of a cent, I'm awfully
tired now, and don't wart to say anything;
but ni see you tomorrow."

Tho convr asation was given !n a steaiv
voice, and am* punctuated with the cor-
dial little laugh so fatr. liar to the ac-
quaintances of the justice of the peace.
As soon as he ba 1 finished, he and Fitx-
gerald moved a way, and there was an
end to th* interview.

Siiice the unsavory of wine, wo-
man and song have Veen cir-

culated concerning Caldwell, along
with hla financial transactions in
the East, there hus been farming

a domestic thundercloud in this city rea iy
to br«-ak over his head. It is nothing more
nor less than an action for divorce, and It
is understood that the papers have al-
ready been drawn and are now rea ly for
service. Caldwell, It :* .yUd. d d not give
the least intimation to hir family of his
whereabout;* Ju.-mg his absence, the
only news they lied of him came in the
newspaper account of his doing*. His
wife did not know anything of his pro-
posed return until a few hours prior to

his arrival, and then she heard of it
thrciigh the dmpitch to Sims. Conse-
quently. when Caldwell pr seined himself
to h.s family about 8 o'clock last eveninjt
no welcome awaited him. and b» xnm
withdrew from the household thM nfTc: 1
him "the marble heart." He to >k apast-

menta down town and there spent lb©
eight.

On all skies it is agreed that Caldwell
spent money like water en his visit to the
E«wt. As is well known, he reaised a
handsso;ne aum In this city from double-
cross manipulation in farming ou: his
salary of SVS».6«j per month. That for June
was sold first to tha Puget Sound Na-
tional bank, aril then to J. A. Goodfel-
low; and the salary for July was sold to
Goodfeflow and to the Boston National
bank. From other sour es and by other
means, it is understood, h® raised enough
to bring his cadh In hand to On the
day of his departure, he he*l been invest-
ing hearty In numerous bicycle lotteries,
and won two fli«t-c!m wh'X*'.s. He had
been drtnki&g more than wan good for
him, and it is said he kept up the lick
from the tim* he boarded the train
until h.s Journey to the Kast was ended.
A parscrsger on the train that pulled out
from here for St. Paul says that Ca id welt
ignored all drinks but champagne. It was
champagne for breakfast, tor lunch, for
dlftßer, and between mnls.

When Caldwell reached New York he
found that the *SOO had melted away, and
then came the efforts to raise money on
his credit as one of the Justices of the
peace in ar.d for S«v.tt'e pree!n--t. The
sJrtO from C. O. Jlelfner was obtained. It is
understood, through the vh'im's willing-
ness as general agent of the Equitable
Life Insurance Company to aid an old ac-
quaintance in distress. The J125 obtained
from Senator Squire has furntshed mate-
rial for a Joke at the expense of the sena-
tor. Senator Squire telegraphed to the
frrst National hank of this city, on which
Caldwell's rhe< ks have been ir.iwn. to
learn if the Justice had any credit, and the
answer was in the nesatlve. A week later
the sl£s was secure! on the Indorsement of
Senator Squire. It is understood that
Caldwell made another raise of >s*l frum a
friend, making at least a total of 1.".;.', ob-
tained in New York. In a lit tin while it
w is gone, and then Caldwell, threatened
with arrest on a charge of obta n ng money
under fa.se pretenses. Jumped the coun-
try. He was next heard from across ths
Canadian line, lie has visited Quebec and
Montreal, and in some manner has raise J
the funds to p*y his fare home.

?X'&ldwell back again? What has he
come her* for?" Sjch Irftjuirles seemed to
h« universal last evening as the r.ew« of
the Justice's return **.< noised abroad,
and everybody appeared to think that the
best place for him was anywhere but
this city. But the answer to the question
as to the oto'eet of hla return sugtres'a
an answer. Caldwell ha? here a salary
that !n no way can be cut off. lie cannot
be removed from office, save by an act of
t'te legislature, and no man can prevent

the payment to him of the $188.38 per
month. No matter what he does, or If
he does nothing at all. that salary will go
on. and Caidwetl will draw It until the
expiration of his term of office, Janu-
ary 12. I*7.

THE GRAY'S HARBOR JETTY.

Fifty Thousand Dollars (an Be Used

on the Lakt< Washington Canal,

$13,000 at Kverett.

Washington City. July IS.-The Report
of Capt. Harry Taylor, of the engineer
corps, who has charge of the rlvfr and
harbor work In the f*r Northwest. luuj

been made to the secretary of war. He
says:

The work on Wills pa river and harbor
In Washington has completed and
twenty-one feet of water secured, but
some shoals mod to be dredged yet. No
further appropriation will be required.

For the Improvement of Gray's har-
bor nnd bar, a plan for a jetty three and
a half miles Into the sea on the south side
of the harbor, to secure a low water depth
of twenty-four feet, has be«-n decided
upon, and contracts will be let for th<>
work. It Is recomm- nded that the full
amount permitted by law, *4oo.<»>, be ap-
propriated for the next fiscal year.

In Gray's harbor and the Chehalls river
to carry the dredging to a depth of six-
tier. feet will largely exceed the estimate
of cost. The extension oI the Northern
Fecltlc railway to the lower harbor town*

i* said to have lessened the importance of
the river as a highway, so that no coast-
ing veft els have nav gated It above Oos-
mopolls since ISJ2, and It Is recommended
that the pian for dredging a channel
through the shoals to give coasting ves-
v is access to Moxrtesano be reconsidered.

The importance of tho greater fa/ititlea
for keeping the rivers flowing in;o Paget
sound free frcm obstructions Is urg«*d.

In conne- ting I'uget sound with l.akes
Union and Washington the Smith oove
route is favored, and the engir.«*r urges
that preliminary work be done before
right-of-way Is secured, and says that
$T«?,000 can be profitably expended during
the year.
