*IMMayor Asked LoOttcUteaad Nearly

Nothing appeared so alluringly to Mat-

thias Quiet in his matrimonial calcula-
tions, except matrimony itself, ar the
ceremony which he determined should be
performed by the mayor, and yesterday,
armed with his lleaaae, with his Intend-
ed on hla rnrm. be sought oul Mayor Wood
at the city ball and asked him to perform
the ceremony. The license he held in
his hand bore the names of Matthias
Quiat, of Granite Palls, and Lena of
fteattie. and h«? assured Judge Wood that
he would feel honored If be would pro-
nounce the words that would make
his wife. Lena blushed and hung her
head: Mayor Wood blushed and stammer-
ed. It was the first time he had been
asked to perform a marriage ceremony
aince hla Incumbency of the offi e of may-

SOT A STRIKE MADE.

Mors l>toconrscfng Stories Prom ths
Gnat "Land of Gold."

The 1.000 or more prospectors now In
Cook Inlet may be miserable but they dif-
fer from the ordinary run of mortals in
not wishing others to share their discom-
forts. A. Balm and D Minshull. of New
York, returned from Alaska on the steam-
er City of Topeka, and'before lea\ ing Cook
inlet on the steamer Dora, June 10, they
w*re aaked by "the boys" to "Just drop

Into the Post-Intelligencer office and give
the straight story so other people will bo
warned. '

The straight story given by Mr. Bairn
Is in line with other accounts received. His
n"*s is as late as June 24. for he was at
Kodiak on that date, when the steamer
L. J. Perry came from the Inlet with a
large number of miners aboard and drop-
ped anchor alongside the Dona in Kodiak
harbor. Up to that time not a strike had
been made, and Mr. Baim said that claims
for which had been asked in Seattle
sold at the inlet for a side of bacon and
lid. Baim and Minshull left Seattle in
April on the schooner Ella Johnson.

"The country is very rugged and moun-
tainous," said Mr. Baim last night, "and
a man out prospecting must carry his grub
and blankets on his back. He cannot stay-

out more than two weeks, as his grub
gives out and he must return to the head
camp. Cook inlet gold is not considered
the best by Jewelers, and they refuse to
give more than $15.50 as ounce for it. There
is no suffering, as the weather is fine and
grub plentiful. There are a lot of the
boys who have nothing to do anyway, and
feel they may as well spend the summer
there and eat up the grub.

' There have been probably a dosen per-
sons drowned in Turnagain. The two Se-
attle boys who went under were Tom
Bismo and a man named Ev&nson. Three
others were with them In the boat at the
time, Henry Peterson, Erland Larsen and
Matt Linsen. and they were saved. Our
party was encamped near the spot where
the men were carried by the incoming tide
and the two dead men were buried from
our camp."

("Sk.igit") was held yesterday afternoon
from the undertaking rooms of lionncy
A Stewart, at 2 o'clock. There was a larse
attendance of the friends of the deceased,
who listened to an eloquent address by
the Rev. John P. Damon.

LABOR OFFICE OFEN HALFADAY.

Chief of Polio* Reed Says Ho Con Got

Alone With Elcht Lew* Men-Kellogg
Would Give t> Engine Homes.

There were a cumber of conference*
yesterday about the city haii bearing gen-
erally on the matter of retrenchment now
uppermost in the minds of the various
officiate and heads of departments and the
scheme is gradually taking on a practical
thape thai is bound to appeal to the
heavy Investors of municipal securities in
the Eui, where the ptan of anticipation
will be presented.

The reguiar meeting of the finance com-
mittee was he id in the morning, at which
the estimates for the departments were
fully discussed. The measures of econ-
omy that are suggested are a general
scaling down, ia the estimates of exptinoes
where the demands are not imperative.
Tho feature of reduction in forces did not
preoent itself. tho matters of economy
only being suggested as the estimates
were read. Among the estimates was one
from Secretary Groat, who asked for ad-
ditional help in the labor bureau. Uson
Mr. Groat's showing that it was Impossi-
ble for one man to discharge the func-
tions of his position the committee rec-
ommended the closing of the employment
ofiite in the afternoon until further no-
tice. This ruling will go into effect Mon-
day, July ».

Tne special m-eting that was to be
held in the afternoon did not take place,
but the committee will probably meet
this afternoon to finally shape their re-
commendations to the council.

Comptroller Parry has sulenitted the
?cheme of anticipation to the local repre-
sentatives of Eastern brokers and If prac-
ticable will place the negotiations irt their
hands, provided, that the deal can be
consummated In ths short time allowed.
He baa already written between thirty
and forty letters to Eastern capitalists
placing the matter before them.

Yesterday Chief Reed, of the police de-
partment. and Chief Kellogwt, of the fire
department, called on Mayor Wood and
diacuMed informally the cutting down of
their forces and the general scheme of
retrenchment as applying to their de-
partments. Chief Reed suggested that
his force might be cut down eight
;-nd Chief Kellogg advised the discontinu-
ing of engine houses at Yesler way and
Market street. Queen Anne, and of Broad-
way chemical No. 2. The matter of main-
taining those stations With "minute men"
or "call men" will be discussed at a later
date. The scheme re ommends Itself from
an economical standpoint, and in Us
favor It la said- that a large part of ths
fire department of Portland is maintain-
ed In this way.

