Another Steamship Line on the Pa-
cifie Coast, to Ply Seuth of
San Diege.

San Francisco, July 15.—Among the pas-
gers on the steamship China, which

The issuance of government bonds is
denounced as unconstitutional in law end
viclous and unjust in morals: Iinterest-
bearing bonds should not be issued except
by an act of congress. Opposition to the
Pacific raliroad funding bill is expressed
and the demam made that the govern-
ment proceed to enforce the collection of
al'! delits, principal and interest due from
the Pacific roads. Liberal pensiona to ex-
U'nion soldiers are favored. The platform
conciudes thus:

“Hedeving -that the mal-adminfstration
of this government during the last twenty-
three years has produced and brought
about a degree of financial and industrial
distress to the American people greater
than have ever been known in the history
of the republie prior to 1873, and believing
the mal-administration of the government
has arisen from a disregard of the prin-
ciples enunciated in the foregoing plat-
form, and being firmly convinced that the
observance of these principles and the ac-
complishment of the reforms hereinbefore
demanded will preserve our Institutions
and make this truly ‘a government of the
people, by the people and for the people,’

we varnestly iuvite the voters of the
U'nited States, without respect to former
party affiliation, to unite with us In the

coming election, and by the ballot engraft
the foregoing principles upon the adminis-
tration of the government and accomplish
the reforms which we have hereinbefore
demanded.”

Japan's Great Tidal Wave.
S8an Francisce, July 18 - News received
from Japan to July 3 states that the loss
fa from thée recemt tida! wave was »
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Prof. Moses May leave.
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arrived today frotn Yokolama, were SX0
Nemato and Kausikado, prominent Japan-
ese business men, whose errand is to ar-
range the detalls of a gigantic colyul-
tion scheme in Mexico. They have wse-
cured an option on 200,000 acres of land
in the state of Chiapis, Mexico, and are
on thelr way south 1o consumate the deal.
The land is svid to them at §1 per acre.
The immense tract will be cut up into
small farms, which will be operated Y
coolie iabor brought from Japan. Cotton,
sugar, tobacco and other products adapi-
ed to the climate will be raised.

In addition to the above scheme, She
Nemato has been commissioned by the
Japanese government to investigate
trade prospects of Mexico and Ce
America. It is the desire of Japan to
trade directly with the countries south
of the United States as far down as Pana-
ma, and a stsamship line has been sub-
sidized to run to ports along the Pacific
coast. The main port wiil be San Diego
in this state. It is the intention of Japan-
ese manufacturers to import all their
cotton via S8an Diego, Instead of through
San Francisco and Victoria, as at pres-
ent. A traffic arrangement will also un-
doubtedly be made with the 1ehuantepec
rallroad, thus giving the new steamship
line access to ¢he Allantico coast

This steamship line has nething to do
with the one about 1o be established wilh
Seattle as the terminus.

TROUBLE IN HONOLULU.
Capt. John Good Arrested om Seve
eral Grave Charges.

San Francisco, July 19.—Steamship Chi-
na arrived tonight from Honolulu, bring-
ing news up to July 13, as follows:

Capt. John Good, who has been in charge
of one of the government military com-
panies since the overthrow of the faon-
archy, was deprived of his sword this
morning and placed under arrest by or-
der of Col. McLean. Jor some time there
has been friction between Good and his
superior officer, and the arrest is the re-
sult. Minister Cooper will not give the
exact reason for the arrest, but it is un-
derstood that Good refused to obey orders.
Other grave charges are hinted at, said
to have been preferred by Lieut. Coyne, of
Good's company. Good took a prominent
part in the 1882 revolution; it was he who
fired on the native police, when they at-
tempted to capture a wagon load of arms
and ammunition: one officer was badly
wounded, but finally recovered.

JAMESON RAID REPORT.

