O. R. Cairns, of Chicago, preached yes-
terday mornlnx and last night at the First
Baptist church In this city, an<l at 4
o'clock tn the afternoon delivered am ad-
dress at the ipen's rally tn the Y. M. C. A.
hall. He is hare for a sojourn of at least
n month longer, having been engaged to
fill the pulpit of the First Baptist church
for five consecutive Sundays.

Mr. Uslrns Is not a "Rev.,** although
the newspapers and the public generally
have riven bim that title, not unnaturally
In view of hie frequent ministrations in
the pulpit. He is not an ordained clergy-
man, but only, as he puts it. "a plain
layman." His clerical dresa and some-
what ministerial manner have perhaps
contributed to give people the idea that
he is a preacher.

Both his congregations at the First Bap-
tist caurch yastsrday were pleased with
his sermons. At the Y. M. G. A- tally
there was an inmrenting meeting and at
least one strong man was moved to tears
by the speaker's urgent appeal and mads
a public confession of his evil life.

The address at this meeting was a
straightforward talk on faith, based on
Heb. xi.l«. Mr. Carina contended that
our conceptions of faith have been over-
clouded rather than cleared up by much
of the preaching of the day. He asserted
that the best commentary on the Bible
ta Webster's dictionary, and that the best
way to understand the common terms
of the *ilble is to take them tn their com-
mon. everyday acceptance. It was tn this
sense that be interpreted the word "faith,"
and lie gave some pointed illustrations to
show Ills meaning. He showed how a
man's faith In his fellow man must al-
ways be restricted, while his faith In God
may be and should be absolute. He took
up some of the promises of the Bible, ar-
guing that each was worthy of Implicit
trust, because "God said so." He argued

that the sinner, on confessing his sin.
should not wait for feeling, any more than
a sick man would wait to feel better be-
fore taking the prescribed medicine. Then
he urged his hearers to take God at his
word.

There is already, scattered along the
beatoh and on the bluff from l>uwami*h
head to Atki point, a colony of campers,
principally Seattle people, whose presence
and the arrangements made for their
summer comfort add n pkrturesquentss
to a scene that In all its aspects ta at-
traction and unique. Some of these peo-
ple are perxAed up on the aMes of dh»
bluff, far above %he heads of the crowd
that passes in continual review along the
besch. their tents and sharks being

reached by sin.sous paths that strsggie
upward In n spirit of unconventionally

entirely in keying wlfh the reat of the
jsc*me.

Down on ths beach Hie crowd Is per-
petoaUy moving and soon loses its in-
dividuality, being swallowed up in the
long resnhes of the beacb. Tt ts reinforced
every hour by the boat loads of people
who come to add another bft of color or
some characteristic to fhe picture, and
?bey m turn are lost again. With the
stamp of popularity, constantly growing,
there is little doubt that another year will
justify Che name of "Coney Island." which
tn its Inciplency as a pleasure resort tt
Is now beginning to enjoy.

Tka Mask tn Coney Island.
The boats that commenced to run yes-

terday morning were well patronised, and
by t o'clock were crowded. In some cases
It was necessary to refuse passengers,
snd this condition prevailed until the noon
hour brougtu a lull, only to be rewived
again by 2 o'clock, when the procession
along Railroad avenue to the terry land-
ing was taken up. The 3 o'clock boat re-
fused passengers again to the number of
a couple of hundred, and each subsequent
trip brought the boat, loaned to the gun-
wales with pleasure-bent humanity, to
the wharf at West Seattle. There wsre
arfl sorts and conditions of people on every
trip. The peaple who know how to enjoy
their holidays, wish no pretense to drc*s
and with sensible old clothes and heavy
shoes, rubbetl elbows with another sort
of humanity th.it always goes to picnics
and outings arrayed in its best bib and
tucker. Thosa of the last sow, it is safe
to aay. did not enjoy themselves In the
oare necessary to protect their raiment
from ths dust and dirt of the sidewalks
and paths, in the earlier part of the tour
from the landing to the beaoh, and from
the wet sands on arrival at fihe destina-
tion.

As the crowd streamed up from the
ferryboat to the plank walk Its charac-
teristics ware noticeable, and Its inten-
tions as to a hoiiday became known. One
man with Sleeve buttons made of 130
gold pieces asked of an entire stranger,

"Where are the games?" Then the other
man told him, snd the remainder of the
conversation was -lost tn the hubbub of
the hurrying crowd. Another man asked
where he could "get a drink," and the
ptaj* was pointed out «to hrm. There were
a number who seemed to know just what
they wanted, and they directed their ste*

to a two-story frame building, near the
landing, above whk;h floated ths stars and
stripes.

The rest of the people, many of whom

AMaH know what they wanted nor where
they were going, were borne alonif by
the crowd that Imesr just where they we >e
headed for, down the plank walk as far
«s the <3ub hous© of the Seattle Yaent
Club, where a plunge was taken Into the
dust. Trow sera were turned up and skirts
raised a trifle, and then everybody hur-
ried on along: the paths as far a* the
head, where the first glhnpee of the beach
wan obtained. After that ths proportions
of a crowd were lost and people scattered
in every direction. That is the way it was
almost every boat load. The picnickers
and campers had established themselves
all along the line of manch from a short
distance from die ferry landing around
the head and for a distance of three miles.
One particularly jolly party on the land-
ings of the steamer would range them-
selves out In a line and welcome the new
arrKals wtth the screaming of a con-
certina, the plunk-plunk of banjo and
twanging of guitars The prxvcesslon,
however, dMn't atop, bat bantered the en-
tertainers and pressed on to new excite-
ments.
