The nrstter of Johnson's disaWitty will
now be brought up again.

WILUAM HEN KT >MITH DEAD.

Tor Many Tears Manager at ths Asso-
ciated Pi ass.

Chicago, July 27.?William Henry Smith
died at Lake Forest, 111., this morning.
He had been stok forsev crwl days of pneu-
monia. The funeral will take place at 3Ji
o'clock Wednesday afternoon.

Wuikua Henry Boi. :h was born la Col-
umbia county. N. Y.. December L iStt. In
11536 his parents emigrated to Ohio, where
he had ths best educational advantages
that the state then afforded. He wis tutor
in a Western college, and then assistant
editor of a weekly paper in Cincinnati,
of which, at the age of 22, he became ed-
itor, doing also editorial work on the Lit-
erary Review. At the opening of the civil
war he <ouk an active part in raising
troops and forwarding sanitary supplies,
and in political work for strengthening
the government. He was largely instru-
mental in bringing Gov. John Brough to
the front as the candidate of the united
Republicans and war Democrats, and at
Brough's election. In he became the
atter'a private secretary. The next yeap
he was elected secretary of state of Ohio,
end was re-elected in ISG& lie retired
from puhiic office to estab.tsh the Bvening
Chronicle, a<t Cincinnati, but his health
giving way he was forced to withdraw
from all active work. In I*7o he took
charge of the affairs of the Western .Vs-
soctated Pre«s. with headquarters at Chi-
cago. In IST7 he was appointed by Presi-
dent Hayes collector of the port at that
city, and was instrumental in bringing
about important reforms in customs meth-
ods in harmony with the civil service pol-
icy" of the a 1 ministration. In January,
liid, be effected the union of the New
York Associated Press with fhe Western
Associated Press, and becamo general
manager of the consolidated association.
Mr. Smith was a student of historical sub-
je-"<a. He was the author of "The St.
Clair Papers," a biography of Charles
Hammond and many cocrtribjtion* to
American penod*<wls. He was also the
author of a "Political History of the
lirtited States." By hts Investigations in
the British musoum he brought to light
many unpublished letters of Washington
to Col. Henry Bouquet, and showed that
thoie that were published by Jared Sp irks
were not given correctly. Mr. Smith re-
tired from the management of the Asso-
ciated Press In March. IW, and since then
had been employed in liieray work. He
was the literary executor of Rutherford
B. Hayes, and wrote a biography of the
ex-presklent.
