g*.veo to the measures that have b«*u tak-
en to bring the burglars to justice tflat
«he gufJty or.e« have been fuSy advised
of every move of the authorities, and mo
are we**, equipped to make good their es-
cape. The police dwf«sr:men* is or.enatbly
a< work on the case, and the council ha*
offered a reward of fl.toft, arb >:4i ought to
be an Incectlve to the pursuit of the
thieves. But there are no results, and am
dsy after dsy passes wt'.nom the ftnd;n<ff
of«a clue the pro*peo«a of th* apprehen-
sion of the fe-rperrwtora of the crime
grow smaller.

Mayor tVwcett ha* taken nnr Interest
In the casse. but of late hts time has been
o with the fight between th* city
and the Commercial Light Compjny. The
t«sk of drrct.ng the work of ferreting
out the grillty on<-s ha* therefore devolved
on Ohsef o' Police R G. Hoge The cb*ef
was a 'awy.-r before he asssimod brass bu:-
tms and the office of chief of policse, and
his experience of hunting down criminals
Is necessarily linked. Detective Fh 1
Puilivan wxs detailed on the caee. and he
haa gone about his work quietly and with
a grave and preoccupied look en hts face.
Rew jJta in his cas* are also lacking, how-
evor Oeorge Ashby, a thief hunter of
experience and akUl. who filled the posi-
tion otf detective under Chief Smith and
who has been retained in the department
by Chief Hoge, wet* on a summer out-
ing the day af*er the crime was dtocov-
ered. He had obtained a leave of abaenca
severs! days before, snd Mavor Farweett
did not think It worth whrtla to recall hlra
and set him at work on the case Yes-
terday Ashhy was sent for. and he haa
taken up the cold trail and is diligently
at work on K.

The probabilities are that the burglars
who disfranchised the voters In four pre-
cinr-u of the city will never be heard
from. The indications all lead on* to be-
:>ve that the boie ;n the wail was dug
Saturday and Surtday rights. July/IS and
19. It was on Tuesday afternoon, ths
Zlst Inst., that the crltpe was discovered,
M that the thieve* have had every chance
they could wish to put mile* between
themselves and the county Jail.

While Mayor Fawcett and his chief of
police aver they are determined to bring
to Justice the ballot-box burglars, yet In
the minds of many there exists a sus-
picion that neither the mayor nor no one
amor* his appointees will be sorry If the
thieves are never found. The conduct of
Commissioner Dohe-rty. as well as the
manner In which the case has been
bsndied by the police, warrant this belief.
Of eo<irve no one has accused Chief Hore
of .-"onnivance In the escape of the crim-
inals who broke into the city hall, bat If
the thieves have be«n hampered any by
the police, evidences of the fact are not
apparent Indeed, the whole thing al-
mo*» ; the suspicion that they were
pr jte.-ted in the perpetration of the crime.

In the present case there has been a
good deal of investigation of a council
commit*ee and the police, and theories
gators have been advanced. Even the
hole In the wall, the only thing tangible
the burglars left behind them, has been
photographed at the direction of the coun-
cil. Rit people who naturally expert re-
salts have been sadly disappointed.

One thing I* characteristic of the way
the hunt after the burglars has been
prosecuted. It is the publication under
big headlines of the fact that Detective
A«hby has been recalled from his cruise
around the Sound and directed to work
on the case Ashby has a reputation as
a skilled defective, and. of eojrse, If the
crim:"al» had any fears that they would
be bright to Justice, they had every
chin -e to know Jttst what me.isurss were
b*- -g taken to haul them in.
