Many went to the meetintr out of curiosity
to see and hear They expected to
he enlightened, but they went away dis-
appointed. hf»eause hla whole speech con-
s sted largely of stale itorM, interlarded
quite frequently with such expressions as
"hell." "by God." "go! darn It." etc. He
drew a distressing pic'. ire of the hunger,
sq ialor and poverty of the people In al-
most the same language and tearful tones

as he did four years ago when he claimed
Orftver Cleveland and free trade would
relieve the people.

"IfFordney. Seymour, Wiley and Lewis
would stump the state together," said a
Pi'.iard man. "with the same speeches
they delivered at Billiard, the state would
go K to 1 in favor of the Republicans."

WINNING ITS WAY.

Triumphs of Washington Cedar
in the East.

DESPITE RUINOUS CUTTING.

Kaatm Dealers Complain of tbe Com-

petition ef Cedar Doors From

the Pacific Court.

R»d cedar Js winning still wider tri-
umphs in the East, and dealers in other
woods are not unnaturally complaining

and wailing against the Washington pro-
duct. Occasionally their lamentations
furrtsh good evidence in favor of red
cedar, as for example the following tele-
gram. which will be printed in tbe forth-
coming number of the Pacific I.umber
Trads Journal, shoes how that wood is
making its way to the Atlantic coast:

"Buffal6, N. Y.. July There is com-
plaint from the sash and Wind factories
that their trade is mueh rut up by the
shipment of red cedar doors from the Pa-
cific all rail through Canada to tha At-
lantic ooasr. It does not appear that they
come here, but they have been sent around
us to rurh an extent that our aiilmen who
are in the Eastern trade are fse'iinc con-
siderably cut up by them."

Another Buffalo special to the same pa-
per says:

falo than there was formerly. Dealers
who are pushing it on its merits report

that builders Who are acquainted with it
come back regularly for it and become per-
manent customers. One dealer has sold
300.000 feet of red redar siding this sum-
mer and sh'ng'.es to match. He lias t'-se
contract for furnishing four new
with it and will sell it to the same builders
right along.

"Just as soon as the Pacific coast gets
ready to demand something for its wares
it will need but a slight improvement in
business for builders to see that there is
money in red cedar siding that sells for
>4 or more under the price of pine, but it
kills trade for buyers to find the price
shading off as they approach it."

This is but one more illustration of the
mistake Washington dealers have made in
offering their goods too low In a market
which they could have controlled at better
figures. The Buffalo correspondent says
further:

"If you will tell the Pacific coast that
the offering of its product here at co*

or so is hurt in* the business badly, said
a dealer who is here as a red cedar agent,
you Will do every one a favor, for we al;
know that there is no chance of selling
lumber so long as there is some orw wh:>
will cut the price every time. There Is
one firm especially that I could name
which seems to think there is business in
celling shingles at 5 cents profit on the
thousand.

"This is. of course, what killed the red
cedar trade at the outset, along with poor
goods. The quality is no longer com-
plained of. but the cutthroat style of
handling is with us still to some extent,
though it is by no means the rule, as it
used to be The trade would be much
more healthy if the other branches of it
were free of the same disorder. Cutting
the price has been the style of things so
long that it is hard to drive the practice
out.**

ALASKAN LUMBER.

Northern Firms Cannot Meet Piiget
Sound Competition.

Victor H. Beckman. editor of the Pacific
Lumber Trade Journal, has some very
pretty specimens of Alaska lumber sent
to him by Willson & Sylvester, of Fort
Wrangle. The specimens Include piece*
of Alaska cedar, red cedar, hemlock an 4
spruce. With the exception of thr spruce
Mr. Beckman thinks the woods of inferior
quality. In the letter accompanying tbß
samples the Alaska Arm states that Pug«t
sound competition, especially that of Se-
attle, is too keen for Alaska lumbermen
to meet it.

"When Alaska was purchased," said Mr.
Beckman, "no one ever dreamed that It
would amount to much except for its fur-
bearing animals, but now that it has a
miningr boom It wouldn't be surprising If
!t turned out to be the most valuable of
Uncle Sam's possessions. According: to
Mr. Sylvester, who was in Seattle recent-
ly. it may eventually become quite a lum-
ber country, but the timber, with the ex-
ception of spruce, does not compare with
that on Puget sound or British Columbia.
In fact most of the best iumt>er used comes
from the Pupct sound mills. Tho much-
tslked-of Alaska cedar is knotty and but
little of Rood quality is found: In fact, Mr.
Sylvester believe* that the Alaska cedar
found in British Columbia and Washing-
ton is larger anl better, although of
coarser grain. Although the gn-ernment

will not allow lumber to he shipped out

of Alaska there are quite a number of
mil's in the flald for the local trade Mop

of the large canneries and mining com-
panies own mills. Th<* newest mill Is that
of LaDue & Harper, near Circle City,
which, with the exception of one at Fort
Cudahy, enjoy# the honor of being fur-
ther north than anv other sawmill In
North Amertr-v And common lumber !s
worth from to IK» at the mills. The
most InterestlnK mill is that of Rev. Wil-
liam Dunoan. at New Metlahkahtla, which
is operated entirely by an Indian crew
The mill can cut about 23.0*W feet per day
for local purpose* and furnishes power
for an electric light system also operated
by the natives. A. S. Kerry. of Seattle,

ever enterprising, has put in a yard at
Juneau, and Capt. Carroll has one at the
same place."
