The total government revenue for
the year from Internal taxes amounted to
$146,500,615, an increase of $3.50.537 over
the previous fiscal year.

This total amount of $146,520 615, the tax
in one year on liguors and tobacco, is
$12¢,530,377 more than the entire amount of
gilver dollars coined in this country for
eighty years, namely, from 178 to 1873,
fnclusive. That is to say, that in twenty
days last year, this pation consumed
enough lquor and smoked enough tobacco
to yleid as revenue to the government an
amount equal to the entire siiver coinage
of this country from its inception up to
the so-called “ertme of 78" The tax col-
lected on spirits was §%0,670,070, an increase
over the previous year of $807,443; on fer-
mented liquors $33,784.235, an increase cof
$2,142,617; and on manufactured tobacco,

| 230,711,629, an increase of $1,006,72l. The re-

ceipts from the tax on oleomargarine and
other miscellaneous resources showed a
slight decrease.

FACTS ABOUTI sILVER DOLLARS.

To the BEditor: Mr. Burleigh, in his
speech last Saturday evening at the Ar-
mory, stated that any person can get
standard sllver doliars sent him by ex-
pregs at the expense of the government
in sums of $1,000, or multiples thereof, by
complying with the regulations of the
treasury department. A prominent Popu-
Hst in good standing in his party, who
was8 sitting behind me, denounced the
statement as a lie. If that Populist, or
any other, will call at any national bank,
he can see, or have read to him, a cir-
cular letter issued under date of November
1, 1884, by the treasury department of tha
United States, in which tbe following
languags occurs: “Standard silver dollars
aras issued by the treasurer and assistant
treasurers in redemption of sllver cer-
tificates and treasury notes of 18%, and
are sent by express at the expense of the
government, in sums or multiples of $50
for silver certificates or treasury notes of
1890, deposited with the treasurer or as-
sistant treasurer.” This regulation is still
in force. It will be seen, therefore, that
Mr. Burleigh did not make his statement
strong enough, and that he would have
been justified in saying $600 Instead of
$1,000,

The learned Populist to whom I have
already referred further asserted that the
government had never made any effort
whatever to get the standard silver dollars
into cireulation. This matter has been the
subject of discussion in several reports
by the secretaries of the treasury. On
December 2, 1880, Hon. Willlam Windom,
then secretary of the treasury, siated in
his annual report: *“Every proper effort
has been put forth by the treasury depari-
ment to put in circulation the dollars
coined under this law (act of February 28,
1878). They have been shipped from the
mints and sub-treasuries to the nearest
and most distant localitics in the United
States, only to find thelr way back Into
the ‘rrm iry vaults in pa) ment of govern-
ment duties and taxes.” Hon. James N.
Huston, who was then treasurer of the
United States, in his report of the same
date, discusses the “futile attempts™ of
the United States treasury to get the
srandard dollars into ciroulation by shipping
them in all directions at the expense of
the government. The facts are that ever
since the passage of the Bland-Allison act,
and the Sherman act, there has been no
demand for the circulation of the silver

dollars, and even now when some em-
ployer proposes to pay his employes with
them, 1t is sure to raise a howl in the con-
ventions of the Populists and the latter-
day Democrats.
