In th* water* of th* Paeifie, between
I>smom's point and the auruth of tbe Quin-
ault rl*er, lire large ntimbera of thl* valu-
able fur-baring anunai. fi*>u h frdm
Iwrnon'* po.nt and mmttens as far d wn
a* tb* mouth of the Columbia river, they
are occasionally me* with, and ?otuet'.me*
they are seen between «he mouth of tbe
Qutnau!t rlrerand Cap* FUttery. but as a
nil* tbey stick c'o*® to tbe first mentioned
looallty. There ha* beer, a great deal of
wonder expressed, and many conjee *ur«*
a* to why the »»* otter ahouid choc>*e to
erc-.ipy airr.oet e-xcluaively this smai. atrip
of the ocean * water*. Tbe distance I* not
to exceed thirty-two mtlew. and tbey are
not foend aga n untl! far northern witers
are reached. No on* seems to know just
why they live n exclusively within tbe
tiinft* name.! and many different opinions
are *xpre***d. One Is tbat tb*» water b» .n*
shoal so far out from shore tbe otter can
dive to the bottom and procure its food
easily. It being the theory that it liven on
the vetretatlon of tbe salt water. Another
i* that it 1* because there are so m*ny
crab*, clams, fish and ocean ducks infest-
ing the»« water*. Tb* ©>l se« otter hunt-
er* believe that both reasons ar* good
one*.

Th* Q jlnnilf Indian*. who inhabit thi*
part of th* country, have a Imtm4 about
them feeing 'ner*. They *ay that a great
many year* ago, when titm were only

two tribes of Indian* living on the
ocean, that the Northern or Aiaaka Indians
committed a heinoo* crlaa* against the
Great Spirit, though what rbe orlme waa
they will not tell, and that to punieh th<»
had Indians the Great Spirit aent the sea
otter away from them and gave them to

the good Indians, the Qulnault tr be.

How the Ott«-r In Klllrxl.
The sea otter !s a gregarious unlmal and

Is nearly always found In schools. They

seldom go far out at *e* Ten or twelve
miles off shore at ebb tkie be n* about
their limit, and when the flood tide com**

in they come with it. When the tide Is at

rbb the sea otter hunter, taking hi* run
an l ammunition, and alw> his overcoat, for
it Is cold out there over the ocean with a
stiff bre»w blowing, goes to his derrick
and climbing up the *frlp hadder that Is
nailed to one of the posts gets Into his lit-
tle box house and waits for his game to

oome to him. It doe* not always come.
Home time* for days and we*k* together he
patiently waits through each day's flood
tide without seeing an animal, or. If he
doe*. it la .400 far away to shoot. Each
hunter has a fleM gl am, with which ho
tagtrlv scans the water* around him.
keeping a sharp 1 >okout on all sides.
When the tide is In he I* tar out In the
breaker*, and It Is impossible for htm to
roach shore !n safety until It reoede*. This
is the play time of the otter. Da*hing.
aalmaal&g ami leaping In among the big
wave* that oome tumbling in. the otter is
tn perfect security. He is now in hi* ele-
ment. The stormier the weather and the
wilder the tempest, the better he like* It,
and the mr.r»* apt the hunter is to see him.
The hunter generally ha* to shoot a! hi*
game from S*> to yards di*tance. Tak-
ing account of the wind. th«» movement of
the waves and the otter, ami the fact that
a large on- Is not over six fe*>r long, the
difficulty of hitting the mark Is very great.
The hunter often tires 5«» or *» shots be-
fore he Is successful in killingon». When
a shot ha* struck the victim it ts immedi-
ately discernible- A deep black spot ap-
pear* where rl\*blood and water Intermin-
gle, When an ot'er fw killed or wounded
the body sinks out of sight. However, the
l« dies are all recovered. Th« tide rolls
them toward the shore. If one tide doe*
not brtng them in another one wili. When
a hunter has killed an otter and falls to
recover th« body on the first tide, all of
the hunters on the Iwh are not'tled and
a shirp watch Is kept for it. the Under
receiving a royalty In the nature of salv-
age for re. v>v-r!ng It. Every se* otter
hxinter ha* a private mark on the bullet
he shoot*, am! he hardens the bullet* with
tin to prrv.-nt them mashing, like a purely
lead bufier would do. The bullet is Invari-
ably found In the body of the dead animal,
and then o? eour*e there can be no dispute
?»tv<;jt th*« ownership of the p*»?t. Where no
ballet Is found ami the ownership Is not
easy to adjudge, the hunters sett'e It
among themselves without any lawsuit* or
serious misunderstanding The guns used
for sea otter hunting are very heavy, large
bore rifles, the Sharp's and It. mington

rifles befng favored. The caliber la not
less than 45. and 30 1* preferred. The hunt-
era load their own cartridge* and shoot
from IW> to IS> grains of powder.

A fuli-grown se* otter Is about a'* feet
long, and very sl-nder. They are of a
rich, dsrk brown color, with the ends of
the fur tipped with silver. The value of
the pelt Is regulated like that of alt fur-
bearing antmals. according to quality and
demand, but for a nunmtwr of year* past
