Up to the time of this unpleasant affalr,
the feature of the day and of the meet
was the victory of Sanger in the two-mile
handicap for professionals. If anyone
doubted “Wooden Bhoe's” popularity, that
one should have heard the crowd cheer
when Sanger scored his only victory of
the meeting, and have seen his enthusi-
astle friends shouwt for him and carry
him from the track. The Milwaukecan
had piayed in hard lines, but he retrieved
himself, riding the event in his old-time
form and winning in a driving spring
that carried him around the bunch as
though he was trying to run circles about
them. Sanger had the sératch, with Ken-
nedy, lLouls Callahan and Eaton just
ahead of him, and these four succeeded in
getting together early In the game. Calla-
han paced for the first half-mile, and
then Sanger came up. The result was
that he caught the big bunch ahead. The
fleld at once slowed down, and the
loafed along for nearly a mile, with Van
Harry out In front, E. C. Johnson, and
then Caliahan, Sanger got down to his
work just as the bell tapped, swinging
aiong with his high gear with an increas-
ing stride that brought him at evens with
the head of the bunch before the final
jump started, The big fellow had been
beautifully pocketed on the back stretch,
and his admirers In the grand stand went
wild with enthusiasm as his maneuver
was suoccessfully worked. Callahan was
still at the head of the dbunch, with Ken-
nedy lapping his wheeol from the outside,
and as Sanger went by Kennedy left the
diminutive Buffalo man and went after
him.

THE WESTERNER WINS HANDILY.

The Great Two-Year-0Old
Event of the Year.

New York, Aug. 15—The great Futurity
race of the Coney Island Jockey Cludb is
over, and the ninth renewal has gone into
history with an outsider as the winper.

Daly’s Ogden in the lead and Box second,
Panmure third and Rhodesia fourth. They
did not shift into their positions untfl they
were at the quarter pole, and Ogden was
still in front by a head only, but Tuber-
ville had him well in hand and was wait-
ing for the final rush. The crack Keene
filly Rhodesia was next, but Sims was at
work on her, and she was but a head In
front ¢f Rodermond, on whom Hill was
doing his best. Next came the favorite,
Ornament, and it seemed then as If the
race would be between these four, as the
cthers were practically in the second divi-
ston and struggling hard to get up to the
fiying leaders.

The known facts
about the mob are that they one and all
had been consistently reading a half-
breed newspaper, and most of them had
been working as cheap section hands In
the employ of the Southern Pacific Com-
pary. They were all sortse—Pima Indians,
Mexican peons, Yacuis and Mesitos, They
were not after plunder In the usual sense,
for they neglected to help themselves to
the very consideradble sum of money In
the customs house. Why their hostility
was directed against that instl on rath-
er than a frontler boarding house is not
yet quite clear. unless it {s that as a visl-
ble sign of authority {t was exasperating,
and, therefore, to be destroyed. It appears
that t are all followers of a magnetle
healer and prophetess. for whom their ad-
miration has grown into worship, and her

they have canonized as Santa Teresa de
Cabora, a living saint and wonder worker,
as they ve. having been told so by

Laaro Agulrre, an apostle and newspaper
man, who has devoted his organ to sound-
ing her pralses.

The New York Financler says: The total
cash holding® of the New York clearing-
house banks, according to the statement
for the week ending August 15, 1896, are
$126,240,400. Of this amount nine banks
alone hold $53,085,300, or over 4 per cent.
In view of this condition, it is not sur-
prising that there is a continued tendency
to call in loans, as some of the institutions
are below the legal reserve and the de-
mand for funds from the interior is not
diminlshed. The excess reserve of the
clearinghouse banks is lower than it has
been for over two years, but when it is
recalled that during the corresponding
week three years ago the banks were $12,-
05,800 under their legal requirements,
their immeasurably superior standing at
present will be better understood. The de-
crease in loans probably reflects the liqui-
dation enforced through the necessity of
replenishing the reserve, and the loss in
cash represents the heavy demand on the
banks from the interior, which has been
a factor in the situation for several weeks
past. There seems to be no probability
that the statement next week will show
results much different from those of the
current week.
