was compelled to slow up on account of
an obstruction across the line, and as it
«> 1 so a smart rifl«* ttr« was opened upon
the train* fro in both sides of the road,

while a party of insurgents were s-en to

march out of concealment behind the
train and place heavy obstruction* across
the road. Other insurgents occupied them-
selves actively in removing the rails be-
hind the obstruction, thereby oatching

the military train in a trap from which
it could neither advance or retreat. The
troops promptly returned the fire of the
Insurgents, who k»pt well under cover.
The firing lasied three hours, according
«<» the official statement. At the end of
this time the Insurgents are said to have
been repulsed. It la announced that the
military esr-ort. upon the arrival of the
reiief train, burned the military passen-
ger train and returned to this city with
the Rasbastro and Arapi!«s battalions.
Unofficial versions of the affair, however,

claim that the train was derailed and sub-
burned by the Insurgents, and

that the"escort of the military train wore
re- ued just in time to save them from be-
ing exterminated by the enemy. As it
w<is six soldiers of the escort are admit-
ted to have te» n killed, and twenty-one

soldiers were brought here wounded. The
lieutenant is expected to die.

Utter details confirm the statement
j at the train was derailed by the insur-
ants, who dynamited it and afterward
destroyed the cars completely. The de-
