Home and Colonial Mail.

He found many of these women
consume over a pound of coffee a week.
The leading symptoms of the Ills that
afflicted th«m Wt*rw profound depression
of spirits and frequent headache*, with
Insomnia. A strong dose of coffee wouM
relieve th*-m for a time, when the ail-
ment would return. The muscles became
w«ak and trembling, and the hart 1* tremb-
led when at rest. The victims suffered so
s.-rlousjy that they dared not abandon the
drinking of coffee for fear of dearth."
