Arsenic in Cligarettes,

British Medical Journal.

The announcement that arsenic {9 em-
ployed in the colored wrappers In whioch
cigarettes are sold will hardly be received
with feelings of satisfaction by those who
are in the habit of indulging in this partic-
ular form of smoking. Thateirsenic is con-
tained in wall papers, in the bindings of
our books, in advertisement cards, and in
many articles of daily domestic use is
well known, but that it should contami-
nate our cigarettes is a much more ser-
fous matter. Weo have long been accus-
tomed to recelve a colored photograph
or some similar inconsiderate trifle with
our purchases, but that in addition we
should be presented with an appreciable
quantity of an active poison certainly ex-
ceeds our expectations. It is true that
the arsenic is confined to the case or col-
ored wrapper, but it has been found ex-
perimentally that it readily rubs off on
the fingers, especially when moist, and
that from them it is equally readily con-
veyed to the cigarettes themeelves. Ar-
senic, when inhaled in even small quan-
tities, gives rise to a chronic cough, spit-
ting of blood, progressive loss of flesh,
and other symptoms which we are ac-
customed to associate with early stages f
consumption. Dr. Murrell, as the result
of the examination of a large number of
specimens both of cigarettes and tobacco,
reports that arsenic Is present In more
than a third of the brands in common use,
It is by no means confined to the cheaper
specimens, but it is met with even In
high-class cigarettes. In Germany and
other countries the use of arsenlc by paper
manufacturers is prohibited, and it seems
desirable that some restriction shouid be
placed on its employment by British and
American firms.

Even machinery made |
here is finding its way into India and
England. For six years England and
Scotland have furnished tha world with
the long stockings worn in games like
golf and by bicyclers. The machines for
aking these stockings are and have been
made right here by the hundred to be
sent hence to all parts of the British em- |
pire. One firm in Markersdorf, near
Chemnitz, sent something like 250 such
machines to England last year. It is
facts like these that are furnishing Eng-
land food for reflection. Houses here
have begun to make golf stockings simi- |
lar in style, but much lighter than those |
made in England. They are rapldly find- |
ing favor with American buyers, It will |
only be a short time when most of those
bought for the American market will be
made here, If I keep calling attention
to these things it i certainly not to hoom
the business of these people, but to keep |
our American manufacturers fully In- |
formed.

An Evil Second Only to That ot Alco-
holic Excess.

Coffee drunkenness is rapidly becoming
an evil secona only to alcohrolism. In many
respects the two are alike. So great Is
the resemblance that physiclans have of-
ten diagnosed coffee poisoning to be what
is called alcoholic disturbance.

Almast everyone drinks coffee. Years
ago the beverage was generally a for-
bidden one to children. Nowadays, how-
ever, the small boys and girls drink it In
almost as great proportion as thelr elders.
Insomnia, nausea, lack of appetite often
afict young and old from a cause doc-
tors have heen unable to explain. All
sorts of reasons have been given, but at
last the true one is revealed. Tt is coffes
drinking. Coffes is the root of the evil
Coffee caused the sleepless nights, the loss
of appetite and the disordered stomach
that nothing seemed to remedy.

This is not the worst of it. Physiclans
have been conducting investigations and
found that In the United States, where
they sought for information, the coffee
drunkard almost Invariably, after a time,
turned to alcohol and bacame a confirmed
fnebriate. Often alcohol fails to stimulate’
sufficiently and as a result oplum s
sought as a solace.

Dr. W. Drake, of Eighty-fourth street
and Columbus avenue, New York, is one
of those who have made a special study
He sav: his ohservation
has shown beyond question that chronle
coffee poisoning is much more common
than is generally supposed. The symp-
toms are usually confounded with aleohol-
fe disturbance, he says, because coffee
dvspepsia bears a striking resemblance to
alcoholle Adyspepsia. There !z the same
disgust for food, morning expectoration of
mucus and marked anorexia. This dis-
gust for food Increases In savere cases
until the patient cgn only take coffes or
bread soaked in coffea, Nausea follows
and fhe patlent becomes emaciated.

Insomnia !s a marked symptom, or, If
gleep occurs, terrifying Areams detract
Trembling of the entire
especlally of the lips and tongue,
is noticeable, Even the cramps in the
1imbs, which accompany alcoholie polson-
Ing, frequently occur.

An effort on the part of the confirmed
coffee drinker to become a total abstainer
is almost similar ine*rasult to that which
follows the abandonment of alocoholic lg-
uors. For the time the nervous system ls
wrenched. An insbriate asylum never con.
talned mora pitlable suffering than that of
the “reforming" eoffes drinker who has
indulged In his favorite beverage to ex-

The leading symptoms of
the ilis that afflicted them were profound
depression of spirits and frequent head-
aches, with insomnia, A strong dose of
coffee would relieve them for a time, then
the ailment would return. The muscles

became weak and trembling, and the
hands trembled when at rest.
An increasing aversion to labor and

steady work was noticeable. These symp-
toms constantly grew worse and were
only relleved by the administration of
large quantities of coffee.
