A »w Theory of sunstroke.
New Tork. Aug. a?The cause of sun-

stroke. a subject until now obfoure, has
at length been definitely discovered, ac-
cording to the claims of the officers of
the state pathological institute. They have
made Invostlgaflons which show that. In-
stead of the sun rays being the direct
cause of sunstroke, as has all along be-n
believed by the medical profession, the
internal etoeanistry of the body and its se-
cretions are so modified by the atmos-

pheric condition of excessive hot weather
that some of these secretions become ab-
normil, either in quality or quantity, and
are absorbed by the blood and act as a

virulent poison. On the first day of the
recent heat plague Dr. Ira T. Vangiczon,
director of the state pathological insti-
tute, assisted by two physicians, began
Investigations. The conditions were pe-
culiarly fortunate for the success of the
prosecution of their work. A record was
kept of all case*, and experiments were
male on acute caa*s. Animals treated
with an Infusion of blood from living

eases Just after they had bean stricken
by tha sun had convulsions within an
hour and a half, and usually died. The
phyririans are convinced from the results
of these experiments that sunstroke is
really blood poisoning.

The trip to tho Yu-
kon im long and ha.rd. but in my judgment
it '« only a pleasure trip.

"When we got to Circle-City wo found
thinsro pretty lively. All the men who
had wintered here had gone out to the
minea and aU the newcomers w.-re busy

packin* out their outAts to the mines,

which aro sixty miles away. This is the
hardest sort of the whole trip, gutting out
to the mines. Tho flies are so bad that
lots of thti newcomers are going out on
the flrst boat that comes in.

"Tiiere was a scarcity of arrub the first
winter, (ind most of the people fared poor-

ly. The first boat of the season came in
on the lOfh of Ju!r with half a carto, and
every man was allowed iust so much. But
there are four boats on the river, and
each one will make at least three trips,

and thc-rs will be lots of grub the conung
winter.

"I am not going out to the mines until
faH. Then Is the best time to prospect.

This Is a fine mining camp and lias a
brswht future. They pay for labor in the
diggings from 110 to *l3 per day, and there
is lots of work to be had. In the town
property Is extremely high, ar.l there are
about thirty new buildings going up at
present. My partner and I are building a
houss 30x40 in exchange for a lot in the
business portion of the town. We are
going to build for ourselves a house 2?x40
as soon as we have finished the one we are
working on. which will be In about eight
dAya We will have our own house fin-
ished about the first of September. The
upper story we have rented for slsrt per
month. The ground floor is to be rented
for a gambling room. Tou see. In this
way - will make a better stake than going

out to the mines.
