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SOUND MONEY SAFE

The Sentiment Against Silver
Is Growing Stronger.

LABORERS FOR HONEST COIN.

Consensus of Opinton Gathe wd From
Twenty States—-John L. Cole
Home Again. .

The sentiment In favor of McKinley and
sound money is growing, while the senti-

| ment in favor of Bryan and the free coin-

age of siiver is decreasing. Such is the
opinion of John L. Cole, of this eity, wio
has just recurned from a two months’ visit
to the Hast, during which he visited twen-
ty states and made stops at the leading
cities. He was in both gold and so-cailed
fiver states. Mr, Cole sald:

“I left this city two mogths ago for the
purpose of attending the annual meeting
of the Northwestern Mutual Life Insur-
- Company at Milwaukee. After at-
tending the meeting I took a trip through
New York, New Jersey, the New England
states and also Missouri, Colorado, Utah,
Jdaho, Montana and other states to the
number of twenty. 1 made twemty-eight
stops at the leading cities. 1 found the
gold sentiment very strong in the Eastern
states. In these states even
ing men are in favor of goid, 2s
re that their wages shall be paid
ta money of more valve than a #d-cent
doilar

“{ avas surprised to find {n Denver, Kan-
sas City, Salt Lake, Pueblo and other
cities in the so-called silver states a stroag
sentiment among the thinking business
and laboring men in favor of McKinley
and the 8. Louis platform. They wish
to have a stable currency and a dollar
that is worth a doilar anywhere,

“This sentiment seems to be growing in
nearly every place that I visited. From
this it seems certain to me that the Me-
Kinley strength is growing strong while
the Bryan sentiment is becoming weaker
each day. The good sense of the people
is returning. The opinion that 1 have
formed from what I heard and saw is
that this sentiment in favor of the single
standard is not only growing, but that it
will increase to such proportions by elec-
tion day that McKinley will be elected by
a very large majority.

“Phe silver men with whom I talked all
seemed to take it for granted that Wash-
ington !s a silver state, and because I was
from Washington they were squally cer-
tain that I was a silver man. When I in-
formed them that I was not a silver man,
and that Washington was {lable to give
a majority for McKinjey and the gold
standard, they seemed greatly surprised.

“The people of the East are complain-
ing abbut the hard times just as much as
the people of Washington are. They think,
however, that the election of McKinley
will bring better times.”

Mr. Cole visited the house in which he
and his children were born in Williams-
town, Mass. The house is one of the old-
est in that town. It was erected in 1773
by Col. S8imonds, who dlstinguished him-
self on the Continental side during the
battle of Bennington. The nails used were
made by hand of wrought lron. Mr. Cole
drew out one of these nails from the old
wood, and has it attached to his watch
chain as a guard. The nall Is as good as
when it was hammered into the wood 123
yvears ago. He also brought with him a
few shingles from the roof, his mother's
spinning wheel and an old wooden coat
hook. These he will preserve as family
reiics.

The eclipse was viewed from
2 most favorable point northwest of the
island of Stotven, the west coast of Nor-
way, the latitude .57 north, longitudé
1230, The data of the eclipse are as foi-

seconds, first contact; August 8§ 15:53:35,
total obscuration began; August 8 15:55:00,
total obscuration ended; August 8 16:50:00,
last contact. Duration 3; totality 1 min-
ute 3 seconds.

The Crulser Brooklyn Goes to Sea.

Philadelphia, Aug. 22.—Amid the shrill
blasts of whistjes from the river craft and
hearty cheerd from the spectators on
shore, the cruiser Brooklyn, sister ship
to the magnificent New York, passed down
the Delaware river this morning on her
way to Boston harbor, where she will be
given her trial trip eariy next week. If
everything is favorable, a preliminary
run will be made over the official course
on Monday, and the official trial, under
these conditions, will take place on Wed-
nesday. If, however, it is not deemed ad-
visable to make the preliminary run with-
out a dav’'s rest, the government test will
not be made until Thursday. The Brook-
lyn is guaranteed to make twenty knots,
and for each quarter over this speed the
government will pay the builders a bonus
of 880000, The New York made 21.07 knots
on her offic... trial, thereby earning a
premium of $200.000. It is believed that the
Brookl'm will exceed the New York's time
by at least half a knot, and it is predicted
by some that she will make an average
of tweniy-two Kknots during her four
hours’ run.

Great Buliding Strike in Chicago.

