prosit ;ts of the x>lony. After premising
thit he settled with his famliy at Buiu-
wayo two and a half years a*,o, and had
Since then been actively engaged in de-
veloping the mining resources of the coun-
try, Mr. Haider saldt

"The rebellion of the Mitabeles is at-
tributable In the first piaee to the out-
break of the rinderpest and the plague
of locusts, by which the gr«a,te*r part
of the crops of mealies and corn were
eaten up. The native could not under-
stand, and bitterly resented, the killing
of their diseased cattle by the Chart*reti
Company's officers in order to stay the
spread of the contagion. The Wna of their
cattle meant to them the loss of their
principal property, and the destruction
of thtar crops by lo ists rtxtueed them to
the verge of starvation.

"When discontent and destitution were
thus »idespread among tham, tha natives
readily listened to the iacitsmenta of tho
witch doctors, who seized the opporlimity
to preach sedition and aocuwe the whiter
of being the sole oause of all their
trouUks. The witch doctor® at the »aiTie
time enlarged upon the opportunity af-
forded by the absetnce of Dr. Jameson
ar i his off! «ers. and t.he oonslderabl* fotv«?
wtiich a >mpsnl«*i him in hla incursion
into ths Transvaal.

"The defea-t of Dr. Jannwon by the
Boers was used aa further and potest ar-
gument to Inflame the native mind. The
first murders of Isolated farmers and
mU)«r« occurred In th « middle of March,

but at the outset nobody reg-arded matters
in a really serious light. for the sample-
