MILLER RIVER, MONEY CREEK.

Two of the Mines Are Now Produeing
sud One Is Paying Its Own Way.

Strong, Permanent Ledges — The King
Solomon an@ Apex - The Rich Dis-
coveries in the Coney Basin —The
Brooklyn Group - Work Done in the
Miller River Basin-A Rioh Distriot
Whisch Will Produce Largely When
Roads Are Opened.

Skykomish, Eept. 10.—The mineral de-
posits on Miller river and Money creek,
both of which flow into the Skykomisa
river within two miles of this town, en-
title King county to take rank among the
Sreat mining disiricts of Wasnington
The disirict already has two producing
miaers, oiie of which has pald for its own
development and work is being pushed so
Vigorously, chiefly by Beattle men, that
on one of the largest groups magnine arilis
are now bLelng lnstalled. This is the sec-
ond plant of the kind In the state and the
Provability Is that the next year will see

several others grinding their way through |

the mountains.

It any man bas any doubis as to the
sirength and permanence of the ledges
of this district, he has only to visit them
and he will be convinced. The country
rock on the backbone of the ridge in which
these ledges are found is granite and sya-
nite and the mineral-bearing rock has
forced 1t way from below through fissures
in these strata, only to be worn down by
snow and water as it Is decomposed by
the action of the air, while the country
rock mentioned more successfully resists
decay and stands up in  perpendicular
walls 100 to 200 feet on each side. Thus
the ledges are usually found in the beds
of narrow gorges in the basins at (he head

of the streams or on the slides of the moun- |

tains which form the canyons, and are
easlly tracable from base to summit of
the range. The ledge matter |s generally
porphyritle quartz, all so uniformly min-
eralized ap to pay for concentration on the
ground and carrles pay-streaks rich
enough to pay for shipment, even with
the present costly means of transportation
1o the raillroad. The ore carries lron and
copper sulphides, gray copper and galena,
carrying gold and silver, the pay-streaks
SWVing usunily from $40 to 80 a ton,
secand grade ore from 310 to $20.

Pratt and F. D. McNaughton relocated
the ledge, taking up the King Solomon
group of six clalms on it, with the Cata-
ract and Shipper No. 1 on a 7-foot ledge
in the next gorgze to the north, which has
been traced 3,000 feet, and the Baltl-
more in the one beyond on five feet of
ore, the Cataract ledge running into tha
King Solomon near the summit. On Llae
hanging wall of the King Solomon is a
four or five-foot paystreak of solid anti-
monial silver and gray copper, an avers
age sample of which assayed 368 ounces
silver and $10 gold. Several other pay-
streaks are found across the width of the
ledge, and average samples from different
parts of it assayed $35, $46 and $107 (n gold
and silver. The ledge matter is por-
phyritic quartz, much decomposed on ths
surface, and carries enough low-grade
iron sulphurets to make it paying con-
centrating ore. The owmners are about
closing negotiations which will enable
them to develop the property and intend
to work on it throughout the winter.
They will tap the ore chute at a depth
of 10 feet and drift both ways to the
walls, then tap it agaln at a depth of 60
feet.

A Mine That Has Pald.
