Ifow Winds and Wave* Raised
Havoc With the Fleets.

"It rometh?it cometh?the storm from
afar,

l.ike a reed bows the bark to the hur-
ricane's breath.

While trembles .a< h timber and quivers
each spar.

As o'er her frown darkly the cold rocks
of death."

The first hurricane of the season oc-
curred at Apia early in February. IMi.

There were in that |>ort at the time the
United States ship Nlpsie, British cruiser
Calliope, German corv ttes Olga and Ad-
ler, American barkentine Constituiioii,
German bnvrantine Matautu and a few-
small coasting vessels.

The Matautu, to whi-h I belonged,
owned at Apia, but sailed under the Ger-
man Hag. We had come to Samoa from
Honolulu via liowland island, and were
chartered to load a cargo of coeoanut- a'.
Via'.illi, a small place n» ar Apia, for San
Francisco.

W hen morning dawned, notwithstanding
the terrible blasts of the hurricane and
the torrents of rain, many of tne foreign
r< sidents of the town began to gather
alone the beach, but it w.ts utterly ;m-

--possible to maintain an upright position
in any unsheltered spot, so fierce was the
wind. An awe-inspiring sight met tho
eye a> one gazed out into the hay through
the blinding spray <nd mist that was
driven shoreward and at times obiiter-
*lted ill view. There, high on the rt.f
lay the capsijed Vdler. towering up
through the haze like a huge » ill, h> r
ina>ts broken off short, and with frag-
ments of yards and rigging Mill attached,
dangling overboard, a complete labyrinth
of wreckage. The bat Series appeared
well secured, for the guns and carriages
were observed in their proper positions.
Mt mbers of the surviving, hapless crew
*? re at times seen moving about among
the entangled wreckage under the lee
bulwarks, trying to e tin some place of
shelter from the -torm by crawling in-
side the capsized vessel through the hat, h-
ways. Ever and anon the seas would
dash clean over the wreck, but its posi-
tion?tho deck turned shoreward?af-
forded a tolerable safe refuge to the peo-
ple oil board. No human efforts could
avail to render them assistance. For the
present they w>re destined to remain in
their wretched condition until the terri-
ble storm abated an.l they eould be res-
cued. I* iitil then nothing could be learned
as to how many lives had been lost. The
number ascertained afterwards was twen-
ty-two.

On the afternoon of February 2. whilst
heaving up our anchors, preparatory to
proceeding to the above mentioned place,
the storm suddenly burst upon us out of
a clear rky without the least warning,
and before we could pay out suffi lent
chain to our an. hors we were driven
alongside the Calliope, fouling that ves-
sels headgear.

As the night advanced the blasts of the
gale grew fiercer and at - o'clock in the
morning wo began dragging both an-

chors and drifted directly under the bow
of the Calliope, doing s! : j;hi damage to
her bo .tn netting and tearing away her
martingales. Capt Kane, her commander,
rendered us promptly isslstance by -. tid-
ing 1 boat's crew with an anchor and
li..avy hawser, and with the aid of the
British tars we were able to warp our

clear, whilst the <'alliopc paid out
more chain to her anchors.

For a while we wore able to hold our
own against the tempest, as we were
now lying to tlireo anchors. At ibout
10 o'i lo k in the forenoon, however, the
sudden violent blasts of the storm drove
us agiln toward the Calliope. ("apt.
Kane, unable to pay out any more eh tin
to his anchors, his v< ss< 1 being in close
proximity to a reef, once more sent a
cr< of men. in of an officer, to
our assistance, and \\!:ile we were m-
gasred in heaving up the aticiior for the
purpo-e of bring ii further out. our \es-

scl w ?- .-uddenly driven toward a re. f
and *:ru k stern on with a .-'in k that
threw everyone to the deck. The vessel
s i'v.-rod from stem to stem as th icavy

Havoc on shore.
Along the shore the storm had wrought

havoc in every direction during the night.
The sturdy trunks of the coeoanut palms
had been snapped off by the tempest and
lay across the road in all directions, and
the accumulated wreckage washed ashore
rendered progress extremely difficult.
Among the wreckage on the beach w.-ro
fragments of the Kiter's bow, easily iden-
tified by their shape and the fancy gilt
work on the black wood. It was surmised
that the Kher's boilers blew up when shir
was dashed on tho reef, for the faint
noise of an explosion wis heard <t Mata-
fele shortly before 2 o'clock in the morn-
ing.

At 7 o'clock the crew of the United
States bhip Nipsle came ashore, the ves-
sel having been run on a strip of sand
beach near Matautu point by Capt. Mul-
l ui, her commander, for the purpose of
saving the vessel ami crew. During the
night the Olga had been in collision with
the Trenton and Nipalc and the hitter had
h. r smokestack knocked down, which
w..s rolling about the devk. endangering
th»» crew as the vel lurched and
plunged in the h ivy y»as, hut by mean-!
of tackles and chocks the huge pipe had
been finally securt i. The Nipsic had lost
hi r st« rn post and rudder, »nd when the
vt *el was beached and the boats were
lowered. one of them, the gig, capsized
and seven men were drowned. The crew
brought particulars about the re>t of the
fit et an ! the terrible struggle of the pre-
vious night.

Arrived at last at the consulate, a sight

Amid the viv, i flasl.es
of lightning 1 discerned the Vandalia
partly sunk between the reef, her offlc - rs
and irew clinging in every available part
of the swaying rigging to escape from be-
ing carried overboard by the tremendous
st as that swept continually across the
deck. The poor sufferers, drenched to

the skin by the pelting ram and furious
spray, were beset by yet another grave
danger. The huge Trenton, swiftly drag-
sing h. r anchors, w.ts drifting toward the
Vandalia broadside on. and it seemed im-
possible for her to avoid crashing into the
partly submerged vessel.

Capt. Shoonmaker, of the Vandalia,
had been violently thrown across his
cabin during the previous night and v\.;s

severely injured. One of his ears was

n. arly torn off and his head had been bad-
ly lacerated. His gallant first lieutenant,
who had been on duty unceasingly ail day
