draperies to impress tho caar with tha en-
thusiasm of France at the vliit of hep
greas. friend. The tree*, bared of natural
foliage by the autumn blast*. w?rs thldkly
covered with arti3cial leave* and flewers
representing ;ie*'h, almond and other blO»«
soma. Rostral column*, forty feet high,
painted to imitate stone and surmounted
by Russian double eagle* each als feet
high, supporting imperial frowns, lined
the \u2666'haiups Klyseea. The Place da Motel
de Vllle waa made brilliant with Venetian
masts and colonnades decked with payer
flowers, and the Tulllertesi gardena wore
beautifully adorned with flax* and statues.

Tho special train with President Faure,
President of the Senate President
of the of Deputies Brlsson, Pre-
mier Meline, cabinet ministers and others,
arrived at Versailles at K;3> a. m., the Im-
perial train following closely. The caar
and cgarina were received at VeraaUleeJhy
M. Faure, after which they entered tHe
president'* train, the Russian train being
too heavy for the light raila of the circular
rail real. The party arrived at Raneleigh
Matlon, Parte proper, a*.

Prudent Faure. saluting tho Imperial
couple, removed his hat. snd st the same
moment the battery at Mount Valewen
fired th« flrst shot of the imperial salute
of 101 guns.

Tha usual formal presentations took
pl*'-« In the mairnifirent salon constructed
expressly for thi purpose, after which
president Faure offered his «rm to the
czarina, and with the cxar on his rig it,
returned to the platform of the railroad
s'a-ion.

A POLITICAL CONSPIRACY.

That Resulted la the Murder of
l oans Frank Hepburn?His

Murderer Simply Fined.
Chicago, Oct. 6.?A special to the Tribune

from Washington City says the killingof
Frank C. Hepburn, son of Congressman
Hepburn, at Chester. Ark., is attributed
to a political conspiracy in the report of

j the affair which his reached Washington
i City. The following is a copy of a letter re-
! eeivfd by Chairman Babcock. of the Re-
j pubi|can congressional committee from a

correspondent at Chester, Crawford coun-
ty. Ark., where the killing occurred:

! "Regarding the killing of Frank C.
Hepburn, son of the Hon. W. F. Hepburn,
of lowa.on the streets of Chester. Ark..the
rer»ort sent out was that It was a duel be-

] tween Frank Hepburn and W. A. Sims.
; This report was not correct. The facts

! are briefly these: W. A. (Bill) Sim? was
\u25a0 lying on the depot platform in apparent

gooi humor. The city marshal, R J.
Beam, and several others were sitting

around, when Hepburn came across tha
street, and in a playful mood cut Sims'
shoestring. Sims sprang to his feet In a
rage, and demanded to know who cut
his shoestring*. Hepburn replied: "I did."
whereupon S'ms stabbed Hepburn In tho
left breast over the heart, but the knife
str'king a bone, saved him for the timo
being Rut Sims, now thoroughly nrous-
ed. threatened to cut Hepburn's thr-at
from ear to mr.

"Hepburn retreated to his room and got
a pistol and came back on the street.
i?;rrs in the meantime armed himself with
a gun and came back with a heavy ccvat
crs. tantalizing Hepburn, when the shoot-
ing commenced. Many were awire of
what w is going to happen, vet Hepburn
was not warned. Subsequent events go
to prove a premeditated murder and po-
litical conspiracy. Hepburn dl-vi in a few
hour*, being shot through The bowels.
Sims was arrested. A preliminary trial
held before a justice of the peace found
him jruilty of manslaughter. I-uer Sims
was released on s'.>"**> bonds and rltyd SGG
for carrying concealed weapons."
