From the tabernacle to the McKlnley
home the atreeta were lined with people.
Three hundred Cleveland veterana joined
in the escort. The bands played '?Dixie."
"America" and "Marching Through Geor-
gia," The throngs of people on the way
joined in the yeiis of the marchers as beat
they could. When the great rrowd lined
tip about the home it Ailed the dooryard
and the street* round about. This com-
pelled Major McKlnley to apeak from a
amall temporary stand covered with the
national color*, in order that he might be
heard. The crowd was so dense it was
with difficulty he reached the rostrum
from the house, under the escort of com-
mittee* of o:d comrades in arms and those
he fought ajcainst as a boy with Bhcridan
down In the Shenandoah valley.

Editor A. H. Funkbouser. of the Harris-
town, Va., State Republican, spoke on be-
half of the deiegatton In general, in con-
cluding a felicitous address of greeting

Minneapolis. Oct. i».-Tne story of the

robbery of the Bank of Sherburne ended
tragically today when J. D. Salr. one of
the pair of murderous bandits, when all

but captured, killed Marshal Oalllon. tha

leader of the pursuers, and. sending a bul-
let Into his own brain, fell dead at the feet
of the murdered marshal's posse. Tha
daring robber had snot his way out of a

farmhouse surrounded by officers, and
would have made good his escape but for
an accident to his hicyHe.

Sair ami his accomplice rode thetr bi*
cycles into the little town of Shtrburne
Wednesday afternoon, and, robbing tho

cash tray of sl,<M>, murdered Cannier Tho-

burn and Olaf Oerstren, a traveling Mies-
man.

After the robbery the bandit* set out for
the southwest, pursued by a large posse.
Y«K«rday the eitlzem* of Kmmett and
Kossuth counties turned out en masse In
tvearoh of the robbers. They separated near
t'he Dea Moines river, one going due east.

Deputy Sheriff Brayton, of Kossuth, and
Marshal trillion, with a posse from Ban-
croft. took the trail. At 7 o'clock Salr
stopped at a farmhouse to get something

to eat. and ten mlnu'es later the house
wis surrounded. The robber darted for

a window, out of which he jumped. Mar-
shal Oaliion *U9 stationed there, but be-

fore he could level his gun the bandit had
drawn his revolver and SMII H bullet
rhrough Calllon's breast, who fell and
lived only a few hours.

The bandit mmintH his bicycle, and rod*
eastward at a tremendous rate. Th* posse

started in hot pursuit. The robber was
about a mile in advance. and for Ave miles
managed to keep a good distance in the
l?ad. Hie bicycle then went down on him,
beinsc punctured, and he left it by the site
of the road and set out on foot through

a corn flekl. Deputy Sheriff Bray ton was
clo*e upon his heel* and opened fire wittt
a double-barreled shotgun. The bandit,

seeing he had no chance to make his
escape, place! a revolver t'o his head and
sent a bullet through his brain. By the
time the deputy sherlfTs reached him h«
wis dead. His body was riddled with bul-
lets. Mo&t of the money taken from the
bank was found on his person.

The reviewing atand of the RcpubSteait
national committee waa erected Just In
front of the buildinc where tho Union
l.paKUfl Club atand*.

tho parade. It waa exaotly 11 o'clock whan
tho head of the parade turned Into Jack-
eon street for the march past «ta atand,
and at the same instant Mr. Wanna atan*
ped from the window of tho clubhouse
upon the stand. From that moment until
a few minute* after 4 o'clock Mr. Hanns.
with the exception of one brief ipt/rval.
was standing. with hat In hand, bowleg
his acknowledgments of the cheers ot tpa
marching column.

From a stand erected on a level the
entrance of the Palmer house, (Ten.

As the columns came
up thousands of hata came off In 'tomajte

to the venerable men, and all through ma
hours the parade required to pass that
point the cheering waa constant. The gold

standard clubs of the great down town
business houses were especially enthu-
siastic a» they passed.

There were eleven floats in the parade,
many of them exceedingly handgoma n#i4
all lavishly decorated. A etrlng 6f car-
riages, bearing the white-haired membera
of the old Tippecanoe Club, composed fcf
men who voted for William Henry Harri-
son, evoked loud cheers, as did .1 number
of crippled veterans of the war. who bora
above their first carriage. "We fought with
(Jrant and we atand with McKlnley.**

A unique feature of the parade waa the
use made by tho long distance telephone
to carry the wound of cheera that arose
fnm the parade to the other large cities
of the country. Across Washington etreet
in front of the telephone exchange waa
stretched a banner bearing the inscrip-
tion, ,- Ya<ir cheers here will be he*rd
throughout the nation.*'

the route great "mouthpiecaa" fixed abova
tho street by numbers of guy rop**, crn-
cer.trated the sound waves upon the dia-
phragms and sent the cheera 'o every
waiting ear. Many smaller "month Dices**
which are really funnels five feet long,
were attached to long-dlatanee telephones
a» various altitude*. These helped ttt
swell the noise In distant receivers.
