This ma-
terial Is used to givo body to paper and
specimen* examined by skilled men at the
I*oweli paper mill are pronounced superior
to that brought from New York by that
comjiany.

GAMIKsT OF INSECT.

It la the Mantis of Argentina, and
Flgbt* to the I>eath.

"Here i* one of my pets," said a nat-
uralist, and he heid out to me a branch
of a tree almost denuded of leaves, writ'-a
C. F. Holder. Those which were still
clinging to it were dried and shriveled.
I lookei earnestly, following up the twigs
one £>y one, then examining the leave?,
but failed to discover the pet.

'The very fact that you can not find
it," said the naturalist, smiling at my
confusion, "adds to its value, and I can
only tell you that my pet, Luane, is before
your eyes."

I scrutinized the branch again, looking
fur some very small creature that I mig.ll
have passed over. Suddenly i saw one
of the of the branch suddenly rise,
moving upward ;:i a ino-t deliberate fash-
ion, and then I caught the outline of
the pet. a huge walking stick or mantis,
so closely resembling the twig that had it
not moved i should probably still have
failed to distinguish it. Liane was like
a puzzle, (iilticult to make out. but once
fixed in the eye, very distinct and pro-
nounced.

The insect was a giant of its kind from
the forests of the Argentine Republics It
w.is nearly six inches in lengih. and Imi-
tated a twig so exactly one might believe
a dried branch had in some mysterious
way been endowed with life. It was a
wtlrd, uncanny object, with its wooden
appearance, its l>iack staring eyes, its
slow movements, looking more like some
grotesque figure of the imagination than
a real inse-ct In the flesh.

"As quiet as it is," said its owner, "it
can move with remarkable speed, and
when I caught It Liane was engaged in
a veritable tug of war with a bird which
it was endeavoring to tear from a limb;
a struggle in which It was finally suc-
cessful. You see besides the legs, used
for locomotion, it has two clampers? ser-

rated or saw-like organs?which are used
very much after the fashion of the claws
of a crab, to selxe Its prey and hold it
to the mouth.

The mantis had crept along the limb
Just as you have geca it now . raising one
leg *o slowly that it would not have been
noticed. Finally a bird about the size of
a hummer, not suspecting that the twig

was & living ravenous enemy, alighted
near it. I could only think of a tiger

crouching for its prey as I could see the
wooden limbs seemingly contract; then,

like a flash, out went the toothed ciaspers
fairly encircling the unfortunate bird that
struggled in vain to tear Itself away
from the knife-like weapons. The more
it struggled the deeper into the trap it
fell: the insect simply clinging to the
limb rigi l and fixed, pressing the victim
tighter and tighter and finally ki.l.ng It.

"This giant mantis was discovered by

Burmeister, the naturalist, ami in all
probability is tht- largest of its kir.d. In
passing through fhina I frequently saw
the mantis kept as a pet, and secured a
number myself. They were not as targe
a. the South American specimens, but
were even more pugnacious, showing a
sly cunning that was remarkable In so
fduggish an insect. I first noticed them
in the market places, where they were
sold in little wicker baskets. One day I
met a Chinaman in one of the narrow
streets of Canton carrying a long pole
over his back upon which were strung a

number of baskets, each containing a
manti*. The person not familiar with
them woui l hardly t>*l ?ve that the
ba.-k< ts each he;d a living animal, as
the uncanny wooden creature clung to ita
prison bars closely and Imitated it very
perfectly.

Thes- specimens were not kept as pets;
on the contrary, they were vaiued for
their fighting proclivities, and were a
prolific source of revenue to the men
who exhibited <h*m.
