THE SPOKANE FRUIT FAIR,

Awardiag of the Prises for the Best
Exkibits of Northwest Fruits,
Vegetables and Cereals.

Spokane, Oct. 10.—8pecial.—Walla Walla
county won the first prize of $12 cash
for having the best exhibit, This
prize carried with it a silver trophy
valued at $100 which was coatribu-
ted by parties in this city. This
victory for Walla Walla was due largely
to the efforts of Dr. Blalock in bringing
it. together and the presence of his own
private exhidbit in . He is a man who
has done as much for the advancement
of fruit culture in Washington probably
&8 any man in the state. Ten or eleven
years ago he took up a traot of land near
Walia Walla so barren in appearance that
no one &ise would have it. In that brief
time he has transformed it into a fruitful
orchard, vineyard and productive garden.
The orchard contains between 60,000 and
70,000 trees. Of apples he raises about
forty varieties, twenty of which he has on
exhibition here. Thirteen varieties of
pears are noticed in his display. His vine-
yard ylelds twenty-five varieties of
grapes, eight of which are on exhibition.
For the excellent packing which was
done in this exhibit by Lotan Hancock the
following first prises were awarued: For
the ten finest and best packed buxes of
apples, for the finest and best packed five
of the same, for the three finest and beat
packed boxes of pears, and for the two
finest and best packed boxes of prunes.
Dr. Blalock took also first prize for Ilho
pear, best display of prunes by one per
son, broom corn, sugar corn, and for hav-
ing the largest squash. It weighed about
160 pounds and measured % inches around.
The prize for the second largest squash
went to Mr. Whiting, alse of Waila Walla,
Besides the prizes enumerated, Dr. Bla-
lock has taken a number of second and
third priges and is {n competition for the
prizes on apples, which have not yet been
awarded,

The Whitman county exhibit carried off
second prize. A description of it would
be almost a repetition of what has been
sald of the Walla Walla exhidit. Gralns,
however, are accorded more prominence
in it, a large pyramid of grain being
placed in the center. Four second prizes
and one first prize went to this county for
grains, Some very nice peas and beAns
and a splendid display of‘canned fruilts is
al=o made by this county.

The Lewiston display took third prize.
Exhibitors In it took the following first
prizes and & number of seconds: L. A.
Porter, first prize on the two best packed
boxes of peaches, first on best display of
peaches by one person, and first prizes on
two varisties of pears. Robert Sohleicher
took first prize on best collection of
grapes. This display attracted much at-
tention. One cluster weighed five pounds,
He won first also on best collection of
pears. Mrs. M. J. Weasel took firet prize
on canned fruit, and hers was really a
beautiful display. The first prizse on fall
butter went to G. W, Green.

Stevens county displayed some good
hops, and made a really oreditabls show-
ing in every direction, taking first prizes
in table beets, rye, feed burley, little
club winter wheat, swest corn, cucuembers,
red onions, tomatoes and grass seod, and
second on fleid corn and popeorn.

Wibur showed, beside a good general
agricultural display, which eslleited much
favoreble comment from old farmers
from Towa. Missour! and other Eastern
states, an orange tree with ripe fruft,
green fruft and blossoms on it, strawbers
res, Dblackderries, raspberries and pea-
nuts.
