MINES AND MINING.

THE FORTUNES IN GOLD DUST
THAT ARE GOING BY SEATTLE.

Minds of Yukemers Prejudiced
Against This City by Imnterested
Peeople in the North—Twe and a
l,ll Millien Deliars Will Prob-
ably Come Down Next Year, and
There Is No Good Reason Why It
Should Not Be Handled Here.

The ehips that are arriving in this port
from 6t. Michaei’'s and the mouth of the
Yukon bring with them many returniag
miners who have spent several seasons o
the gold minss under the Arctic circle,

“While these miners are reticent as to
their success,” said & well-known mining
man yesterday, “‘there is tangible evidence
that they have not idied their time in the
inhospitable gold flelds of the far North.
In fact, there is soarcely one among the
returned miners who is not possessed of
more or less goid dust, worth at the minis
of the government $I7 and upward an
ounce, In the country whence they have
come this gold dust passes current as the
money of the land, because there is no
other circulating medium, and the dust
is welghed out over the counters of the
merchants or the bars of the saloons at so
much per ounce, and every saloon or bar
is provided with scales {or the weighing
of the dust.

“On thelr arrival in Seattle the miners
find changed conditions; they discover
that the merchant and the barteader,
while they are willing 10 make exchange
of dry and wet commodities for the min-
ers’ gold, are not provided with the
weights and measures, nor are they famil-
far with the value of gold dust. In their
dilemma the miners turn to the banks of
Seattle, which are in the same predica-
ment a8 the merchant, with the exception
that the banker offers to take the miner's
€0ld and will send it to the mint for him,
charging expressage and-exchange for his
services,

“This was the condition of affairs in
Seattle {n the past fortnight., It was un-
fortunate allke for the miners and the
business intereats of the clly, becanse Se-
attle in the early spring posed as an out.
fitting point for m'ners who were going te
the mines of Alaska, and this city was ex-
pected to take care of the inflowing and
the outdowing trade of the country with
equal facility.

“Over 200 miners with gold in their belts
came down upon Seattle and caught her in
rather a deplorable plight, so far as pur-
chasing their dust was concerned, and had

not some of the jewelers of the c¢ity, more |

familiar with the precious maetals than
other business men, come to the front and
purchased the gold Seattle would have

been placed in an exceedingly unenviable |

position.

“It {s estimated that fully $125,000 in gold |
