The stockholders in the Matropoli-
tan then called in Henry E. Abbey and
Maurice Grau, who had fixed up a part-
nership, and said: ‘Gentlemen, there's the
house; its yours.” The new management,
under the style of Abbey, Schofield &

Grau, then started in with the Christine
Nelison Grand Italian  Opera Company.
This venture also met with indifferent

success. Mr. Abbey, who had Adelina Ps
U singing in concerts, made the necessary
changes in his contracts and put her into
Italian opera at the Metropolitan
use for three nights a week. The re-
ning three nights were given up to
repertoire work without the diva. On
‘Patti nights’ the house was uot big
enough, but the off nights were ‘frosts’.

“The following year the firm brought out
a company that stands today as the great-
est that has ever been engaged for grand
opera. Probably no greater company will
ever be organized, and for several years
it has remained practically the same, the
only changes being to the betterment of
the tout ensemble.

“Look at this list of names,” said Mr.
Grau, as he told them off on his fingers:
“Calve, Melba, Emma Bames Story, Nor-
dica, Albani, Scalchi, Mora, De Lussan,
the two de Reskes, Plancon, lLa Saile,
Palcon, Morrglle and Augona. The cho-
rus, ballet and orchestra numbered some-
times 80 people. The world knows what
the parformances were,

““All of the debts of the firm, after their
failure, had been paid off, principally by
Chickering & Sons, and everything was
promising well for the present
when practically the same people will
appear as mentioned in the above list.

“Mr. Abbey died simply of a
heart. His domestie troubles, coupled with
those of a financial nature, crushed his
spirit. He lost Abbey’s theater and the
name, instead of being allawed to remain
as a monument to the foremost of Amer-
i*an managers, was changed to that of
the Knickerbocker theater.”

Mr. Grau is one of the proprietors of
the Grau Opera Company that appears
here this week. He is a cousin of Man-
ager Grau, of the firm of which Mr. Abbey
was senior member, and knew the im-
pressario well. He speaks In the highest
terms of the dead manager, and says that
the man was hounded to death,
