Sise of an Earthquake.
Youth's Companion,

Tt is said that every great earthquake
causes puisations which extend for thou-
sands of miles In all directions on the
glebe, and Prof. Milne likens such puisa-
tions to the long, low swells that sweep
across the ocean. Recently Prof. Charles
Davidson has attempted to measure the
height and length of the waves of an
earthquake that occurred in Greece on |
April 27, 1884, the pulsations of which were |
perceived by the ald of a specially con-
structed pendulum at Birmingham in Eng-
land. The pulsations, or waves, passed

a velocity of about two miles a second,
and each of the largest of them, according
to Prof. Davidson, must have been about
twenty-etght miles in length, But only half
an inch in helght!
