\u2666heir rarioua employee reciting the rea-
aona which Impel th« managers of these
eompaniea, as a business proposition, to

The circular
la a perfectly plain, straightforward, busi-
ness-like document, showing how the lum-
bering buainee* has been injured by exlat-
tng conditions of the tariff and how it will
ue benefited by a refurn to the policy of
protection and \u25a0 c««Mti<>n of agitation for
a change in the standard of coinage.

Among other things in the circular is
the statement that "the Interests of em-
ployer and employe are absolutely identi-
cal in this matter." Nothing could be

more obvious than this. Ar.y Improve-

raent !n the condition of any industry
which In-reaaea the demand or the price
for the product, of necessity must be of
benefit to ail <:Uaa*s employed In that in-
dustry, wtiHther employers or employes.
Everything which tends to depress the
price Or the demand for the product neces-
sarily tends to reduce the opportunity

for employment or the wages of those en-
ployed. These are economic truisms.
They have never been disputed until this
campaign. Tet a Popullstic newspaper at-
w-mpts now to present a theory to show
mat the interests of employe and em-
ployer are not identical.'ln tha following

language:
'Suppose the business which these «m-

--pV.vers are carrying on is so connected
with the money loaners of the country

timt it enables the employers to grow
rich, while by reduction of wages and the
reduction of the number employed the re-
sult to the empioyea is one-half what it
*ai ten yeara ago, would the interests of
tha employer and employe "be identical?*
That's precisely tha situation today."

Can any one analyse this and tell what
it means? The only manner in which tha
business of milling is connected with
money lending Is that milling men aa a
rule have been obliged to borrow money

to tide over the hard times under which
tha Industry has been suffering since the
markets of this country were thrown opan
to the free entry of Canadian lumber. If
any of tha nuiimen have grown rich out
of this connection with the "money lend-
ers," they have very auccessfully con-
cealed the fact. If the employers can also
get rich by reducing the number of em-
ployes. and thus reducing their output. It

would s««m thay would get atill richer by

shutting down altogether, it is quite
probable that some would have saved
money by this process within the last few
years, but they could certainly have made
nothing by It. *

The whole attempt at argument la typi-
cally

vious as the daylight, for the sole purpose
of attempting to persuade employes that
It la a bad thing for them to have their
employers do a good business, get good
prices and keep their mil's running on full

time, and that In some unexplained maft-
ner the employes would And some better-
ment to thvir condition If the business of
their employers was injured.

Tha popullstic argument In general la
that prices arc too low; that free silver
will raise price*, and thus bring a return
to prosperity. The men who are engaged

in the greatest Industry' of this atate al-
most to a man refuse to believe in the
Popullstlu logic. They do not see in the
proposed free coinage of silver any proa-
pect for a return to prosperity, high val-
ues for their product and an increased
demand. On the contrary, having broad
business experience, they believe that the
panlo and tho genera! unsettling of -val-
ue# which would follow the propoaed ex-
periment would be absolutely ruinous to

them. If they believed that the Popullatlo
predictions as to the results of free sil-
ver would be realised, they would support

that policy with nnan mity, and would be
squally active in endeavoring to secure
their employes to vote in that direction.

Rogers, the Popullauc candidate for gov-

ernor of the atate, haa made a number of
falss and reckless chargea againat vartoua
departmenta of tha atate government; and,
while the charges havs bssn completely
refuted, he haa not only never retracted
one of them and acknowledged his mia-
take, aa an honeat man would do. but ha
persists in repestlng them. As he U a
Populiat, it waa probably a matter of per-
fect indifference to him that in his slan-
deroua misstatements he haa attacked ths
public record as well as the prlvats char-
acter of Democratic officeholders. He has,
however, been sharply called down In his
campaign of abuse and vilification by Mr.
Chadwick, the Democratic member of the
board of state land commissioners.

Rogers has bsen making numerous
charges of corruption snd misconduct
against that commission.

What Free Lumber Haa Doao.
American Economist.

I believ® we can make no permanent
progress in the direction of tariff reform
until we free from taxation the raw ma-
terials which lie at the foundation of our
industries. ? ? ? Rough lumber has been
placed upon the frse list, and only a
»i.eht duty retained on planed and groov-
ed boards. We found a rate of *1.12 per
c«H. and left a rate of 28.65?H0n. William
Jennings Bryan In Congress. "N

Mr. Bryan has been even more outspo-
ken in his advocacy of absolute free trad#
than President Cleveland or Hon. William
L. Wilson. In fact, we do not know any
public man who is a more pronounced ad-
herent of this British heresy. Mr. Bryan
gloried in free wool. Mr. Bryan reveled
in free lumber. This week we show the
effect of the policy of free raw material
as far as it concerns the lumber interests
of the United States.

At the close of Uust week wo had received
reports from 2to American lumber mills.
Each one of these reports stated briefly
the number of hands employed, and tha
wages paid them by the mill, during the
month of July, IS&J?almost »two years
after the McKlnley tariff had been in op-
eration?and also during the manth of
July, ISSf?almost two years after the
Gorman-Wilson tariff had in opera-
tion. As showing the benefits, or other-
wise. derived respectively under the poli-
cies of protection and of tree trade, noth-
ing can be fairer than the results after
two years' experience with each policy.

Their effect upon the American lumber
Industry has been as follows:

The great benefit of the free raw mate-
rial policy has oonsisted in enabling 10,573
men, out of 24.339 hands in 290 lumber mills,
to take a vacation without pay. The de-
crease in the employment of lumbermen,
through Bryans' free trade policy, was ap-
proximately 43 per cent.

Tha loss in wages to the lumbermen,
during their July vacation this year, was
$325,535, also approximately 43 per cent.,
or at the rate of *3,906,660 a year. This is
"the great benefit" that free trade in lum-
ber has been to 10,573 lumbermen who
were busily employed in July, 1832, under
the McKlnley policy of protection.

It appears that the average of monthly
wages Daki in each year was Just about
the same, therefore the indications are
that the American lumber mills are be-
i:ig entirely shut down and that American
lumbermen are entirely idle, while Cana-
dian mills and Canadian lumbermen are
actively employed.

From later advices received, we believe
that the condition of the American lum-
ber industry is worse than It was three
months ago. The proof submitted of the
disastrous effect of free trade in lumber
is more than ample. Ifthe same ratio of
loss (43 per cent.), as has been shown by
tlie 2sjo lumber mills reporting to us, ho
applied to all similar mills in the United
States, then the loss in wages to all Amer-
ican lumbermen is at the rate of about
forty million dollars a year.

This is the result of the Democratic
policy of free trade.
