very first practical step which they pro-
pose to take is one which would entail

more suffering on th*' poor man than all
the oppression of the most evil-minded
capitalist could inflict on him in a cen-
tury.

As I said, the va'ae of
silver has shrunk a little in those two

months, so it is not worth quite that, but
It is near enough for the purpose.

Tl'o* one represents the amount of
pure ha*, rig power which a dollar has un-
der the gold standard, and the other the

j amount it would i,ave under the silver
standard. The difference in si*e repre-

Tw-o of the finest foreign woods ntg
French burl, from Persia, and Ihe Circas-
sian walnut that Is cut around tlie shores
of the Illack sea, French burl costs 1S
cents a pound, and Its Krain Is a most
curious thing. It is realty a walnut wood,
the "burl* being a wart, or knol, that
forms on the side of the tree while It la
young, thus twisting the course of th#
sap vessels and forming strange pattern*
and odd combinations of lines. At time*
these burls ar« extremely valuable. A
single log has sold for as much as s2.f>Qo.
The features of the Circassian walnut aro
the hi«h polish to which It can be hrouxht
and its vivid stripes of dark brown and
biark.

Some other expensive native wood# aro
figured curly a*h. tlemel North Carolina
birch, which has a r« I Jish finite; poptar
.ml American quartered enk. used main-
ly for house work. All of these fetch
from 3 to cents a foot in veneers. Kb-
ony. sold at )10 a ton: co'-obolo, eomewhat
resembling rosewood, ami granadllla,
heavy aril black, are much in use for
knife haniles.

In I*9l the prosper- -t jio<vl for th«
manufacture of wool, by reason of the
Northw««t be<.~omin« a great wool coun-
try. The blankets of this region are world
renowned. With proper protection for the
wool growers of Minnesota, the two L»a-
kotas, Montana. Washing:on and Oregon,
and for the woolen manufacturer, the es-
tablishment of extensive factories for so-
cialites in this locality would certainly
follow. The ba>is of this industry has suf-
fered far too ma-h by the free wool tariff
to be hopeful at this time, though the suc-
cess of McKinley and a settled protective
policy would result in an Improvement !n
tints* allied interests-one agriculture, the
oth«r manufacturing.
