This was especia.lv true on the
occasion of the rally at Stan wood this
week when a delegation went from Ever-
ett to participate in the meet_r.g aUdr*»sed
by Hon. N.ls P. Haugen. <*tanwi>od is
well situated for business. It is lo ated
at the mouth of the Stiliaguam'.sh river,
cn rich level land, which is noted for its
productiveness, raising rreat crops of hay,
oats, vegetables and fruit. There are
?00 seres of this fertile land within ths
country lying immediately about Stan-
wood, while th* whole Stillag-uamish val-
ley ts dotted with fine farms. A r.»v.gablo
slough, about four miles in length, con-
nects ths BtlHaguanjlsh and Skajrit rivers.

Under the flourishing times of a few
years ago Ctanwood laid the foundation
for a thrifty place, and it is moving alone
well, notwithstanding the depression of
\he past few years. It has a handsome
school hotjse cf six rooms, costing Vt.W.
The Norwegian Lutheran church and the
Methodist Episcopal church are good edi-
fice s. valued at about 13.000 each. Masonic

( fcall !s a two-story structure creditable to
the order, erected two or three years aeo
at a cost of Sl.Sfnv la a business way t lie
town is well supplied wirh the usual stores
and four hotels, the Milllean house, the
Miner house. Hotel Heney and the Me'.by
house.

Immense quantities of h*y are ba'ed her*
and shipped. Lilly. Rojrardus & Co. are
the lessees of the big 9'ockbri !ge ware-
house. and do a lirge bus ness in han !'irg
all kinds of farm produce. As a means of
promoting the livestock interests th«
Stan wood Livestock Association enclosed
a tract of land and constructed suitabl®
bui "dings, with a fine half-mile track, a
gra'id stand and everything complete for
holding fairs and trotting meetings.

Stan wood is already the center of a
strong movement !n the direction of live-
s' ock. This val'iable Industry has re-
ceived a great stimulus in the organiza-
tion of the dairy interests and the farm-
ers are fast '.earning the rabstantial worth
of the cow.

The Pan-wood Co-operative Creamery
la becoming noted. Its tnwter

took the first prize at the recent Pierce
coxjnty fair in Tacoma, It is an organi-
sation strictly of the farmers on straight
co-operative lines. Its are: Pres-
ident, C. Joergenson: secretary. C. F. Han-
son ; treasurer, C. Joerser.son; directors.
P. Norman. E. P. Hanson, with the presi-
dent and secretary. The plant is of mod-
ern equipment, costing *4.000, all pail for
bv the farmers tk.i dividends received up
to the Ist of September. In October they
received the first cash dividend for their
personal use, and it is understood that all
were highly gratified at the size of their
checks.

Receipts at the creamery are about 5.500
quartF of milk a day, and the output is
from 250 to 300 pounds of butter a lay. It
brings top prices, and finds a ready mar-
ket in Seafle, Ta-coma and Everett, as
well as In Alaska and the mining districts.

As may naturally be inferred. Stan-
wood's location makes It a deMrabie place
for the manufacture of lumber and
Shingles. C. Raibel has a combined saw-
mill and shingle mill capable of cutting
20.000 feet of lumber and 75.000 shingles
dally. His plant, costing some $12,000, has
been in operation eight or nine years. Ha
employs from sixteen to twenty men. The
output of his mill for 1*95 will be about
1.000 '"*> feet of cedar lumber and 10.000,000
shingles.

mill that will cut 50,000 shingles a day,
employing twelve men.

POPULIST ECONOMIES.
TM* FACTS IJF THEIR ADMINISTRA-

TION OF WHATCOM COINTY.

The County Debt Hm Increased at m
Startling Kate Corporations and
Banks Have Been Favored In Assess-

\u25a0enU-Oo* Railroad Company Al-
lowed to Compromise for About Una-
Half of Its Indebtedness.

