YELLOW BADGES NUMEROUS

Bryan Runs Inte a McKinley Dem-
onstration—He Criticises the
National Democrats.

Madison, Wis.,, Oct. 30.—Mr. Bryan's
speeches toduy were made at Green Bay,
D& Pere, Kaukauana, Appleton, Neenah,
Menasha, Oshkosh, FFfond du Lac, Chester,
Juneau, Watertown, Jefferson, Fort At-
kirson, Janesville, Evansville and Mad-
ison.

| organ of Seattle, this evening, by the pub-
Heation of a purported dispatch from Sno-
homish to the effect that certain Repub-
! lican nominees had entered into a com-
bination to trade everything for office.
The article is characteristic of the Popu-
listic press, and in itself is sufficient to
| show the straits to which the party has
| been driven in this county. It is as fol-

| lows:

“Intense indignation hardly expresses
the feelings of a large number of Repub-
licans in this city. For some time past
rumors, of a fairly authentic character,
| have been in circulation to the effect that
an effort was being made on the part
of a few candidates on the Republican
ticket to trade the national, state and
county ticket, in return for Democratie
and Populist votes for a few Republican
candidates. The rumors were vehemently
denied until today, when the whole dis-
reputable scheme was laid bare by the
followlnf printed ticket falling into the
hands of these outside the ring:

“ ‘For governor, P. C. Sullivan; for su-
perior judge, John C. Denney; for county
auditor. Peter Leque; for county assessor,
John M"Ewan.’

“For two weeks past friends of the above
quartette have been making overtures to
Democrats and Populists in this city, in
which offers were made to vote the entire
People's party ticket, from the Bryan elec-
tors down, in return for votes for the
above gentlemen. When it is considered
that they are not only willing to sacrifice
their associates, but vote for the free sil-
ver senator and representatives, it indi-
cates that the patriots-for-revenue-only
are not ail dead yet. The base betrayal
of such men as Capt. 1. H. Coon, candi-
date for prosecuting attorney (the only old
soldier on the ticket): H. J. Langfitt, can-
didate for superintendent of schools.
