"Tlfce Story of Bohemia" is the for?y-

fltth volume in the "Story of the Nations
Scenes." The author. Mr. C. E* iiaar.ee,

has for a number of years been a resi-

dent of Prague, where he has had every
advantage to make a careful study of his
subject, in which be has been assisted by
many Bohemian professors and scholars.
As the writer says in his preface, "Few
countries have been more strangely misun-
understood by the average Englishman

-han Bohemia has b-en. The mischievous
of some fifteenth century French-

?,!an. uho confused Lho gypsiee who had
Just arrivetl In France with the nation
which was just then sdartlit* Europe by
Its resistance to the forces of the empire,
has left a deeper mark on the imagination
of most of our countrymen than the mar-
tyrdom of Huss or even the sufferings of
our own Princess Elizabeth. Even the
» >rst "Bohemian." which has been incor-
porated into the vocabularly of slong, Mr.
Maurice contends, has hindered the study
of th« real country which it misrepre-

sents. If has been the aim of the author
to counteract some of the impressions*
about this misunderstood country.

The story of Bohemia begins from ths
earliest period of Bohemian history. SSo.
and is taken almost down to the present

time. The earliest traditions which ex-
tend back ? long before the introduction
of Christianity, the poems which embody
the earliest pictures of Bohemian life,
and the legends and myths so dear t« the
hearts of the people, which in every land
precede the period when the actual his-
tory begins, are by ttlr. Maurice most pic-
turesquely related.

He then proceeds to a most interesting
account of the history of Its struggles.
invasions and conquests with various
countries. The Influence of its Teutonic
invaders, its religion and its literature,
and the final overthrow of its constitu-
tional and municipal liberty and national
independence. All is most interestingly
ani clearly told.

The book is profusely illustrated, con-
tains a map of Bohemia and Moravia, has
a complete Index, as well as a table of
contents arranged in epochs. Altogether
it will not prove to be the least valuable
of this interesting series which narrates
in such graphic and readable form the
history of the prominent nations of the
world.

Gen. Porter was an aide on Gen. Grant's
sti.lT and a close friend of his chief, and
the diary which he kept through the war
is the basis of the present articles. The
paper begins with his lirst meeting with
<ihe great commander at the headquarters
of Gen. George H. Thomas Hi October,
1»63. The article is fuily illustrated, the
most notable being a very good likeness
of Grant taken In 1563. The leader in the
magazine Is by Ernest Ingersoll, "Elec-
tion Day in New York." a graphic and
illustrated article, which will not have
lout its Interest even if the campaign is
over. One of tha most notable; articles
of -the number is "The Olympic Games
of l s ®*." by their founder. Baron Pierre
de Coubertln, now president of the inter-
national committee. It la superbly illus-
trated by Oaecalgna. "Hugh Wynne,
Free Quaker." by Dr. G. Weir Mitchell,
the leading serial fe<ature of the Century
for IS»7. begins with this number. It is a

novel of the American revolution, and
purporta of the autobiography of its
hero, an officer on Washington's staff.
Social life in Philadelphia at the time of
the revolution is interestingly depictM,
and the characters include Washington,
Franklin. L->fayette apd many others
prominent in history. It Is illustrated by
Howard Pyl*. Next In Interest is Marion
Crawford's rew novel, "A rtos*> of Yester-
day." which has its first installment
this month. It is a story of modern life
in Europe, with American characters*,
and will run through several numbers.
Among other articles in this "feast
of good things" which the Century holds
out this month are: "Why the Con-
federacy Failed," by Duncan Ross;
"An Obje«-t Lesson In Municipal
Government." on Birmingham. by
O. F. Parker. A sonnet by T.
Bailey Aldrich on "Santo Domingo."
"The Chinese In New York," Helen
F. Clark. Several short stories, poems
and the departments. Mention must also
be made of the frontispiece, "The Shrimp
Seller," engraved by Timothy Cole, from
the painting by Hogarth. This engrav-
ing is the rirst of a series of the old Knar-
lish masters made by Cole. Mr. Cole
ha-> taken up this work In the same spirit
whh which h?> reproduced "The ©id
Italian" and "The Old Dutch Masters,"
and some of the finest examples of En«-
lish art will follow this the Coming year.

Its frontispiece
Is a picture of Washington and Nelly Cus-
tis, drawn by Howard Pyle Poulteney
Jtigelow's muoh-talked-of series of pa-
pers on th» "White Man's Africa" begins
in this i««ue. it !s principally Introduc-
tory, placing the reader In touch with the
environmen*.
