In addition
to the most voluminous, prompt, accurate
and in every way efficient report cabled
from Now York, nearly all the London
newspapers had long special messages,
and puhllshed diagrams and maps. In or-
der to explain the policies! situation, all
of which Is having s bsnefldal effect here,
as k Is teaching Englishmen to know the
United States better than m rhe past and
to recognize the true worth and grefetnea*

of the country, msny of them having
been inclined to look upon It In anything
but the proper light. In addition, sev-
eral of the newspapers published more
or less appropriate cartoons, and Punch,
which is published on Wednesday morn-
ings, showed remarkable enterprise for
that historic*] periodical, in presenting a
cartoon by Sax.borne, entitled "Columbia's
Choice," and showing a statue of Moj.
McKinley.

The Dally Mall has an Interview this
morning with Sir Donald Smith, the Ca-
nadian commissioner, on the presidential
election, in which he says:
"I do not apprehend that Mr. McKinley
