SIGNS OF THE TIMES.

COMPTROLLER BECKELS SHOWS
CONFIDENCE IS RESTORED.

NMemney Will New Creep Out of Its
Heardings—Preparations for New
Undertakings and the Restarting
of Old Ones—Abundant Creps
Here and a Shoertage Elsewhere—
Already Bank Depesits Are In-
ereasing, and the Era of Pres-
perity Has Begun.

Chicago, Nov. R -James H. Eckels
comptroller of the currency, today wired
the editor of the Times-Herald from
Washington City as follows:

““The liqguidation of the last three years
has the way for a revival of bus-
iness in this country upon a basis which
ought to insure stability and continuance.
The immediate effect of the defeat of the
frea coinage propaganda and the isms
connected with it is seen in the sugges-
tions everywhere made of preparations
for new undertakings and restarting of
old ones. Undoubtedly soma of these will
fall off, but the general tone of hopeful-
ness will continue and investors will in-
vest in those things which cleariy promise
a return of profit on the investment.

“I do not believe spaculative enterprises
will succeed for a long " t‘me to come. A
great amount of money will come out of
hoarding, dbut #t will be used cautiousiy.
The amount which has been secreted in
safety vaults and elsewhere is larger than
ever in the country’'s history. Much of it
is in gold coim, but not a little is iIn the
form of credit currency, such as bank
notes, gilver certificates and legal tenders.

“The favorable conditions for the peo-
ple, aside from the settlement of the
money question, rest in the abundant
crops here and the shortage elsewhere,
the reduction in the stock of manufac-
tured products, and the fact that ex-
penses have bheen brought to a minimum
in every line of business.

“The banks have since 1883 been chang-
ing off bad and doubtful paper, so that
they will be able speedily to loan out
such sums as business men need. Already
deposits are increasing to such an extent
that the prospects of a strong showing
under the next bank call are very flat-
tering. With the restored confidence now
manifest in our determination to main-
tain the single gold standard of value and
the rehabiliment of American credit,
there is reason to believe much foreign
capital will come here.

“I do not see, either, why the banks
ought not to resume the furnishing of
any gold needed in business transac-
tions, a thing they did without injury to
themselves until the passage of the Sher-
man act of 18%. I believe the naTional
banks should issue all the paper cur-
rency of the country, and with this pow-
er given them they should be obliged to
redeem the same in gold. This they could
readily do if the legal tenders were re-
moved and they were completely freed
from further silver agitation. I have no
doubt that under such circumstances they
would be willing to undertake it.

Lowell, Mass,

The only Pilis to take with Hood's Sarsaparilla,

IN CUMBERLAND GAP.

DEDICATION OF “GAPLAND ARCH,”

CORRESPONDENTS MEMORIAL.

Monument Concetved by “Gath,” the
Most Famous Newspaper Mam at
the Fromnt—Exercises Held on the
Thirty-seveath Anniversary of
John Brown’s Raid—A Pretty Spet
Once Deluged by the War.

Washington City, Nov. 7.—Special.—So
great was the interest taken 'n the pdiiti-
cal campaign last month that a most
noteworthy event passed with but very
fittle public attention. This was the dedi-
cation of “Gapiand Arch,” the war corre-
spondents’ memorial conceived by George
Alfred Townsend, “Gath,” and carried
out by him through the generosity of a
number of former correspondents who
have swince become weaithy, and of
weaithy men who appreciated the work
done by the co ents during the
dark days of the civil war. Of all these
war correspondents, “Gath” was easily
the first and his letters sent from the
armies during the great struggle, had
done much more to inform the people of
the country of how it progressed than
anything else. At the dedication, one of
the speakers recalled the remarks made
by President Lincoin after the great bat-
tle: “We will not know what has taken
place until ‘Gath's’ account is printed.”

“Gath"” is growing oM and while he still
writes, his work does not attract so much
attention as formerly, principally because
he does not do so much of it. Fortune has
been kind, and he has built him a home
far up in the Cumberland mountains near
the famous gap through which the tide of
war swept so fiercely. This he has called
“Gapland,"” and happy are the friends who
secure an imvitation to visit the veteran
correspondent there. Handsome grounds
surround his modest dwelling, from which
magnificent views of the mountain scen-
ery in every direction are to be obtained.

Near this lovely spot the memorial is
erected. 1its dedication was on the thirty-
seventh anniversary of that day when
John Brown of Puritan biood and pertin-
acity, believing himself 0 be God's mes-
senger to abolish slavery, marched from
his temporary home in those mountains,
with 15 white and colored men armed and
equipped for war, seiged the United States
armory bulldings at Harper's Ferry, stop-
ped all raflway trains, and held his posi-
tion for 30 hours. His hope was that the
slaves of Virginia wouid rally around him,
throw off their shackles and assert their
freedom. His disappointment and the con-
sequences were sadly pathetic. Gov.
Lowndes, of Maryland, who delivered the
dedicatory address, spoke of Brown's act
as ‘‘the opening scene of a panorama of
death and gevotion the like of which we
pray may never happen again.”

The chief of the customs bureau here
thinks it would be & good idea to publish
for the bemnefit of importers and others in
the Puget Sound customs district the full
text of the new law relative to liens on im-
ports.

the discharge of such lien, under such
regulations as the secretary of the treas-
ury may prescribe; and such officer shall
refuse the delivery of such merchandise
from any pubiic or bonded warehouse or
other place in which the same shall be de-
ggsitbd until proof to his satisfaction shall
