Filibusters Without Fear.

Jacksonviile, Fla., Nov. 9.—The steamer
Dauntless, which has already landed three
expeditions in Cuba, is off again with a
large cargo of arms, ammunition, medi-
cines and supplies for the insurgents. The
Dauntless was released from custody Sat-
urday morning by the collector of cus-
toms of Fernandina. She at once took a
supply of coal, but not enough to attract
the attention of the revenue officlals. She
then went to Nassau sound, where she
lay to until sundown. Three yawl boats,
manned by seven Cubans each and towing
two flatboats, boarded the Dauntless at 7
o’clock. The Three Friends and Kate
Spencer joined the Dauntless, and a num-
ber of boxes and packages were trans-
ferred to her. The steamer, with Capt.
John Myers on board, then headed south-
east,

The Kate Spencer and Three Friends re-
turned to St. John’s bar, but had hardly
gotten inside when the revenue cutter
seized the Three Friends on a charge of
alding an expedition against Spain. Lieut.
Hildrich, of the Boutwell, was placed on
board, and the vessel brought to Jack-
sonville. This expedition is the most dar-
ing of any undertaken by the filibusters,
as the Windom, Boutwell and Colfax have
been stationed in the St. John's river to
prevent any expeditions leaving, and the
Raleigh arrived off St. John's bar last
night from Key West to watch filibusters,

No Reapect for Americans.

Koy West, Nov. 9.—Advices received
from Havana last night per steamer Oli-
vette glive details of an outrage on an
American citizen and the butchery by
8panish soldiers of nineteen non-combat-
ant Cubans, including four women. The
massacre occurred Thursday near the
town of San Jose de Las Layas, Havana
province. A detachment of Spanish sol-
diers surprised six insurgents who, how-
ever, made their escape. This angered
the Spanish, and they began to raild the
houses in the neighporhood, alleging that
the inhabitants wdre in sympathy with
the rebels.

Thlie Spaniards went to the sugar estats
of Frederick L. Craycroft, who car.e here
from India about three years ago. Some
of the soldiers entered the house and two
of them seized Mrs. Craycroft and as-
saulted her. The husband In desperation
rushed to his wife's ald, but was struck
down by a sword in the hands of an offi-
cer. Two terrible gashes were made in
his back and his right arm was nearly
severed. The Spaniards looted the house,
took $%60 in cash, and then raided otner
houses on the estate. They burned eight
buildings and shot nineteen inmates, four
of whom were women. Craycroft, when
he had recovered sufficiently, wrote to
Vice-Consul Springer at Havana. It is
understood that the vice-consul cabled an
account of the outrage to Secretary Ol-
ney.

The Spanish authoritfes in Havana are
greatly disturbed because several thous-
and insurgents from Gomez's army have
entered Matanzas province. Bo serious
does Weyler consider the situation that
he has withdrawn 6,000 troops from Pinar
del Rio, and dispatched them into Matan-
gas to stay the advance.

During the siege and subsequent cap-
ture of Guaymara City by the insurgents
the Spaniards lost 260 killed and wounded,
and 379 Spanlards surrendered to Garcia,
commanding the besieging forces. Garcla
has sent word to Gen. Castellanos that
they wculd be exchanged for Cubans held

'GAME PINCHED OUT

THE WHOLESALE OPERATIONS OF
SWINDLERS BROUGHT TO LIGHT.

Attempted Suicide of a Pretty Girl
Reveals the Story—A Bold Gang
That Floated Half a Million of
Worthless Paper — They Bought
Goods for Nothing and Seld
Cheap—Bicycles a Favorite Ar-
tiele.

New York, Nov. 9.—~The attempt at sul-
cide of May Wintage, a miss of seven-
teen vears, in a furnished room in Brook-
lyn, followed by the arrest of her lover,

{ Edward Valentine, has brought to light

the operations of a gang of swindlers
who have been working in this city. The
girl made an attempt upon her life after
a warrant had been issued charging her
with having passed a worthless check
upon a Brooklyn dry goods merchant. Af-
ter she had partlally recovered, she told
the authorities that the check had been
given her by Valentine. He was arrested
and is now in jail.

Valentine in the hope of saving himself,
has made a confession in which he tells
in detail the operations of the gang. The
most prominent members were 'Big’’ Ed
Rice, H. K. White, Isaac Heidenheimer,
Rolingate Smith, Walter B. Peters, Willis
Connors and William Thomas, The latter
is locked up in this city, Connors in Flint,
Mich., and Peters in Chicago.

The swindlers saw last summer that in
consequence of the tight money market
forged papers could be easily floated, pro-
viding the names of those on the paper
had a rating with the commercial agen-
cies. At this stage of the proceedings,
Charles H. Abbott, who had operated
with the gang in other fields, appeared
with a bright idea. He was the junior
member of the firm of John H. Baker &
Company, forwarding agents. By some
means the firm had secured a high rat-
ing. Upon the strength of this rating,
Abbott set to work and made out the
firm's notes for probably $250,000.
