This is one point of the exposition and
U is a great one. Another Is that the
whole science of domestic economy Is
practically expounded to the men and wo-
men of all ages and conditions.

As you enter there are uha florists on the
laft of you and the Palace of Sweets on

whtte. prwn and red. representing the
fire degrees of the Eastern Star auxiliary,
and If they do they are sure to step Into
the pretty parlors with their dainty tables,
and hare some lunch?for the lessons to
practical economy have not yet begun.

All this Is the introduction to the prac-
tical. The latter begins with the exhibit
of the Seattle Soap Company, where Is a

wide arrh of washing powder, and a hand-
some fireplace whose mantel is % huge slab
of mottled soap. On the other side is the
Seattle Cracker Company, with pilasters
resembling Evert on taffy and barley sugar
sticks, but backed by a variety of common
sense biscuits or crackers of every kind.

The great square tower of large cans,

whose bat tinmen ted turrets nearly touch
the roof, a monument to the Frye-Bruhn
Parking Company, Is one of the first real
lessons In domestic

*

economy, and they

meet with many others. At Webb A Co.'s
booth they taste the home roasted coffee,

and exchange wise glances over its aroma:
they go over to the Puget Sound Flour
Mills' exhibit and try a hot biscuit, and
he is beginning to say: "My mother used
to?.** when she gives him a forceful look
and he Is silent. There, up In the south-
east corner, is a dining room, furnished in
solid oak by the Standard Furniture Com-
pany. with the table cloth laid, and a
pretty service from the pretty collection
of porcelains from the adjoining stand of
Seller A Co.. and there Is a pretty draw-
ing room In old mahogany, where she
would like to stand surrounded by prettily
gowned women and well groomed men.
chatting gaily, yet anxiously alert for the
whispered announcement of their French
butler, "Madame est servi."

From these dreams they wandered to the
palace of truth of many color*, which they
had often seen In Stewart ft Holmes' win-
dow, and on to the cool grotto of the Lee
pharmacy for a lemon soda. Then their
thoughts having been turned in a distinct-
ly domestic direction, they Inspect baking

Cooking." a pencil and a pad each to take
down notes of the lecture on cooking, and
make for the lecture hall, pausing on the
way to examine the cooking stoves of the
Seattle Gas Company.

The leelare.
Mrs. Camilie L. Greene-Laughlan, the

lecturer, carried forward this Idea of the
science of domestic economy In a marked
degree yesterday afternoon. She halls
from the Boston cooking school, but there
is nothing of the New England woman in
her appearance in fact, she is buxom and
has dimples?nor in her manner or matter,
both being marked with a vivacity and
directness which is alien to the New En-
gland character. From her point of view
success or non-success In life depends en-
tirely upon the cook. She has probably
never studied the esoteric doctrines of the
Himalaya philosophers, yet. to hear her
talk, one could not fall to be Impressed
with the Idea that she had added to the
thirty-nine articles, unconsciously or
otherwise, and firmly believed that the
seat of the soul was in the stomach. Her
first Emersonian phrase showed this:
"The way to a man's heart Is through his
stomach." This was her text, and while
her finely shaped but large, sensible white
hands were flitting about the skillets and
the raw beef she went on to expound this,
one rapidly pronounced sentence after an-
other.

"No truer words were ever spoken," she
said, "onlyit should have Included wome)
also. The subject of cooking is so old that
most people do not stop to consider
whether there Is any art or science in It.
In fact, many of o»<r grandmothers used
?a pinch of this* and 'a little of that.' and
'make It about so stiff,' and there really
was not much art about it.

"In the past few years the cooking
schools have done much to encourage good,
wholesome cooking, and one result that
has been appreciated is that while It Is
necessary to use the best material, that
will not make a single dish palatable un-
less it Is prepared by a person of some
skill and experience."

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Sleep In cold water, and nearly every
woman in the crowded room was taking
fall cote# of this discourse, as well aa of
the cookery hints which were interwoven
with it.

"Yes. we have Indeed a grave responsi-
bility. THere are fathers, brothers, hus-
bands. sons depending ar«n us for their
disposition. They are ail largely influ-
enced by the food they eat. If he gets

irtjolesome food, the man's mind and body

are in a better condition to battle with the
problem® of Kfe."

There was murfj more of this sound phil-
osophy approaching io a direct doctrine
that a man's views of life were colored by

the food h* eats, and that, inferentially,
the politics, the rel'gion. and all thought,

noble or Ignoble, of a whole nation of peo-
ple were in the skillet of "he cook, who,

with more surety than the fabled alchem-
ista. could turn out gold bugs or stlverites
just as she pleased. She closed with the
following recipe for the making of a good
cook:

"To be a success as a cook is to have
rules, and to follow aiem explicitly. Do

not think because you have made a dish
from a recipe once or twice, that the third
time you know :t well enough to guess at

it. then wonder why you failed. You must

follow the rules explicitly always."

