Castle, whose condition wms caus-
ing anxiety to the prison authorities. She
wa* watched day and night by special at-
tendants of the infirmary, aad wa* shown
every attention possible. Tbe commis-
sioner, after receiving tho report of tho
medical hoard on the state of Mrs. Cos-
tie's heaith. communicated with the home
secresary. woo promptly ordered that *he
be released from prison and be placed in
the care of her husband, who had under-
taken to return with her to the United
States with the least po**ibie delay-

Mr. Castle called at the home office at
11 o'clock, and wa* informed that his wife
would be released at 1 o'clock. Accompa-
nied by a nurse, he entered a carriage and
drove to Wormwood Scrubb* prison,
where he arrived at 12:4 ap. m. The Jailer
ushered him Into a waiting room, and
after a brief delay Deputy Northy granted
the unusual permission for the carriage
to enter the gate* aad drive to the door of
the hospital prison. Mr. Ca*tle and the
none alighted and went to the door. A
few moment* later Mr*. Cast if. dressed
In deep Mack, «u almost carried out of
the hospital fcy female attendants. She
appeared to be on the verge of collspse.
and sank fainting Into h»r husband's
arms. He tenderly embraced and tried to
console her. The nurse enveloped Mrs.
Castle's face to a heavy veil, wrapped her
up in a shawl, and assisted her jo the car-
riage. where her head fell on her hus-
band's shoulder and she *obbed hyste; -

prison gates the driver applied the whip
and drove rapidly away.

While Mr. Castle was In the waiting
room of the prison he was Interviewed by
a representative of the Assorted Frees,
tie said:

"I feel twenty years younger, and a#

though the nightmare of the past month
had vanished. My wife was Informed last
night that I would com* for her today.
Bhe was utterly prostrated yesterday. I
shall Immediately retire to the country,
place my wife under a doctor** care, and
endeavor to restore her health in order to
permit her speedy return to America.

'T desire especially to thank the Asso-
ciated Press for its kindness to me and
mine, for the manner in which it has
placed the matter befors the American
newspapers."

Ido not be-
lieve In kleptomania. for it only seems, to
attack th* rich: and. if It really exists. I
am sura the punishment of every person
stealing while suffering therefrom would
have a very deterrent effect upon Its
spreading Mr*. Castle KOt off cheaply,
when sentenced to Imprisonment for three
months without hard labor. The effect
on her health Improbable, for I
gather she has been traveling In Europe,
and except for the matter of stealing, her
health wr.s the name as mvh «lv's else.

Lloyd's agent, John F. Soule, has re-
turned from the scene, and says that it
will be Impossible to do anything toward
getting the vessel to deep water at this
season of the year.

The Fost-Intelligoncer correspondent
had an interview with Peter McNajnee,

the sailor who was at the wheel when they
iet go the anchor In the breakers at 1
o'clock Sunday afternoon. McNamee was
the only man Injured out of a crew of
twenty-three men. and had his head cut
by a stanchion thrown by another sailor
while the bridges were being cut away.

The vessel was off the Columbia Friday
afternoon, but owing to bad weather
neither tugs nor pilot boats would go to
her, and at 4:30 p. m. she set sail seaward.
From this time they figured by dead reck-
oning. and lighted land at 10.20 a. m. on
Saturday, but did not know where they
were. They stood off shore, and again at
5 o'clock Sunday morning found them-
selves in shallow water. They had a fair
breexe and started off shore fairiV well,
when they were becalmed for a short time,

and then a strong breeze from the south-
west brought them In within a milo of
shore when they anchored at 1 o'clock.

During the night, which was quite
squally, the ship drifted on the beach and
the crew landed without difficulty or ac-

cident near Oyhut, where they were cared
for. Capt. Fraxer wants the crew to dis-

WOMEN CIiOWD THE JAIL.

Interests* la tbe Case of a Colored

Mar4erer?Stay ?* Essentia*
for Plsaaaata Draper.

Helena, Mont.. Nov. 10.? Special.?Judge
Knowles, of the United States ctrcuit court,
today granted a stay of execution In the

rase of Pleasants Draper, the colored man
sentenced to hang here November It for
the killing of his sweetheart on the Crow
reservation. The stay was granted in
order to await the decision of a motion
pending before the supreme court of the
United States for a new trial, which has
been asked for on the ground that, al-
though the alleged crime was committed
on an Indian reservation, the United
States had no authority to try the con-
demned man, auch right belonging to the
state courts.

January 7 was fixed as the day of execu-
tion If a new trial is denied. The accused
is confined in the county jail here. He
spends his time making paper dolls and
parasols, and apparently is oblivious to

the doom of hanging awaiting him. Many
women crowd the jail daily, prompted
largely by morbid curiosity, and It is cur-
rently reported that a few of them are so
wrapped up In Draper's case that if the
worst should come there may be some sen-
sational scenes in the jail the day of the
execution. By many people the man is
believed to be insane, as he frequently tells
of having pleasant visits with the spirit
of the girl he murdered and otherwise
acts Irrationally.

BOGGS* WARRANT BOOK.

Private List Made Up hy Tacoma's
ex-Treasurer.

Tacoma, Nov. 10.?Special.?In the trial
of the Murry injunction case today. In-
volving the funding of the outstanding
warrants, an important fact was made
public. It was the discovery of a copy-
ing book that had been made in the city

treasurer's office by Treasurer Boggs.
On it were copied lists of warrants which
Boggs had redeemed out of the order of
their issue, or had bought with city
money and afterward sold to banks and
brokers. For those that wero deposited
In the banks that have since failed the
city has received practically nothing, and
Mr. Murry alleges In his complaint that
payment of all of th*m should be re-
fused. on the ground that their purchass
by Boggs canceled them nnd rendered
them no longer an obligation against the
city.

The book was found by Receiver Tilllng-
hast among the books and property of the
Columbia National bank when he took
charge of that institution, succeeding Act-
ing Receiver Clary. It Is said that an ef-
fort was made to recover the book by
some one In Hoggs' Interest, but Receiver
Tillinghaat held on to it. It was turned
over to the court.

P. T. Armstrong, formerly deputy treas-
urer under Boggs. testified positively that
Boggs was in the hnbit of buying war-
rants as fast as they were issued, and de-
posited them in banks or sold them to
warrant buyers.

Nov. 10.?Express train
No. 1. the Pacific mail on the Northern
r.tcirtc railroad, which left Minneapolis
at 3.26 Sunday afternoon, was wrecked
three miles east of Plains at 10:55 this
morning. The accident was caused by s
landslide Into which the express plunged
upon rounding a curve. The engine was
thrown over on Its side and four coaches
were derailed, but were not badly dam-
aged.

George F.iirt hild. of this place, the en-
gineer. was Instantly kll!:d. and Frank
M iidron. the firemnn, was seriously
though not fatally injured. The mail
clerk, baggageman and express messenger
bad a narrow escape, but w.re only slight-
ly bruised.

I am In no wise certain that, had T been
an American, I should not >have voted the
Democratic ticket, had it not been that I
regard all tampering with the coinage of a
country as injurious to all, and it does
not strike me that Mr. Bryan Is up to the
presidential mark.

"America* ? work product is Its dollar-
cracy, whose me«mbers 'have literally noth-
ing to recommend them. The odd's are
that either they or their parents acquired
huge fortunes by most questionable means.
As a rule they are ignorant and vulgar,
building houses in order to dazzle by os-
tentatious entertainments, and buying pic-
tures for which they only care because
they have been acqtiired at high prices;
