TO EVADE TUG LAW.

WKY Orertoa I* Said to HIT* Mar-
ried the Winters Woman.

The marriage of Stephen J. Overton and
Essie Winters at the county Jail, which
is looked upon by nine out of ten people
as an obvious attempt to defeat Justice,
may prove a boomerang.

Mrs. Overton, who was Miss Winter®
mrtil Monday afternoon, will be arraigned
this morning in the criminal department
of the superior coort for trial en the
charge of having robbed Overton of $133,
and it will be an hitwsting legal fight
on the proposition of whether the hus-
band can testify against his wife. It was
generally supposes! that as soon as the
marlage eeremo-ny we* performed th*

attorney would give up and
allow the charge against th* woman to be
dismissed.

"There te no intention nor inclination on
the rart of the proeecutig attorney's of-
fice." said LVputy W. H. Morris yesterday
afternoon, "to give up this case without
a fight. We realize that an effort is being
maiie to defeat the law by placing the
prosecuting witness in such a relation to
the accused that he cannot testify. In
thk» state there Is a special provision of
law in regard to husband and wife as wit-
nesses, and the court w:U be called upon to
d»#*;de how M affects the case under con-
sideration. Subdivision one of section *49
Second Jf ill's code provides th V. the fol-
lowing persons shall nor He examined as
witnesses: A husband shall not be exam-
ined for or against mis wife without the
consent of the w;fe, nor a wife for or
araiust her husband without the consent
®f the husband nor can e.ther, during mar-
riage or afterward, be. without the con-
sent of the other, examined as to any oom-
rouni -ation made by one to the other dur-
ing marriage. But this exception shall
not apply to a civil action or proceeding
by one against the oA«r, nor to a criminal
action or proceeding »or a crime commit-
ted by one against the other.
