ueyond a doubt.

"You have such a great future 'oofore
you that it seems a work of supererogation
far me t< say anything to you upon this
point. Nevertheless you must recollect
that fraternal feeiing is a necessity, not
only for the benefit of the East, but for
the West also. I told one of my audience*
that New England not only only sent her
ohiktwren here, but her money here, and as
1 remarked to that audience, both of then
stayed.

*o vociferous in their applause as you are
at that sentiment, stlil they showed iro
ihat they had an appreciation. Just as you
nave, of the fact that i am stating. (Re-
newed laughter.)

Port Blakeley the yard has been turning
out schooners with an occasional steam-

er and barkentfne. Tin- sixe of the vessels
and fhe number of the masts has been
gradually increasing since the yard was
started, starting in at Port Ludlow -with
the two-mas ked schooners and gradually
increasing to the present five-masted ones.
After the yard was moved only three ves-

sels of three masts were built, and finally
they dropped out and those of four masts
were substituted. The Inca is the first
five-nrtisted one bnllt in the yard.
