Almost Ready for Signature.

Washington City, Nov. 12.—But one
point, a matter of detail and not of merit,
remains open between the United States
and Great Britain in the settlement of the
Venezuelan question.

QUEENSLAND BANK DEFICIT.
It Amounts te £2436,000-Nearly
Half Completely Lost.

BErisbane, Nov. 13 —The government com-

£1IV,000 is regarded as lost beyond re-
covery.
