Mr. Aah waa a resident of Vancouvsr,
Bl C.. until a few days ego. when ho sold
a ranch and a prosperous express busi-
n«M so that he might chsse his wlfo snd
kill the msr who had taken her from him.
About two weeks ago Mra Ash aaid to her
husband that she wished to go to Nana!-
mo to see some frienda Instead of dis-
embarking st Nanalmo, Mra Aah re-
mained on the vessel and did not tears
It until she reached Victoria She stayed
there only two hours, snd cams on to this
city, where she arrived on Oct. 87.

Mr. Ash waited a few days over the time
his wife bad promised to return, and then
telegraphed to Nanalmo, asking if she
was 111. He received a dispatch thai his
wife had not been there, end his sus-
picions were immediately aroused.

The loss of his wife was a terrible blow
to Mr. Ash. and he at once set out to find
her. lie sold his ranch and his business,
according to his story, for about one-third
what they were worth. He was asked
aboard the steamer if he knew the man
his wife ran away with, and answered
with a great many strong adjectives that
the fellow was a saloonkeeper. Ho told
the name, hut the officers of the steamer
cannot remember what It was. He ptilled
a big pistol from his overcoat pocket, say-
ing:

"I swore when I married my wife I
would prstect her, snd I Intend to do It."

BOTH VESSELS CARELESS.

Laraara aid Pierre Cornielle la Col-
llsloa Outside the Heads.

San Francisco, Nov. 12. -Early yei»t<er-
dny morning the British ship Larnaea ar-
r.\ed off the port from Valparaiso. She
wan met outside the heads by a pilot, who
carried orders for her to proceed to Tort-
land. Her 00-ptain at once changed his
course, and headed his vessel "with the
westerly wind to clear Point Reyes on a
tack OIK to the open sea. The vessel was
?lowly moving along under tha light
breeae. when there suddenly came a con-
futed shouting of orders off to starboard,
and the next instant a vessel under full
sail crashed into the I<arnaca just for-
ward of the ma.n rigging. For a moment
the two vessels hung together, then
ground into eacn other an they swung
apart Their tangled rigging was torn
from aloft and came crashing to the decks
of the vessels, driving the frightened sail-
ors under the timbers of th#> forecastle
h*ad to escape the falling blocks and cord-
age.

Ihe vesxel that ran into the British ship
was the Pierre Cornielle. bound in from
Newcastle. Pilot Miller had boarded ti«r
(tome hours before and was d.re ting the
bark's course, leaving the crew to keep a
lookout ahead. The vessel had all h»r
sails e* 1 1 «to catch the light wind. and she
*a.< going almost d<»ad before lu The
pilot on the poop deck was unable to see
anything before him except a big spread
of canvas, and he was not aware of rtie
<i;»ng**r until the two vessels were together.
The men on the lookout forward ha 1 he-

re m/me: ai i crt » of each vessel bUno
the oth»r for the disaster.

The Larnaea had her starboard bul-
warks cruAel in. the rail torn away and
two plates in h«*r hull above the water line
w-re cut through. The Pterre Cornielle
lost her jlbtv>>m, and wrth it went mosr of
her head *-ar. Some of her forward
Ida were started by the forc« of the
collision.

Tkoy Win Ask for the Removal of
aa Offensive Conanl.

8u Francisco. Nov. 11?Attorney* for
the 8«o Tup Company are preparing
charges against Fung Tung Heng, acting
Chinos consul general, with a view of
having him removed from his office. The
charges will be filed with the minister at
Washington City. The present consul
general has been here about a year and a
half, the usual term of service being three
years. The petition will be backed by all
the influence of the See Yup organization.
Fully two-thirds of the merchants of
Chinatown are members of the organisa-
tion, and they are by far greater In num-
bers in China than the Sam Tups.

Ths recent bill in equity ftled In the
United States court, in which an injunc-
tion was granted against the consul gen-
eral, will form the basis of the charges.

VENGEANCE OF BI3MABCK.

Disgraced by the Empress, Ho Dis-

Paris, Nov. 12.?The Figaro today pub-
lishes a letter from the Benin court to the
effect that Prince Bismarck's disgrace is
due to the ex-Empress Frederick, who,
acting upon revelations communicated to

her by the Princess of Wales, convinced
the emperor of Prince Bismarck's fatal
policy In relation to Bulgaria and of the
part he played teward the nihilists, cul-
minating in -the Russo-German rupture.

The letter adds that Prince Bismarck
swore vengeance, and hence the disclo-
sures in regard to the secret Russo-Ger-
man treaty.

Berlin, Nov. 12.?The Hamburger Nach-
rlchten publishes today another article in-
spirsd from Frledrlchsruhe in which the
proposed debate In the relchstag on the
Russo-German treaty of ISB4-98 Is depre-
cated. The article, however, says: "It
would be of special Interest to learn why
Caprivi In 1890 felt disposed to cut the
wires which still held united Germany to
Russia."

Continuing, the Nachrtchten says: "The
question now arises whether our powerful
neighbor Russia is in closer touch with
us than with our opponents In Europe.
This question Is of paramount importance
to all Germany, as is also the question
whether the British policy Is striving to
exercise an Influence over our policy, the
result of which weuld net be altogether
to the advantage of Germany. We think
that explanations would exercise a tran-
quillzing influence upon the public, and
strengthen the attachment of Germans to
their institutions."

Buffalo. N. Y.. Nov. 12.?A large crowd

filled Commissioner Child's office today to
hear the testimony of Mrs. George Stern-
aman in her own behalf on the charge of
poisoning her husband.

During Mrs. Sternaman's examination a
most remarkable document was submit-
ted by her to the court. It waa a writ-
ten statement, signed by her desd hus-
band, and which Mcs. Sternaman declares
was drawn up and signed three days be-
fore her husband's death. The document
is addressed "to all whom it may con-
cern," and in part reads as foUows:

"I. George Sternaman, have had very
peculiar attacks at times during the past
six months, and of which no one but my
wife and a few of my relatives know any-
thing about. I write this to state that if
I should die whiat in one of them, that
no person can say It was caused by her
hands that 1 died. I nsvsr had a doctor
because 1 always came out of them all
right.

"I hope what I have written may con-
vince all that they msy not think my
wifs had anything to do with such an un-
common death."

Mrs. Btsrnaman said that this state-
ment had been drawn up because she
had heard some talk of her former hus-
band dying of poison. The case was not
concluded when the court adjourned.

This can be ex-
plained by the fact that the manufactur-
ers are suspicious of each other, and many
have sent clerks to represent them, so as
not to be bound too tightly by agreements.
The allotment allowed each manufacturer
is also a subject of dispute, and the most
difficult to settle. When this is completed
the pool will be ready for business.
