He received
that rank by brevet before he waa a yearn
old, having only a short time before been
promoted to be colonel when hi# com-
mander. Col. James 8. Jackson, was killed
at the battle of Perryville. Ky. Dur-
ing the Hayes administration Gen. Mur-
ray was governor of Utah. He came to
San Diego l;i 1887, and has been prominent
here In political, social and business af-
fairs. H» went back several weeks ago
to his old home in Bowling Green.

Ell Houston Murray was bom in Breck-
inridge county, Ky., September 12, 1844.
He'entered the United States army as a
volunieer at 17 years of age and served
with distinction throughout the civil war.

I He was appointed United States marshal
for Kentucky in 1866 and held office until
IfTB, when he became manager of the

| Louisville Commercial. He waa appointed
governor of Utah by President Hayes in
1(80. reappointed by President Arthur in
18M for a term of four years, but resigned
before its completion. Throughout his ad-
ministration he opposed the encroach-
ments of the. Mormon church and the ad-
vance of polygamy.
