for Ireland in ISS6.

Mr. Re imond. tn an Interview with the
Associated Press representative, sad:

"My present vliilt to America is entire-
ly non-political, in the sense that I do
rat latent! to t»it" vlvsaua" of my vfettl
to promote the Interest* of any polltic.il
party in Ireland. I am here on a lecture
tour and will deal with political psrtie*.
for nobody can speak about the British
parliament without dealing In politic?,
Irish controversial polities I shall, how-
ever eschew."

Mr. Redmond then referred to the ro>al
commission on the financial relations be-
tween England and Ireland, of which he
is a member. He said:

"For the last half of a century repre-
sentatives of Ireland have been Insisting
that Ireland has been overtaxed. Two
or three parliamentary commissions have
been reported, but in vain. At last, how-
ever. a representative commission of En-
glish. and Scotch members of all
!>olitirai parties in the three countries has
investigated the subject tn the most ex-

haustive way. The commission has unani-
mously reported that Ireland has for the
last forty y»ais been overtaxed about
115,000.000 a year, judged by her relative
capacity to bear taxation with England.
Pertain member* of the committer have
believed a certain proportion of this oxer-
taxation was offset by the fact that the
cruel military administrations of Ireland
were very costly.

"A majority of two-thirds of the com-

mission has reported that a full allow-
ance being made for every excessive ex-
penditure in Ireland, that country is still
overtaxed sl-'.a.V).ooft a year. This I regard

as the most important event in the hts-
torv of Ireland since the union.

"If the money that we have overpaid b*

refund*! to us. it will extinguish taxa-

tion in Ireland altogether for an Indeh-
nlte time. Even If restitution be left out

of account, and we get bare justice for
the future, we ought to have the latter
sum each year henceforward to enable
Ireland to develop her Industrial re-
sources and make her tho prosperous
. our,try she would have been but for this
intolerable burden."

When asked in regard to the arrest of
alleged dynamiters and the subsequent
appearance of Jones, the American, as
an Informer, Mr. Redmond said:

"Of Jones' performance I know nothlnjr.

T do not believe hi the existence of ary
new dynamite conspiracy here or else-
where against England and while t can-

not but recognise that this new dvnamite
scare may interfere with the release of
the Irish and Irish-American prisoners

still In Portland prison. I feH that when
the true facta come to li«tht the English
people will not be deterred from perform-
in* a duty of Justices by releasing the f.-w
r»maininfr prisoners, who have already
suffered greatly.

"The news that Oaliagner and \\ hlte-

take an interest, Flanagan is undoubted-
ly insane, while Wilson and Burton are
so delicate that the prison doctor ha* for-
bidden them from doing any heavy work.
