The members of the government
are pledged to ft, and the present consti-
tution of the republic expresses this ex-
pectation. So tt Is the general belie* that
the matter should be decided mi an early
date. If possible."

Mr. Foster said tt was not apparent
that Hawaii could maintain herself as an
Independent government in case the Uni-
ted States Should refuse to annex tha
islands. Although her people are law-
abiding, and the present government gets
along smoothly and successfully, there is
a continual fear, said Mr. Foster, that
some change may occur. So far as the
Hawaiiana are concerned, independently
of outside influences, they are incapable
of aeJf-government.

SPANIARDS THEIR PRET.

Havoc Wreagkt la Havana hy a Se-
cret Society of Patriots.

Chicago, Nov. 35.?A dispatch from
F sjfhuajtoc, N. Y.. says: Wilds Youngs,

who haa a cooper ffhop on Water street,
Binghamton. has seen the Cuhan Insur-
rection from the inside, and has had
thrilling experiences with the Spaniards.
When the revolt broke out. Youngs was
making barrels for a Cuban firm in Ha-
vana. There were many sympathisers
witfc the revolutionary movement among
the citizens, even in official circles. It
was found, owing to the superior force of
Spain, tha< a guerrilla war was neces-
sary. A company was formed in Havana,
which was to be a strictly secret organi-
sation, and The object of which was the
""removal" of Spanish aoldiera. Youngs
was elected captain of the troop, and the
men were divided into twenty-rive squads
erf four each, with a first, second and
third h*ut«nant. It was the duty of these
men to assemble quietly ai'ter nightfall in
their squads and pick off at least one sol-
dier, at i as many more as rhey conven-
iently c:uld before they retired. The next
morning they were at their usual places
of nut.r *ss, some in office*. oihers in
stores, and not a few In the government
employ.

A pe. uSiar feature of the «rreat aterm is
the efficient manner in which the delay

has been avoided by railroads centering
here. Though great quantities of snow
fell between Omaha end the mcun-.ains,

the service waa uninterrupted. The
Union Pacific's overland limited was not
delayed at any point between here and
San Francisco. The officials are confident
they hava solved the problem of handling

Victoria, B, C.. Nov. 30.?When the Ber-
ing Sf i claims commission met this morn-
ing Gen. Dickinson stated that he had
already filed an answer in tho first case,
and that the others would be put in as
soon as they were got ready for the print-
ers. He then filed a motion to dismiss
case No. 26. for $62,527.12 for costs of the
Sayward case. The ground of the motion
was that these costs were incurred by the
Canadian government and not by individ-
uals, and therefore the claim did not come
before the commissioners within the terms
of the convention. In case his friends on
the opposite side intended to press the
claim he would ask for an adjournment
pending an answer from his government.

Mr. Peters expressed, surprise at the mo-
tion, and said he certainly Intended to
press the claim. Tho sum named was
actually paid by the Canadian govern-
ment, which, as far as the tribunal was

' concerned, was the British government.

I Mr. Dickinson stated that such a claim
i as this had no more ricrht to he put in

than would a claim for the costs of elthor
