UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA,
Death of Dr. Bonte—Enthusinsm of

the Football Team.

Berkeley, Nov. 23.-1t is hardly fitting
on the eve of Thanksgiving day, with all
its joy and pieasure, to begin a letier as
I must began this, Last week 1 had to re-
count the injury, fatal as it was thought,
to Dr. Payne, examining physician to the
university; Dr. Payne 1s, however, fm-
proving, with the chances for bis recovs
ery very fair. This week, this Wednes-
day morning, the telegraph announced the
sudden death at Sacramento of J. H, C.
Bonte, A. M., D. D,, secretary and land
agent of the university, and professor of
legal ethics in the Hastings law coliege of
the University of Callfornia. . Bonte
had been connected with the university
for the past sixieen years, having previ-
ous to 1880 been chaplain in the civil war
of a regiment of Ohio volunteers, then
chaplain in the national house of repre-
sentatives, and finally reStor of St, Paul's
(Episcopal) church at Sacramento. He
graduated from Kenyon college, Ohio, in
IMT. He was & man of fine mind and high
attainments. Devoted to the university,
he did more for her than her
realize, for, in truth, Dr., Bonie was not
popular with the majority of the student
body—he was too conscientious and une

ylelding in the discharge of his official du-
ties.

These duties were, of course, unique,
ible not only for ail the
outside landed interests of the universily,
but also for the site at Berkeley. He wns
