War kins and Siewart Johnson, with simu-
lated anxiety, that I had not arrived and
must be lost far up the mountains; that
Messrs. Millard and Orumrlne had gone
In search of me. This story kept the
fr od stea.nboatwen on the anxious s'at
for two days, a* they did not run on Sun-
day. Their fears for my safety were re-
moved on the Monday afternoon, when I
agsin led Boney aboard the boat to go ug
to ?tehekin. and the quartette of practical

}ek«rs enjoyed a hearty laugh at thefr
frierds' expense. On my return from
Hor>i Shoe ba.-*in M-. Johnson made me

Roney was a faithful beast and showed
a decree of endurance through four
months of almost incessant traveling
wh.ch would be rarely equaled. He de-
serves a kuid master.