BICYCLES TO BE CHEAPER.

3fo More New Models and Price* Must
Full.

New York Commercial Advertiser.
The storm of indignation stirred up in

the bicycle trade by tha: misleading ar-
ticle relative to the cost of "wheels"
which was published lately In the columns
of a morning newspaper in this city has
not yet subsided. [Manufacturers and
dealers are vowing vengean-e for what
they consider a deliberate, unwarranted
and unprovoked attack on their business,
and several of them are alleged to have
already canceled advertising contracts ex-
ecuted with the guilty newspaper.

That the price of bicycles will be re-
duced as time goes on there can be no
doubt. All the trade agrees upon this;
but that Intending purchasers should be
led to believe that an attempt to swindle
them Is bi*ing made when they are
SHM for a high-grade wheel Is the point,
where the makers and sellers of bicycles
rise to object. The genius who concocted
the story referred to, while ad ling a cer-
tain per<*en!age for profit to his remark-
able calculation as to the cost of a bi-
cycle. omitted to show where the manu-
facturer should repay himself for the Ini-
tial outlay for plant, machinery, etc., to
say nothing of office rent, >ffl e employes,
cost of shipping, snd the one hundred and
one little Items abaol-.ilely ne esstry to
the conduct of the business. Whin It is
r> mcmbered that before a slr.gle wheel
can be made It Is necessary for the manu-
facturer to expend anywhere from V.OM
to f!*000 for tools, dies, etc., alone, and
that as fashion changes these dies and
tools become worthless and new ones have
to be purchased. It will readily be seen
that something more than an ordinary
percentage over the actual cost of a ma-
chine must be added thereto to Insure a
reasonable profit.

But that the price of wheels Is doomed
to fall considerably unless something re-
markable, and as yet unforeseen, occurs,
no one can deny. Nor wttl the manu-
facturer or dealer suffer thereby, for this
reason: Tfce bicycle of today has arrived
at an apparent fixity of pattern. The
initial cost of plant, machinery, dl-s,
tools, etc., has been paid and the manu-
facturers will be able to produce and mar-
ket a high-grade machine at leas than
heretofore. The fierce competition In the
trade, which has progressed with the
wheel craac, will compel him to do so,
anl the consequence is wheels will be
cbeaptr.

In speaking of this y<?st«rday, Ale?
Sohwalbaeh, the wedi-known bicycle
dealer, who !s generally regarded as an
authority on cycles and cycling, said:

"As soon as there ceases to be a rew
fashion in cycles prices will drop. When
a maker can produce a second year's out-
put without new tools, Jigs and dies,
..her* Is a great saving in the factory cost.
If this becomes true, competition will
speedily effect a reduction In ths selling
figures.

"Reduction in the price means greater
popularity for the sport and increased
sales, but on the whole the makers are
rot anxious for it It is well argued that
such a thing as a fashion in cycles Is un-
natural and unhealthy, but It must not be
f -rgotten that there U a public damand
for it.

"The American people are peculiar In
this reaped. Th»v are faddist* and de-
mand constant chanae of style. while
their Engitsh and European cousin# are
content to plod along conservatively on
the name old line*. We have net only
fashion* In clothlna, but In *astn« and in
house* and furniture, and they desire it
In cycles. Aside then from the question
of whether or not thla frume of mind on
the part of the public and the makers I*
deplorable, the fact rcu«i be recognised
that It exists and that it must be supplied.

"The tremendous demand of late made
upon mar.nfacurer* for their produce ha*
forced theai to keep their a! de-
signers In a rut. They have not been
striving af'er new idea*. They have been
too busy fol;owirc and producing old ones.
Tet here i* an unmis;akab> public ten-
dency to look for new patterns in bicycle*
every year, and in response to It there i*
the tendency of th# commercial man to
m»rply an art: Se to meet any demand "

But the question remain*, I# a radical
change in th* pattern of bteyejes ap-
proach!-*? On this point Mr
eayst "It is curious to note that eycie
making has progressed In dec* lea From
IMS to IS** was the term of the wooden
velocipedes and bone-shaker*. In I*7*
came the first radical change, thro sah

the tairod'oortoa of the good oI<J ordinary.
"For tea j> ars more the high wheeis

had their heydey. and thsin were routed
by the dwarf form ef safety, which today
"«n« *® have reached perfection.

"la looking more closely into thf» co-
incidence of periods there is discovered
a /act much more significant in its bear-
ing upon the present #ear?h for tenden-
cies. The change fro® ore pattern to an-
other occurred etch time when Just such
a point of congestion had been reached as
seems now at hand. when ths hiirhest
point of perfection of design and detail
seemed to have been reached.

"The old bone-shakers were modified
and improved unsH In I«7<. then the
changes ceased. It appeared as if noth-
ing further could be done, and that the
machine of that day *» the machine o»*
the future. Then Moss *med forth the
high wheel, which weal through the next
cycle of time until, at the end of ten
yar*. it was Again thought that the acme
of perfecrion B*d been reached. The or-
dinary was at a afVindsril! so far as im-
provement went in ISSS. It seemed
as if not another detaft could be added
and that the permanency of pattern had
come. Bat again history repeated, and
no sooner was the ordinary perfected than
It was abandoned for the safety.