The Commission Finds Rhodes Was
an Active Promoter of It
Cape Town, July 19.—The select commit-
tee of the house of assembly appointed to
inquire into the commission of the Jame-
son raid has made a report. It finds that
Oecil Rhodes was fully acquainted with
the preparations for the raid and that
Alfred Beit, director in the South Africa
Compagy: Dr. Jameson, the administra-
tor for the company in Rhodesia, and Dr.
Rutherford Harris, secretary for the com-
pany at Cape Town, were active promo-
ters of the raid. It also finds that Dr.
Jameson personally obtalned from Johan-
nesburg a letter of invitation for his raid-
ers to come fully a month before the
ostensible date. There was no evidence
adduced to show that Cecil Rhodes in-
tended that the Pitsani force shouid in-
vade the Transvaal uninvited, but at the
same time there was an absence of any
peremptory command from Mr. Rhodes to
prevent the raid. Mr. Rhodes and Dr.
Harris drafted a telegram contalning such
a command, but #t was never dispatched,
not even the wires (cut by Dr. Jameson's
orders) were restored. The committee,
therefore cannot acquit Mr. Cecil Rhodes

of responsibility.

Mr. Rhodes hever informed his eol-
leagues of the raild. 8ir Hercules Robin-
son, governor of Cape Colony, and S8!r
Jacobus Dewitt, British arent at Pre-
toria, alone sent telegrams to arrest Dr,
Jameson's advance. The Chartered South
Africa Company, the commitiee finds,
supplied all the funds for the rald, with
the knowledge of its London office. Cecil
Rhodes afterwards refunded this amount
to the company.

The rpeort of the select committee con-
cludes with an expression of regret that
Cecil Rhodes did not attend the commit-
tee's meeting to glve evidence. The com-
mittee is therefore forced to the conclu-
sion that this conduct was not consistent
with the duty of a Cape premier,

GERMANY AFRAID OF US.

Although She Does Not Fear the Com-
petition o’ Europe.
From a Report by the United States Con-
sul at Cologne.

The commercial and industrial develop-
ment in Germany since the Franco-Prus-
sian war (twenty-five years ago has been
remarkable. During this interval Ger-
many has succéeded in pushing her trade
in almost every corner of the ecivilized
world, and the fear of the decline of this
foreign trade i8 just now receiving earnest
attention, and the strongest kind of ap-
peal is being made to the German gov-
ernment to lend its aid in opening up new
ecanals and waterways and in reducing
freight rates, etc., to the lowest possi-
ble degree.

The United States seems to be looming
up in the German mind as the country
most to be feared in the future as their
competitor in the world’s markets. The
vast resources of the United States and
its wonderful productive capacity are re-
ferred to by the Germans with great anx-
fety.

One reads in leading articles such words
as: “The threatening competition of
America; a ery of warning to oe united:”
“America, thou art better off than our
old continent; thou hast no ruined cas-
tles, no crumbling monuments: thou art
not disturbed internally in busy, stirring
times, by vain remembrances and use-
lese quarreis.”

The railways in Germany are mostly
owned by the government, and strong
representations are made to the latter
that one of the most Important factors
to be considerad in this connection is the
lowering of the freight tariff on raw stuff
to be taken to the works, such as ores,
ete,, that often have to be carried great
distances. With refeence to America, a
gecent article says:

“Of the two raw stuffs, coal and fron
ore, whose existence form the Dase of
the iron manufacture, the former exists
fn America not only in large quantities-
for the lowest estimate of the coal-bearing
area of the United States gives at least
500,000 square kilometers—but costs only
little to m'ne. This I proved by the fact
that American coke had sunk last year
to less than $1, and still does not cost
much more that $1.20, while at the same
time coke is not to be had in Westphalia
under $2.50."

The article goes on to say that the Unit.
el States i= rich In iron-ore districts, the
richest of them being near Lake Supe-
rior. More than 9.0 0600 tons of ore were
raised in 1880. When blasting was neces-
gary, the cost was only 3 cents per ton.
Thus the cost of ralsing the ore until
placed on the rallway was reduced to $1%
gents per ton.