Chicago, Aug. 22.-There are scarcely a
dozen buildings in the city in process of
construction where the demands of hod
carriers have not been met that there is
not a strike of some kind on hand. With
the additions to the ranks of the strikers,
building operations are almost at a stand-
still. Contractors who feel they cannot
afford to pay the 25 cents an hour asked
by the men, or who are able and unwilling,
are much disturbed at the outlook. After
a long session, lasting from 8 o'clock in
the evening until 10:30 o'clock this morn-
ing, the executive committee of the build-
ing trades council finally decided to order
out all other artisans now at work on the
buildings where the contraotors attempt t
replace the striking hod carriers with
non-union laborers. As a result several
thousand mechanics, carpenters, ironwork-
ers, bricklayers and workers in kindred
trades will probably be ordered to strike.

Two Burglars Dying in a Hospitnl.

New York, Aug. 22.—Detectives connect-
ed with a private agency profess to have
fougd in the two dying burglars in the
.\luiut Kisco hospital men who are well
known all over the country as criminals
of the most desperate character. The one

he previously identified as Peter James,
who had two Dbicycle repalr shops in
Brooklyn, is alleged to be BEdward

Jacques, who has operated extensively in
Philadeiphia and New York, and who not
long ago was in jail in Westchester, Pa.
The other man, known as John Jenkins, is
allezed to have a Western record. It is

said that twelve years ago he lled a
sheriff's dep St. Louls, and f hat
srime was sentenced to twenty-five years'
imprisonment and released after eight

years. He is said to be an expert bank
burglar and to be known as “Reddy” Jen-
kins. It is not possible for either to re-

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SILVER A BAD OMEN.

Agitation Curtails Train Serv-
ice on the S. & L

ALL DUE TO FREE COINAGE TALK

No Orders at the Lumber Mille—
Slack Business Affects the
Ratiroad.

The first blow struck by the silver craze
on ube immediate business interests of this
section has fallen. It comes in the form
of reduced train service on the Seattla &
International rasiway. Beginning with te-
morrow .Ltut road will curtail its passen-
ger service by taking off one train each
way. The train to be abandoned is the
local betwean Woodinville and Woolley.

The}.mvelmg public, interested at all
wpe- in the affairs of the road, will natu-
rally ask two questions: First, how will
the new reduction affect the time sched-

ule and the employes; and second, by
what is this compression of business
caused at a season usually reckoned the

busiest in the Seattle & International cal-
endar.

In answer to the first question, by an
economical and very simple arrangement
the Seattla & International train now leav-
lr;g Seattle at 4:50 o'clock p. m. will con-
tinue to leave at that time, and it will run
through to North Bend. On the other run,
the train now due to arrive in Seattle at
10:40 o'clock a. m. will continue to arrive
at that hour, coming through from North
Bend. This arrangement will cause no
confusion in time at this end of the line.
The chief difference lies in the fact that
from and after tomorrow there will be but
ona train a day each way from Woodin-
ville north. This means, of course, that
the crews heretofore employad on those
trains will be laid off. Where will they
find work?

Free ~Miver Talk Did It.

Now as to the cause. This is to be
found in the free silver scare which has
diminished the business of the road until
it became absolutely necessary to cut ex-
penses somewhere, Fortunately the public
is not left to mere inference on this point.
The authorities of the road themselves
plainly and unequivocally state that the
agitation of free coindge is at the bottom
of the matter, and the intimation is clear-
ly made that if the slidlng scale of busi-
ness is not stopped, still further reductions
will be necessary.

This was first brought out in an inter-
view with President John H. Bryant on
his return from Banff Springs last week.
At that time he predicted a reduction in
the train service of the road, but as he
thought it premature to publish anything
on that point, Friday's Post-Intelligencer
quoted him as saying only that the pres-
ent tendency of investors ‘“should be an
object lesson to workingmen, who will be
directly affected by it.” President Bryant
was much more specific in stating both
the cause and the results, among the latter
being a direct and immediate necessity for |
the road to curtall iis expenses, 'l venture
* to assert,” he added, ““that we do not stand
alone in this matter. Nearly ail our in-
dustries here are more or less dependent
on Eastern capital. The present political
agitation in favor of free silver is causing
Eastern capitalists to call in all contingent
investments, and postpone all contemplated
extensions of business.

Orders Being Withheld.

“Look at the inevitable result on the
shingle and lumber business in this state.
Big Eastern buyers who have been accus-
tomed to place large orders with our deal-
ers at this season of the year are with-
holding those orders, just as Mr. Stetson,
Mr. Ayer, Colonel Griggs and others have
stated in the Post-Intelligencer. What
affects the shippers, of course, affects the
railroads. We shall be compelled to re-
duce our expenses. To do this we must
reduce our working force. I regret to see
men laid off now when work is hard to get
and money seems to be getting closer. But
there is no alternative. 1 do not see what
laboring men can be dreaming of when
they advocate free silver and talk of vot-
ing for Bryan. The Bryan and (ree silver