"Whatcom, Oct. 24. Special. County
Treasurer Parxly has discharged a bomb
shell in the Pop ranks, which has ex-
ploded the utter fallacy of their c.a.m, so
often reiterated in the newspaper organs
and on the stamp, that the administration
of county affairs by the Populist commis-
sioners, by and with the advice and con-
sent of the "Populist county attorney, h.i*
been so economical as to make the ad-
ministrations of their predecessors appear
to lie the very acme of extravagance and
mismanagement. Mr. Purdy shows from
the Indisputable records of his olfioe that
since the present commissioners and at-
torneys went into effl e, the county debt
has Increased at a startling rate, amount-
ing already during their term to 5115#, 707.04.
Of this increase. $3>",.<<23.32 has been in the
county fund and S3S,4?S 43 in the road and
bridge funds.

He shows further that the same Popu-
list board reduced the assessments of cor-
porations. banks and four or five favored
individuals, nearly s7s,i>»>, while the reduc-
tions on all the other taxable property !n
the county amounted to only 54.150.

Oct. ?4. ?Special. ?T*e Post-In-
telligencer correspondent was today in-
formed by one of the gentlemen associated
in the project of the construction of the
Puget Sound. Mount Rainier & Eastern
railroad that the road will undoubtedly be
built w.thin a short time. Further, that
Baron C. De Courtier, the Hangar.an flscal
agont who is hers as the representative

of a fcre.gn syndicate which Is to s-rpp!y
the .''inds 'or the enterprise, had fully and
heartily approved of th® p-o.ieot. Nothing
now remains to be done but to complete
the formalities of the b'g deal.

The matter had progressed this far when
6a ron De Courtier arrived here two weeks
ajroi The company had been organized
with s capital of J2AW.OOO. and preliminary
surveys of ths routs had been made.
George L. Holmes, president of th£ com-
pany, went East last summer on business
connected with the financial end of the en-
terprise. Negotiations were then sntered
upon between the New York representa-

tives of the company and the people whom
Baron De Councier represents. These con-
t nued all summer and Into autumn, cul-
minating with the present visit of the bar-
on. In company with Edward D. Qreene,
of New York, a civil engineer of national
reputation ar.d jrreat ability Mr. Oreene
has been retained as advising engineer by
Baron De Courtier. In all probability he
w;ii act as ohlef enxlnepr of the road from
the time the first dirt is moved.

Karon L>» Courtier registered at the Ts-
coma hotel ami was sv»n in consultation
with I. W. Anderson, of the Ta-
coma Land Company; President Holmes,
of the railroad company; C. P. Masterson,
president of the PacrrtC"" National bank,
who is interested In the rompany, and oth-
er gwstlemfn prominent In financial cir-
cle*. The baron's visit was for the pur-
pose of personally inspecting ths country
through which the line is to pass. In com-
pany with Mr. Holmes, Mr. Greene and
Mr. Anderson, the baron made the arduous
journey through one of the most magnif-
Wnt forests of fir and cedar timber in the
sta'e and over the foothills of the C*>
cades almost to the Ciapus pass. The parry
went by wagon to Kernahan's ranch, be-
yond Elba, on the road to Mount Rainier.
Here they took horses and made the re-
mainder of the journey on horseback. They
were absent nearly a week.

On the return of the party there were
frequent consultations with President
Holmes. Mr. Anderson and Mr. Masterson.
When questioned as to the progress of
these, none of the gentlemen would talk
for publication. It was understood, how-
ever. that Raron De Courtier was more
than satisfied with what he had seen, and
was ready to give the enterprise his un-
qualified approval.

Yesterday articles Incorporating the
Standard Construction Company were
tiled in the auditor's office, with a capital
stock of SIOO,OOO.

Is heavily Interested In the
Metropolitan bank, and Mr. J. H. Vander-
bilt's connection with the construction
company has given rise to the rumor that
Vanderbllt capitai is to be invested in the
road.

The road will be seventy miles long, and
will tap one of the richest coal and min-
eral sections of the state. The timber is
particularly fine and is pronounced by the
t.aron the most magnificent forest he ever
saw. The district Is known as the Busy-
wild. It is understood that considerable
local capital Is invested In coal and timber
properties in the district.