The lecture, on the whole, outs de of the
scattered philosophy quoted, was arrange!

on a plan of the greatest usefulness to the
greatest number. Mrs. Laughlan says
they will all be the same, dealing with
such cookery as corn's within the means
of the humblest. Her lecture yesterday

afternoon was on making white soup
stock; to clear soups; mock bisque soup;
lemon sherbet: coffee, both dr:p, boiled
and egg; boiled coffee, and cold water,

Vienna and black coffee. She was only to
speak for an hour, but she got interested,
and hes audience was so interested, that
she went on for two hours. Most of her
audience had been to cooking lessons be-
fore. as was very evident, for they were
not only armed with pad and pencil, but
with tasting cups and spoons. And to see
the serious, deeply solemn expression each
one put on when doing rhe tasting act. It
was a study. Smiling faces instantly be-
came as serious as a tombstone. Evident-
ly the lecturer had deeply impressed them
with her idea of woman's awful responsi-
bilities.

While Mrs. Laughlan talked she made the
beef stock, explaining all the little details
and the significance of her dotrtgs. She
took seven pounds of meat and bone, cut
the meat Into small pieces, putting the
bene in three quarts of cold water to soak
for half an hour. She put half the meat
Into the kettle, adding a heaping table-
spoon of salt and a salt spobn of thyme,
summer savory ar.d marjory. She took
the marrow from the bone, added onions
cut fine, put It all Into the frying pan and
fried it brown; then added the otfier half
of the raw meat and browned it. This
was.'when browned, emptied into the ket-
tle and allowed to simmer. Then Mrs.
Laughlen strained it and said: "There Is
your stock, which you should always
have on hand."

In making the various kinds of coffee,
Mrs. Laughlan insisted on having the cof-
fee finely ground. She first made the
French drip coffee. She put in the coffee
pot a heaping tablespoon of coffee, poured
on a cup of boiling water, and placed it
on the stove, where It would keep hot but
not boil. For making coffee with cold
water she took a level tablespoon of
powdered coffee, put In a cup of cold
water, allowed It to boil one minute, and
then left It for ten minutes where It
would keep hot, to settle.

The sherbet was made In this way:
Take a tablespoon of gelatine and pour
on a quarter cup of cold v.ater; whea the
gelatine Is soft pour on a quarter cup of
boiling water. Strain through a sieve,
add three cups of cold water, one pint of
sugar, the juice of six lemons, and freeze,
using three cups of ice to one of salt.

As the lecturer concluded, the ladles
crowded around her with questions and
suggestions. A great many requested
lessons on the making of timbales. and
these she promised to give. She also, on
request, promised to show thi various
ways of cooking oysters, crabs and
shrimps.

In the evening Mrs. Laushlan delivered
a short lecture at the Seattle gas booth,
and practically Illustrated it by roasting
a Joint of beef with Yorkshire pudding.

The Qrti Company's Saeeeta.
The Oraii Opera Company commenced

Its return engagement of four nights at
the Seattle theater last night in Mlllocker's
tuneful "Black Hussar" to a large and
appreciative audience. The favorable im-
pression that the company made on the
occasion of its previous visit was more
than sustained in its rendition both of the
music and the action of the work that was
made famous ten years ago by Col. Mc-
Caul's big New York company. Had peo- ;
pie who were lucky enough to have seen
the New York production been disposed
to compare the two, the rendition of last
night would have suffered, but when the
size of the company, the place in the busi-
ness occupied by the principals, and most
of all the scale of prices adopted by Mr.
Grau, were taken into consideration, the
work of the very clever people of the com-
pany now appearing at the Seattle theater j
would rank well with that of any travel-
ing organisation now before the public.
The voices of the responsible people are
all good, and further comment would be
Invidious. They are equal to the demands
of the score, and the opportunities offered
are all taken advantage of in the way of
comedy work. Perhaps just a few liber- j
ties were taken that Millocker would not |
sanction, but in no manner are they made
offensive. The conspicuous feature of Mr.
Grau's productions is that quality that Is
most essential to smoothness and effect, al- i
though It usually comes in for less re-
mark than any other particular portion j
of a performance, and that Is the esprit
du corps of the company and the blend-
lng of their efforts in making the entire <
performance go with a snap. In that qual- i
ity Mr. Grau's company, principals, chorus
and orchestra, combine, and the result is
altogether satisfactory. Individually the
best voice Is that of Miss Alice Johnson,
although Miss Carle Sings her part accept-
ably and acts well. Mr. Dunbar has a
fine stage presence, and sang the part as-
signed to him last night spiritedly.

The "Black Hussar." from the large
cast, gives individual effort a fine oppor-
tunity. which all took advantage of. The
scene is iaid on the border between Ger-
many and Russia, and the time, ISI2, deals
with the war between France and Russia.