In =pite of the great @istances, in the
United States, from the ore to the coal
deposits—Alstances unknown in Europe—
the output of raw material has lately

reached a height which puts all past rec-
ords into the shade. In September last,
according to the Iron Age, there were st
ork 215 bilast furnaces, with a weekly
of 154 008 gross tons.

The Delay in Apportienment
Due to the Law,

WHICH IS A DEFECTIVE ONE.

The Fault Lies With County Auwdit-®
ors, Only BElevem Havimg Yet
Made Proper Returms.

————

Olympia, July I18.—Considerable oriti-
cism, newspaper and otherwise, has
been directed toward some State officers,
and more especlally the treasurer, on ac-
count of alieged derelictions in the appor-

The assumption of
these critics, instoad of being based upoa
the solid footing of a defective law, are

irected toward state officials and in this
they are Jdone a great injustice in that
they are accused of delaying the appor-
tionment of the schoo! fund to the detri-
ment of the several counties, amd especi-
ally King. s

Now those interested in the matter who
will take the pains to inquire will ascer-
tain that the officers are complying with
the provisions of the “barefoot law"™ and
whatever may be unsatisfactory there-
under is no fault of those who are now
inforeing it. That portion of the law par-
ticularly relating to apportionment is as
follows:

“Sald tax levy shall be certified to the
severa! eounty officers In the same man-
mer as other state taxes are required to |
be certified, and shall be collected and
transmitted to the state treasurer at the
same time and in the same manner as
other state taxes are required to be col.
lected and transmitted: and it shall be
the duty of the state auditor, within thirty
days after the date at which county treas.
urers are required to trangmit state funds
to the state treasurer. to certify to the
superintendent of pubilc Instruction the
amount of all state annual school funds
in the hands of the state treasurer sub-
ject to apportlonment, and it shall be the
duty of the superintendent of publlc in-
struction, within ten days after receiving |
the certificate of the stale aunditor, to ap-
portion said funds to the several counties,
according to the number of children, of
schpol age residing in éach, as shown by
the last annual reporis of ¢he several
county superintendents on file in his of-
fice at the time of making any apportion-
ment. He shall certify to the county su-
perintendent and to the state auditor the
amount of funds due each county, and the
state auditor shall draw warrants on the
state treasurer In favor of the several
county treasurers for the amounts due
their respective counties, as shown by the
certificate of the superintendent of public
instruction.”

The law makes it the duty of the state
auditor to certify to the superintendent
of public instruction the amount of money
to be apportioned, within thirty daysafter
the date in which the county (reasurers
are required to submit their funds to the
state treasurer. County treasurers make
thelr settlement with the several counties
at the end of each quarter and {f they are
prompt in remitting the state treagurer
will recelve the greater part of the money
from the 10th to the 20th of the month
sueceeding the end of each quarter. The
state auditor, by delaying this certificate
to the superintendent until the 20th of the
month, is enabled to certify to that officer
a much greater amount than if the cer-
tificate is made earlier in the month. If
the certifioate is made early In the month,
none of the money collected during the
preceding quarter can be included, for the
auditor can only certify to the amount
actually in the hands of ths state treas-
urer subject to apportionment, and remit-
tances can only be made by county treas-
urers after the end of each quarter. A
much greater saving could be effected if
county treasurers were compelled by law
to make their remittances of the state's
portion of taxes monthly. The state would
thus not only be enabled to appertion the
schoo! money earller In the month but
could apply the money belonging to the
general fund to the payment of outstand-
ing warrants at an earlier date than under
the present system, and thus save to the
state a large amount now pald in interest.

IY county officlals are bdehind In their
work and fail to make their reports and
remittances prompty, so that the money
will be In the state treasurer’'s hands
prior to the apportionment, so far as it
relates to the school fund, thoss counties
are unfair to the balance of the state,
for the monay will be apportionsd pro rata
among the several counties, and the coun-
ties that have mot yet forwarded their
school money collected during the quarter !
will recelve thelr proportion of the school |
money coliected and remitied by other
counties, and their collections remain un-
apportioned until the subsequent quarter.
While this {s manifestly unjust, the fault
does not le with the state officials. Sec-
tion 77, page 356, Laws 1563, is as follows:

“On the first Mondays of January, April,

ly and Oetober each year, the county
treasurer shall make settlement with the
county auditor. The county auditor shall
on or before the 15th of the same month
notify the etate auditor of the result,
an? the state auditor shall immediately
certify to the state treasurer the amount
of state funds In the hands of the several
county treasurers, and the state treasuror
is authorized to immediately draw a sight
bank draft on each county treasurer for
the amount of state funds in his hands,
Should any county treasurer fail to honor
such draft, he shall be gulity of non-
feasance in office, and upon conviction
punished according to lJaw.”

Umtil the reports of the county auditor |
ares received by the state anditor, that
official 1# unable to certify to the state
treasurer the amount of money in the |
hands of county treasurers, thus prevent. |
ing the treasurer from compliying with |
the law by drawing a draft upon delin. |
quent county tressurers. The county au. |
ditors incur no penalty for fallure to for- |
ward thelr reports within the prescribed |
time, and it frequently happens that these
reports are long overdue, For instance,
an examination of tha Pecords in the
state auditor's office shows that at the |
present time elaven out of thimy-four |
ounties have forwarded their reports for t
the guarier ending Juns 30, 1884,

OLD WHISKY BETTER THAN NEW.
Fusel 011 and Its Polscnous Effects on
the Human *ystom.

The commomiy prevailing ideas as to the
chemistry of whisky are evidently con-
fused. The public notion has always bheen
that crude or freshly distilled whisky
was injurious and that it required the
mellowing influence of age to make it fit
for consumption. In other words, new
whisky was held to be deleterious because
it contained fusel oll, and that the reason
why old whisky was more wholesome was
because this fusel oil changed In course
of time to the so-called oenanthic ether.
To put it chemically, the amy! alcohol
(fusel oil) oxidizes slowly into amyl ether,
which is not only thought to be innoc-
uous but to improve the flavor. The deps

uty principal of the inland revenue
branch ©®f the government labora-
tory would remove these notions
at one sweep. Thus,’ in reply to

& question befors the liquor commission
on Tuesday last he stated—and It was a
repeated statement—that it was a mistake
to suppose that new spirits contalned
more fusel oil and were mora uawhole-
some than old.

With the former part of his statement
wa will not deal, but to the latter we dis-
tinetly demur. It cannot be supposed that
whisky merchants take the trouble to
stora their whisky for years unless they
know that it is thereby improved from the
dietetic point of view. Again, it is well
known that so convinced are the authori-
ties of the Canadian government of the
unwholesomeness of new whisky that we
believe that they have a regulation in force
prohibiting the sale of whisky that has
not been stored for a certaln number of
years. Fusel oll |9 admittedly injurious—
indeed, polsonous—according, at least,
to the experiments of several observers,
in one case, for example, one part of ale
cohol In 600 parts of water caused an-
aesthesia in frogs in twenty minutes, the
heart's actlon becoming slower, the skin
dark, dedth occuring in about two hours,
and the cardlac pulsations gradually ceas-
ing. The common effect of fu ofl 1s
to produce intense headache, and must
be borne in mind that in the case of whis-
ky the action of alcohol must be added
to that of the fusel oil. The amount of
fusel ol we believe, in whisky, averages
about 02 per cent. These observations
hardly bear out the statements made be-
fore the commission. Incidentally we
may add that it is exceedingly satlsfact-
ory to find that the consensus of opinion
of the witnesses before this commisssion
appears to be that there is a decreass in
drunkenness in the metropolls, but this
decrease, 1t Is notsworthy, is less among
women than among men.
